›› The Commodores, who defeated Auburn 75-57 on Jan. 12 in Nashville, beat Missouri 86-71 
on Wednesday behind Wade Baldwin IV’s 17 points, seven assists and six rebounds. All fi ve 
Vandy starters scored in double fi gures. The Commodores, who are 1-7 in away games this 
year, including 1-4 in the SEC, have alternated wins and losses for the last six games since 
winning three straight. Baldwin IV averages a team-high 14.7 points, ranks sixth in the SEC 
with 4.7 assists and shoots 45.7 percent from 3-point range. Damian Jones averages 13.4 
points and 6.7 rebounds while Luke Kornet chips in 9.8 points, ranks ninth in the SEC with 
7.6 rebounds and leads the league with 3.0 blocks per game. Kornet had a triple-double of 11 
points, 11 rebounds and 10 blocks in Vanderbilt’s 75-57 win over Auburn on Jan. 12. Vanderbilt 
leads the SEC and is eighth nationally in fi eld goal pct. defense (.379) and leads the nation 
in 3-point fi eld goal pct. defense (.278), is second in 3-point fi eld goal pct. (.392) and blocks 
(5.7, 14th nationally) and is third in the SEC in scoring margin (+9.5). Vanderbilt has a -5.5 
turnover margin in SEC games.

 He preserved Auburn’s 75-74 win over UAB, 
blocking Chris Cokley’s shot in the paint with 1.8 
seconds left. The Philadelphia, Pa., native became 
just the third Auburn player to record fi ve blocks 
in a game since the start of the 2012-13 season.
 It was the fi rst game-winning block for the 
6-foot-9 Spencer in his basketball life.
 Spencer had eight points and eight rebounds
vs. Colorado and six points, seven rebounds, three
blocks, two assists and a steal in 14 minutes vs.
Georgia Southern.

BIG SHOT LANG
››  Sophomore TJ Lang scored a career-high 19 
points on a career-best 5-of 7 3-pointers at Ole 
Miss on Jan. 27 and had eight points on 2-of-4 
3s, three rebounds and three steals vs. Oklahoma 
State in the Big 12/SEC Challenge on Jan. 30. 
 The Mobile, Ala., native is shooting 38.9 per-
cent (28-of-72) from 3-point range on the season.
 The Alabama game on Jan. 19 was the fi rst 
time he scored in double fi gures since scoring 14 
points at Coastal Carolina on Dec. 2, string of 11 
straight games without scoring in double fi gures. 
During the 11-game stretch, Lang scored a total 
of 34 points (3.1 ppg) in the 11 games prior to the 
Alabama game.
 Lang drained the game-winning 3-pointer 
with 16.3 seconds remaining from the right corner 
in Auburn’s 75-74 win over UAB. The Tigers led for
all but 20 seconds in the game, trailing only when
the Blazers took the lead by two in the possession
before.
 He had a career-high 14 points, making 4-of-8 
3-pointers in the win at Coastal Carolina.
 Lang is averaging 5.8 points on the season.

BRYCE BRYCE BABY
›› Bryce Brown has the fourth most made 3-point-
ers by an Auburn freshman with 54 this season, 
10 behind Ronnie Battle’s record of 64 in the 
1989-90 season.
 Brown had 18 points on 6-of-13 3-pointers 
vs. LSU on Feb. 2 and 18 points on 4-of-8 3s at 
Tennessee on Feb. 9.
 He  is averaging 9.5 points and shooting 35.8 
percent from 3-point range on the season.
 He scored a career-high 20 points in back-to-
back games at Hawai’i and vs. Tennessee in his 
SEC debut while shooting 52.4 percent (11-of-21) 
from 3-point range.
  The Stone Mountain, Ga., native scored a 
career-high 20 points on 6-of-12 3-pointers at 
Hawai’i in his 10th collegiate game. He was the 
fi rst freshman to score at least 20 points a game 
since Chris Denson in the 2011 SEC Tournament.
 He followed that with 20 points on 5-of-9 
3-pointers vs. Tennessee in his SEC debut.
 Brown scored 15 points in 18 minutes, making 
4-of-8 three-pointers, in the win vs. Northwestern 

State.
 He had 13 points on 3-of-7 3s vs. Harvard in 
the Diamond Head Classic semifi nals and had 12 
points on three 3-pointers in 20 minutes in the 
win at Coastal Carolina.
 Brown scored 11 points in six minutes vs. 
Georgia Southern. He went 3-of-4 from 3-point 
range.

