The Commodores also only turned the ball over ten
times, the second consecutive game in which Vanderbilt
turned the ball over 10 or fewer times. VU had 22
turnovers in their first contest against Kentucky, a 79-73
double overtime win for the Wildcats at Rupp Arena, the
venerable, 30-year old building’s first double overtime
affair.

Kentucky and Vanderbilt will meet for the second time
this season after the early SEC-season classic on January
12. The Commodores battled the Wildcats to double
overtime despite the aforementioned turnover problem and
a 45-23 disadvantage on the boards. The loss was VU's
first on the 2007-08 season.

The Wildcats and Commodores will meet for the 170th
time Tuesday night, with Kentucky holding a 129-40
advantage in the overall series. In Nashville, UK holds a
48-23 lead, although Vanderbilt has won the last two at
Memorial Gym and three out of the last four.

Commodore head coach Kevin Stallings is 6-12 against
Kentucky, and has a record of 4-4 against the Wildcats at
Memorial Gym.

Kentucky enters Tuesday’s game with a 12-9 overall
record, a 6-2 mark in SEC play, and a season-best five
game winning streak.

Freshman Patrick Patterson leads four Kentucky
players averaging double-digits at 16.9 points per game.

With the win over South Carolina, Vanderbilt reached
the 20-win plateau for the16th time in the program’s
history, and it marked the quickest a Commodore team has
gotten to 20 wins.

16. This year's team got its 20th win in 24 games, but the
1973-74 team got to 20 wins in only 21 contests.

Shan Foster made two threes against South Carolina
on Janaury 9, which pushed him into first place in the
Vanderbilt annals for three-pointers made in a career.
Foster passed VU great Ronnie McMahan (1992-95), who
ended his career with 296 threes. Foster currently has
326 made three pointers in his career. Against Georgia
in Athens on Febraury 6, he surpassed McMahon's three-
point attempts record of 774 three attempts. Foster now
has 790 attempts.

Foster Moves Up Career Scoring
List

Senior Shan Foster poured in 16 points against Auburn
on February 2 to move into second place on the Vanderbilt
all-time scoring list, and after his 21-point performance
against South Carolina, Foster is 119 points away from
tying Matt Freije (2001-04) for the most points scored by a
Vanderbilt player in their career. Foster has 1,773 career
points.

Foster To Make 113th Start Vs.
Kentucky

Senior Shan Foster will play in his 123rd game as a
Vanderbilt Commodore this Tuesday vs. Kentucky, and will
make his 113th career start.

Ogilvy Swatting Shots

Freshman A.J. Ogilvy has 35 blocked shots so far in
2007-08, which ranks as the sixth-best single season total
in the history of Vanderbilt basketball. It is already the
most in a single season since Julian Terrell blocked 36
shots in 2004-05 and 2005-06.

Free Throw Shooting Sparks ‘Dores

For the season, VU is shooting 73.1% at the line, and
the Commodores have shot 75% or better from the free
throw line in 11 games this year, and have made 20 or
more free throws in seven contests in 2007-08.

Speaking of the Charity Stripe...
The Commodores made 30 of 38 free throw attempts
against lona, the most since Vanderbilt made 28 free
throws against Bradley at the South Padre Invitational.
Vanderbilt's 28 made free throws against the Braves was
the most for a Commodore squad since December 30,

2000, when VU made 29 in a 97-74 loss at Boston College.

Beal And Bell Get Offense Going

Sophomore Jermaine Beal and freshman Keegan Bell
have done an outstanding job for the Commodores at
the point guard position so far in 2007-08. Their play is
reflected in Vanderbilt's national standing in assists per
game, which ranks ninth. Both have combined for a 2.35
to 1 assist to turnover ratio on the year.

Point Guard Play A Plus

Sophomore point guard Jermaine Beal has raised his
level of play this year. Beal, from DeSoto, Texas, had 10
assists against one turnover in the two games at the South
Padre Invitational, averaged 13.5 points per game, and
was named to the All-Tournament team. Beal is also sixth
in the Southeastern Conference in free throw percentage
at 76.3%.

More On Beal...

From November 24 through December 8 and from
January 9 through January 31, Beal dished out five or
more assists in at least four consecutive games, the first
time that has happened since Atiba Prater accomplished
the feat in 2000 [(9) vs. Boston College, 2/6/2000; (7) vs.
Mississippi State, 2/9/2000; (5) at Alabama, 2/12/2000; (8)
vs. Auburn, 2/16/2000.] Against UMass, the sophomore
scored a career-best 19 points on 6-of-10 shooting, with
three made threes.

The Beal Deal

Beal currently has 116 assists on the season, the
fourth-best single season for a sophomore in the history of
the program. All-time Vanderbilt assist leader Atiba Prater
holds the single season record for a sophomore with 155 in
1998. Beal currently ranks 1st in assist-to-turnover ratio in
all games (2.97) and SEC games only (4.00).

Beal Hits Game Winner At South
Carolina

With Vanderbilt trailing by one point with six seconds
remaining in regulation at South Carolina, Jermaine Beal
went coast-to-coast and hit a running, ten footer to give the
Commodores the winning two points in a 66-65 win over
the Gamecocks on February 9.

Gordon Contributing For ‘Dores

Senior Alex Gordon, who has started in every game this
season, is currently ranked in four categories overall in the
SEC - 3-point FG % (T-3rd, .409), 3-point FG made (9th,
2.25/g), and assist-to-turnover ratio (15th, 1.39).