AIR JORDON 
›› With all of Auburn’s injuries, senior Jordon 
Granger started seven games and scored a sea-
son-high 11 points on 3-of-4 3-pointers coming 
off the bench at Florida on Jan. 23.
 In the last 12 games, Granger is averaging 6.1 
points in 25.6 minutes. He averaged 2.1 points 
and 1.3 rebounds in 13.6 minutes in Auburn’s fi rst

 The Inglewood, Calif., native is averaging 3.0 
points in 20.0 minutes while shooting 40 percent 
(2-of-5) from 3-point range in Auburn’s last two 
games. 
 He had only played 73 minutes in Auburn’s 
fi rst 21 games, scoring a combined 12 points.

KEIM TIME 
››  With all of Auburn’s injuries, sophomore 
walk-on Patrick Keim is the Tigers’ backup point 
guard. 
 Keim, who played eight minutes total last 
season, played nine minutes vs. Tennessee as the 
backup point guard and recorded  two assists and 
a steal. He had two rebounds in a career-high 11 
minutes at Missouri. Keim scored two points on 
a pair of free throws in a minute in the win over 
No. 14/13 Kentucky.

 “Mustapha is a program changer,” said Pearl. 
“Mustapha was one of two or three players this 
summer whom I enjoyed watching more than 
anybody. You talk about productive, impossible 
to stay in front of, vicious at the rim, explosive 
with either hand, tremendous range in his jump 
shot, willing defender, leader and mature beyond 
his years.
 “He should be the third McDonald’s All-Amer-
ican that Auburn University has ever had. He is a 
great person and has a great family.”
  The reigning New Haven Register All-State 
Player of the Year averaged 22 points and 5.3 
rebounds last season. Heron is only the second 
junior to earn the honor.
 Heron attended Wilbraham & Monson prep
school as a freshman and the start of his sopho-
more year. He transferred to Sacred Heart before 
the 2013-14 season started and helped lead the 
Hearts to consecutive Class S state titles. Sacred

Team USA went 
3-0, the fi rst time in the EuroCamp’s history that 
the U.S. won even one game.

 Heron has also played on the same court with
LeBron James, Stephen Curry and Chris Paul.
 Heron’s father, Bryan, played at Central Con-
necticut State from 1985-89, averaging 14.4 points 
and 6.6 rebounds in his career before playing 
professionally in Europe.

›› Anfernee McLemore, 6-7, 210, F
 Warwick, Ga. (Worth County)
  Anfernee McLemore is rated as a four-star by
ESPN and a three-star by 247Sports, Rivals and 
Scout. McLemore averaged 19 points, 11.8 re-
bounds and 6.4 blocks per game for Worth County 
as a junior, recording several triple-doubles.
 “Anfernee is a terrific student-athlete,” said 
Pearl. “He has a 4.0 GPA, is a hard-worker, dis-
ciplined, tremendous athleticism and a really 
productive player. I think he is a guy who will be 
four years in the program, leave with his master’s 
degree and will continue to get better every year.”
  A two-time All-Area selection by the Albany 
Herald and a member of the newspaper’s Super 
Six, McLemore has started for the Rams each of
his four years in high school.
  McLemore sports a 4.0 grade-point average in 
advanced classes. He had considered Yale, Brown, 
Oregon State, Stanford and Georgia Tech.

›› Auburn plays at Arkansas (12-12, 5-6) on 
Wednesday at 6 pm CT on the SEC Network. The 
Razorbacks, who play at Ole Miss on Saturday pri-
or to playing the Tigers, are led by Dusty Hannahs’ 
16.5 points and 44.5 percent 3-point shooting 
that ranks third in the SEC. Anthlon Bell averages 
16.2 points while leading the SEC shooting 47.0 
percent from 3-point range and Moses Kingsley 
nearly averages a double-double with 15.9 points 
and 9.0 rebounds. He ranks second in the SEC with 
11 double-doubles on the season. Arkansas leads 
the SEC and is ranked eighth nationally shooting

• Last season, Auburn had fi ve SEC First-Year 
Academic Honor Roll members in Cinmeon 
Bowers, Patrick Keim, Antoine Mason, K.C. 
Ross-Miller and Cole Stockton.