Foster also became the first Vanderbilt player to win
three SEC Player of the Week awards in one season and
the first SEC player since Chris Lofton won the award
three times in the 2006-07 season when he captured the
league’s Player of the Week honors for his play last week
against lona, Rice, and UMass. He averaged 25.3 points,
4.7 rebounds, and 2.7 assists per game in three games,
and against UMass, Foster led the Commodores in scoring

Jamie Graham Joins Basketball
Team

5-11 guard Jamie Graham, a member of the

Nwankwo, played in 23 games, scoring 12 points and
grabbing 30 rebounds during the 2005-06 season as a
redshirt freshman for the Commodores.
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ac arrest during a practice session on March 6, 2006 lead-
ing up to Vanderbilt's appearance at the SEC Tournament.

Former Vanderbilt athletic trainer Mike Meyer revived
Nwankwo after administering one shock from an auto-
mated external defibrillator (AED) and two rescue breaths.
For his quick and steady response Meyer later was named
the “Above and Beyond” Division | Athletic Trainer of the
Year by the National Athletic Trainers Association (NATA).

Nwankwo is believed to be only the second college
athlete revived with this heart condition.

Considered a medical hardship, Nwankwo remains a
student at Vanderbilt and has attended Commodore prac-
tices and all of Vanderbilt's games home and away.

Commodores Sign Two In Early
Signing Period

Head Coach Kevin Stallings announced that forwards
Lance Goulbourne and Steve Tchiengang have signed
National Letters of Intent to attend Vanderbilt and play
basketball for the Commodores beginning in the fall 2008.

“We are extremely excited to add Lance and Steve to
our program,” Stallings said. “Not only do | feel strongly
about their playing ability and versatility, but they are
the kind of young men we want to have at Vanderbilt.
They both come from excellent families and are diligent
students.”

Goulbourne, from Brooklyn, N.Y., and currently
attending The Hun School in Princeton,N.J., is a 6'7,

215 pound small forward averaged 12 points and eight
rebounds per game his junior year in 2006-07. He also
stood out this summer at the Nike Global Challenge

in Beaverton, Oregon, an elite tournament for high

school rising seniors where his team went 5-3 against
international competition. Goulbourne was ranked 90th by
Rivals.com and was rated 18th among small forwards.

“| just felt comfortable there, and my family loved it,”
Goulbourne said. ‘It was just one of those feelings that
came to me. | just felt like Vanderbilt was where | needed
to be. They really have a good program academically and
athletically.”

Goulbourne chose Vanderbilt over Marquette, Rutgers,
Louisville and Notre Dame.

Steve Tchiengang is a 69, 235 pound power forward
from Montverde Academy in Florida. Originally from
Cameroon, Tchiengang is rated No. 81 by Rivals.com and
is the 25th best prospect at the power forward position. He
chose the Commodores over Baylor, Georgia Tech, Notre
Dame and Oklahoma.

The Commodores, after last season’s Sweet 16
appearance, have now made two NCAA Sweet 16's
in the last four years, one of only two programs in the
Southeastern Conference to accomplish the feat (Florida).
In fact, Vanderbilt is only one of 16 teams in the nation
to do that. Besides Vanderbilt and Florida, UCLA, North
Carolina, Georgetown, Memphis, Kansas, Pittsburgh,
Duke, West Virginia, Texas, Villanova, UConn, Washington,
Illinois, and Oklahoma State are the only teams to advance
to two or more Sweet 16’s in the last four years.

Six Letterwinners Return From Last
Year’s Team

Six letterwinners and three starters return from last
year's Sweet 16 team, which ended the year at 22-12.
Shan Foster, Alex Gordon, and Ross Neltner are the
returning starters, and Jermaine Beal, George Drake, and
Alan Metcalfe return as letterwinners. In all, 53.3% of last
year's total points, 50.7% of total rebounds, and 60.6% of
total assists return in 2007-08.

Kevin Stallings told Jermaine Beal to drive the ball until
he was stopped.

No one stepped in front of Beal until he was a few feet
away from the basket and his short fadeaway jumper
with 0.6 seconds left gave the No. 23 Commodores a 66-
65 win over South Carolina.

It was the sophomore’s only basket of the game.

It was the last of four lead changes in the final two
minutes and gave Vanderbilt (20-4, 5-4 Southeastern
Conference) its fourth straight win over the Gamecocks.
The Commodores have also reached 20 wins faster than
any previous Vanderbilt team.

Beal's winning points came after Devan Downey’s
driving reverse lay-up with six seconds to go put South
Carolina (11-11, 3-5) ahead.

Beal made things a lot easier for teammate Andrew
Ogilvy, who missed the front ends of 1-in-1s twice in
the final minute. The freshman is Vanderbilt's leading
free throw shooter at 79.5 percent, but went 1-for-6 on
Saturday.

Before Beal's winner, it was Shan Foster who was bail-
ing out the Commodores.

His 3-pointer with 50 seconds to go put Vanderbilt up
64-63.

Foster led Vanderbilt with 21 points, while Ogilvy added
15 points and eight rebounds.

South Carolina was led by Evaldas Baniulis’ 19 points.
Zam Fredrick added 14 points, but turned the ball over
and badly missed a 3-pointer in the final minute.

The Commodores held Downey, tied for the SEC lead
in scoring at 19.8 points a game, to just 10 points, all in
the second half.