• Auburn had a perfect 1000 APR in Bruce 
Pearl’s fi rst season in 2014-15

• Pearl led Tennessee to its fi rst-ever No. 1 na-
tional ranking after the Vols upset top-ranked 
Memphis at the FedExForum in February 2008

• On Nov. 17, 2009, Pearl was able to record 
victory number 100 at Tennessee, the sec-
ond-fastest UT coach to reach the century 
mark, as his team defeated UNC-Asheville 
124–49. The 124-point total was the most ever 
scored by Tennessee in a regular season game. 
Tennessee’s 34 assists also set a school record 
and its 16 3-pointers tied another.

• On Jan. 10, 2010, Tennessee defeated the #1 
ranked Kansas in Knoxville, 74–68. This was 
the fi rst time that Tennessee defeated a #1 
ranked team at Thompson-Boling Arena.

• On March 26, 2010, Tennessee advanced to 
its fi rst Elite 8 in school history with a 76–73 
defeat of Ohio State. On March 28, the Volun-
teers narrowly missed a trip to the Final Four, 
losing 70–69 to Michigan State in the Midwest 
Regional Final in St. Louis.

AUTLIVE raises the awareness of cancer pre-
vention and detection while t-shirt sales and 
donations raise money to benefi t cancer pa-
tients. 
  He initiated the OUTLIVE program in 2009 at 
Tennessee in recognition of former Vol Chris 
Lofton, who beat testicular cancer through 
early diagnosis and treatment and went on to 
play the entire 2007-08 season while recover-
ing from his battle with the disease.

• The Bruce Pearl Family Foundation in con-
junction with L5 Foundation, an organization 
dedicated to addressing the essential and ba-
sic needs of cancer patients, donated $20,000 
to fi ve charities in a ceremony in Knoxville in 
August 2015. Pearl accepted a $10,000 dona-
tion to an endowed scholarship in his name to 
Camp Koinonia, an outdoor education program 
for children with disabilities.

• The Pearl family announced on Feb. 27, 2007, 
a $100,000 donation to endow a scholarship 
in the name of former Tennessee player Dane 
Bradshaw. The Dane Bradshaw Athletic Schol-
arship Endowment is awarded to the male or 
female student-athlete at UT who best epito-
mizes the characteristics of the 2006-07 senior 
captain.

• Tennessee had 31 SEC Academic Honor Roll 
selections in Coach Pearl’s six seasons. Nine 
members of the basketball team (more than 
half the squad) earned SEC Academic Honor 
Roll recognition in 2006-07.
  
• Pearl took over as head coach of UW-Milwau-
kee in 2001. In just four seasons, he compiled 
86 wins (including a school-record 26 in 2005, 
and a new Horizon League record for winning 
percentage) and led Milwaukee to its fi rst 
NCAA Tournament appearances in 2003 and 
2005. Pearl led them to the Horizon League 
tournament title in both of those years. He 
also led the school to its fi rst ever NIT bid, as 
well as its fi rst-ever NCAA D–I postseason vic-
tory, in 2004. Milwaukee’s 2005 NCAA Tour-
nament run capped the best season in school 

history, as the Panthers won both the regular 
season and conference tournament titles, de-
feating the Detroit Titans in the champion-
ship game.

Pearl left UWM after the 2005 sea-
son, his fourth, as the Horizon League’s leader 
in all-time winning percentage (51–13, 79.7%).

• In 1992, Pearl got his fi rst head-coaching job, 
at the University of Southern Indiana. He in-
herited a Screaming Eagles team that had won 
just 10 games in the previous season. Pearl 
posted a 22–7 record in his fi rst season, and led 
the Eagles to nine straight NCAA D-II tourna-
ments in addition to winning four Great Lakes 
Valley Conference titles.

• In 1994, USI fi nished with a 28–4 record en 
route to a loss in the D-II championship game; 
in 1995, the Eagles won 29 games and claimed 
the D–II championship. A team from the GLVC 
played for the National Championship every 
year after his fi rst season at USI. Pearl was 
named the NABC Division II coach of the year 
after his national championship. He left USI 
with a 231–46 record over nine years.

• Coach Pearl was the 2009 recipient of the 
prestigious Knoxville Award, which recogniz-
es individual contribution to the communi-
ty through encouragement of volunteerism, 
philanthropy and community involvement.

• Coach Pearl was actively involved in Camp 
Koinonia, an outdoor education program for 
children ages 7-22 who have multiple disabil-
ities. Pearl created the Bruce Pearl “Fore the 
Kids” Golf Tournament to benefi t the camp.
