Senior forward Rod Odom is 12th in the SEC
in scoring (14.5 ppg), 20th in rebounding (5.7
rpg) and fourth in 3-point field goal percentage
(.410).

HARD 2 GUARD(S)

Either junior guard KT Harrell or senior
guard Chris Denson has led Auburn in scoring
in 23 of the first 24 games, with Denson aver-
aging 20.6 ppg and Harrell 19.0 ppg. The duo
rank 1-6 in the SEC in scoring and are the sec-
ond-highest scoring pair of teammates in the
nation at 39.6 ppg.

The last time Auburn had a pair of teammates
who were both averaging 19.0 ppg or better 24
games into a season was in 1993-94 when We-
sely Person (23.0 ppg) and Aaron Swinson (21.0
ppg) were combining to score 44.0 ppg [see
chart page 2].

Combined, Harrell and Denson’s 39.6 ppg ac-
counts for 53.8 percent of Auburn’s scoring this
season.

WITH 5 TO GO...

If the season ended today, Auburn would be
the 11th seed in the 14-team SEC Tournament
and would face 14th-seeded South Carolina in
the second game on Wednesday, March 12. The
winner of that game plays the sixth seed, cur-
rently LSU, in the final game of the Thursday
session.

OPPORTUNITIES AHEAD

Three of Auburns final five games come
against opponents currently ahead of it in the
standings, starting with Saturdays contest
against Vanderbilt, which is tied for eighth.
Auburn then faces back-to-back games against
teams below it in the standings in South Caro-
lina (14th) and Alabama (tied with Auburn for
11th but Auburn holds the tie-breaker. Auburn
closes out the season at home against fourth-
place Tennessee and at 10th-place Texas A&M.

OH SO CLOSE

Of Auburn’s nine SEC losses, only two have
been by more than 10 points. Auburn’s average
margin of defeat in its nine losses is just 7.8 ppg,
but if you take out the 19-point loss at Arkansas
it drops to 6.4 ppg.

Auburn went 6-for-9 from 3-point range in
the first half, the fourth time this year Auburn
sank at least six 3-pointers in a half.

Auburn started out the SEC season with six
straight losses before rebounding to win three
straight. The team now stands at 4-9 following
a loss at No. 2 Florida.

During the four wins, senior guard Chris
Denson averages 26.3 ppg and 3.0 apg and ju-
nior guard KT Harrell 22.5 ppg and a team-
high 6.0 rpg. Freshman point guard Tahj Sham-

sid-Deen averages 9.8 ppg, senior forward Allen
Payne 10.3 ppg and 5.5 rpg and senior center
Asauhn Dixon-Tatum 4.5 ppg and 2.0 bpg.

FREE THROWS = FREE POINTS

Auburn shot an astounding 41 free throws in
the win over Mississippi State, hitting 37 of them
(.902 percent), which was two shy of the school
record of 39 made free throws against Mississip-
pi State on Jan. 3, 1959. Senior forward Allen
Payne and junior point guard Malcolm Canada
were each a perfect 6-for-6 from the line, with all
of Canada’s shots coming in the final 52 seconds,
while junior guard KT Harrell was 13-for-14
and senior guard Chris Denson was 10-for-11.

The .902 percentage marked the second time
this season Auburn has shot better than 90 per-
cent at the line, with both times coming against
Mississippi State.

THE RUN AND GUN

Auburn’s 92 points in its win over Mississip-
pi State marked its highest point total in a SEC
game since it defeated Arkansas, 92-83, on Feb.
20, 2010. The last time Auburn topped 92 points
against an SEC opponent was when it defeated
Alabama, 93-61, in the 1999 SEC Tournament
while the last time it did it in a SEC regular sea-
son game was in a 102-61 win over Alabama on
Feb. 13, 1999.

DENSON ON A HISTORIC SEC PACE

Chris Denson’s 30-point game against Mis-
sissippi State was his 12th 20-point game of the
year while teammate KT Harrell has had 10,
including a 26-point game against Mississippi
State. At least one of them has hit 20 points in
11 of the last 14 games. Five times this season
they have both gone for at least 20 and only six
times have both of them been held under 20 in
the same game.

Denson’s 12 20-point games are fourth in the
SEC while Harrell’s 10 are tied for fifth. They are
both trailing Missouris Jordan Clarkson (15)
and Jabari Brown (13) and Tennessee’s Jordan
McRea (13) for most 20-point games this sea-
son.

As a team, Auburn is second in the SEC with
22 20-point games, trailing just Missouri (32).

He is also the highest scoring Auburn
freshman at 9.7 ppg since Rasheem Barrett in
2005-06 (11.4 ppg through 24 games).

AU AT THE FREE THROW LINE

Auburn is on pace to shoot over .700 at the
line for the year (currently at .718, 431-for-600)
and if it does, it would mark the second straight
year the team has done so. Last year the team
finished right at .700 (439-for-627). Anything
higher than that would be the highest for the
team since it shot .726 (418-for-576) for the
2004-05 season.

HOLDING ONTO THE BALL

Auburn enter the weekend tied for 87th na-
tionally and fourth in the SEC for fewest turn-
overs, having turned the ball over 297 times
(12.4 tpg). Wisconsin leads the nation in fewest
turnovers with 215 while Tennessee leads the
SEC with 278.

GET THAT SHOT OUTTA HERE!

Asauhn Dixon-Tatum blocked a ca-
reer-high-tying four shots in the season-open-
ing win over Nicholls and he now has 46 on the
season and 90 for his Auburn career, which is
fifth among current SEC players. The senior cen-
ter is averaging 1.61 blocks per game in his two-

year Auburn career, collecting at least one block
in 46 of 56 career games. His 90 career blocks are
eighth in Auburn history.

Auburn’s wins over Alabama, Georgia and at
South Carolina marked the first time Auburn
had won three straight SEC games since it closed
out the 2012 SEC season with a 67-52 home win
over LSU and then won the first two games of
the 2013 SEC season (LSU, at South Carolina).

Prior to that the last time Auburn won three
straight SEC games in the same season was
when it closed out the 2009 SEC season with
four straight wins, downing Ole Miss, Missis-
sippi State, Alabama and LSU to finish 10-6 in
league play.

Freshman Tahj Shamsid-Deen has been the
starting point guard in all 24 games and ranks
among the the best freshman in the league.

eight games at the free throw line and he has
scored 149 of his 495 points (30 percent) at the
free throw line. His 226 free throw attempts are
tied for seventh the nation and tops in the SEC
while his 149 makes are tied for 32nd in the na-
tion.

Since the start of SEC play, Auburn’s starting

Auburn has shot just 308 free throws in con-
ference play while its opponents have shot 410
free throws, putting Auburn at minus-102 in
free throw attempts in conference play.

TAHJ AT 10

Freshman point guard Tahj Shamsid-Deen’s
is averaging 10.8 ppg in SEC play, topping the
10-point mark in nine out of 13 league games,
including a career-high 17 points at Mississippi
State and at No. 2 Florida and 16 points at LSU.

FIVE FOR 10

Auburn had five players score in double-dig-
its in the win over Georgia as all five starters
scored at least 10 points. That marked the first
time Auburn had five players go for 10-plus in
a game since Dec. 11, 2012 in a win over Gram-
bling and the first time it happened against an
SEC opponent since a 92-83 win over Arkansas
on Feb. 20, 2010.

KT PULLING DOUBLE DUTY

Junior guard KT Harrell recorded his sec-
ond double-double of the season in the win over
Alabama, scoring 23 points and grabbing a ca-
reer-high 11 rebounds, 10 of them off the defen-
sive glass. His previous double-double was a 17
point, 10 rebound game against Murray State on
Nov. 23, 2013.

DOUBLE DOUBLE-DOUBLE

Auburn’s front line of senior center Asauhn
Dixon-Tatum and senior forward Allen Payne
each recorded double-doubles at Mississippi
State. Dixon-Tatum had a career-high 13 re-
bounds to go with a career-high-tying 12 points
while Payne went for 12 points and 10 rebounds,
his third double-digit rebounding game of the
season.

The double-double was the second of the sea-
son and third of Payne’s career while it was the
first in Dixon-Tatum’s career.

The last time Auburn had two players record
a double-double in the same game was March 5,
2011, when Kenny Garbriel (16 pts, 11 rebs) and
Earnest Ross (16 pts, 10 rebs) did it at LSU.

BARBEE IS A HALL OF FAMER
Head coach Tony Barbee was inducted into

the UMass Hall of Fame on Sunday, January 26,
2014.

Barbee was a part of four post-season teams
and two Atlantic-10 championships at UMass.
He left UMass as the school’s third all-time lead-
ing scorer.

KT SEEING DOUBLE

Junior KT Harrell scored in double figures in
each of the first 21 games of the season before
being held to seven points on 2-for-15 shooting
by Kentucky. The last time an Auburn player
scored in double digits in each of the first 21
games of a season was in 2002-03 when Marquis
Daniels scored 10-plus in all 34 games that sea-
son, finishing the year at 18.4 ppg.

DENSON TRAILING PERSON, SWINSON
Senior guard Chris Denson’s 495 points in
the first 24 games are the most by an Auburn
player over the first 24 games of a season since
Wesley Person scored 551 (23.0 ppg) over the first
24 games of the 1993-94 season. He also trails
Aaron Swinson from that same season as Swin-
son scored 503 (21.0 ppg) over the first 24 games.

TAH] TAKING CARE OF THE BALL

Freshman point guard Tahj Shamsid-Deen
enters Saturday’s game with a 2.0 assist-to-turn-
over ratio. On the season he has dished out 67
assists against just 34 turnovers and over the last
14 games he has 41 assists to just 17 turnovers,
including a career-best 8 assists against Arkan-
sas-Pine Bluff. His 2.79 assists per game is fifth
among SEC freshmen.

A-THOM GETS A SCHOLLY

Freshman walk-on Alex Thompson was giv-
en a scholarship by head coach Tony Barbee on
Jan. 14 during the team’s film session prior to the
game at Tennessee. Thompson had played in six
of the first 13 games, averaging 1.5 ppg and 1.3
rpg following his break-out game against Mis-
souri in which he scored 8 points on 3-for-4
shooting (2-3 3PT FQG).

THOMPSON’S BIG NIGHT

Freshman Alex Thompson scored a ca-
reer-best 8 points on 3-for-4 shooting against
Missouri. The 6-8 forward had scored just 1
point coming into the game, going 0-for-4 from
the field (0-for-3 from 3-point range). Thomp-
son sank his first bucket, a 3-pointer, to give Au-
burn a 21-19 lead in the first half and finished
2-for-3 from beyond the arc, also grabbing 2
rebounds in a career-long 22 minutes.

WELCOME TO THE BLOCK PARTY

Auburn has swatted away 109 shots this sea-
son, with 52 of them coming in SEC play (4.0
bpg). On the year Auburn’s 4.54 bpg ranks 78th
nationally.

Against Arkansas-Pine Bluff, six different
players recorded at least one block, with Asauhn
Dixon-Tatum and Matthew Atewe each reject-
ing three. In the following game against Florida
A&M, Dixon-Tatum and Atewe each had four
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as Auburn blocked 10 Rattler shots. Auburn fol-
lowed that up with a five-block performance at
Ole Miss and an eight-block game against Mis-
souri.

PAYNE’S FIRST-HALF DOUBLE-DOUBLE

Senior forward Allen Payne recorded his
first double-double of the season and the sec-
ond of his career against Florida A&M on Jan.
4. Payne achieved his double-double in 19 first-
half minutes, scoring 12 points and grabbing
11 rebounds. He finished the night with a ca-
reer-high 13 rebounds, 16 points (1 point shy of
his career-high) and a career-best 5 assists in 31
minutes.

THE CHARITY STRIPE GIVETH

Junior KT Harrell ranks third in the SEC
in free throw percentage at .855 pct (112-131),
scoring 25 percent of his points at the free
throw line. Freshman point guard Tahj Sham-
sid-Deen, is shooting .769 percent from the
line (40-52), seventh-best among SEC freshmen
(min. 10 attempts), while senior guard Chris
Denson has scored 149 of his 495 points (30 pct)
from the line.

As a team Auburn is shooting .718 at the line,
second in the conference, while its opponents
are shooting .683.

CLEANING THE GLASS

Auburn pulled down a Tony Barbee-era re-
cord 56 rebounds in the 81-50 win over Florida
A&M, with senior forward Allen Payne (13)
recording a career-high and junior point guard
Malcolm Canada matching his career-best (5).
The team followed that up with a 40 rebound
performance at Ole Miss, out-rebounding the
Rebels by 10, including a season-high 19 offen-
sive boards.

HIGH-FLYING TIGERS

Auburn goes into Saturday’s contest averag-
ing 73.6 ppg as a team, which is the highest the
team has averaged 24 games into a season since
itaveraged 75.7 ppg en route to a 12-12 record in
the 2009-10 season.

ATTABOY ATEWE

Freshman center Matthew Atewe had a ca-
reer night against Arkansas-Pine Bluff, scoring
a career-high 6 points and pulling down a ca-
reer-high 7 rebounds while also blocking a ca-
reer-best 3 shots.

OWNING THE PAINT

Auburn is 9-4 when out-scoring opponents
in the paint and has won the points in the paint
battle in eight of its last 11 wins.

AUBURN SWEEPS THE ACC

Auburn swept a pair of ACC foes right be-
fore the Christmas holiday, defeating Clemson,
66-64, on Dec. 19 and then downing Boston
College, 77-67, on Dec. 22. Auburn is 111-103
(.519) all-time against teams currently in the
ACC.

A PAYNE IN THE GLASS

Senior forward Allen Payne is currently
ninth among active SEC players in career re-
bounds with 449 and tied for seventh in career
steals with 108. In 109 career games, he averages
4.1 rebounds per game and 1.0 steal per game
while chipping in 6.3 points per game. During
his three-plus years at Auburn, he has been the
team’s leading rebounder 21 times, its leading
scorer seven times and the assists leader nine
times. He has also collected 23 double-digit
scoring games.

OPENING ACTS

Freshman point guard Tahj Shamsid-Deen
became the first Auburn freshman to start a
season-opener since Earnest Ross in 2009-10
and the first Auburn freshman to start the sea-
son-opener at the point since Quantez Robert-
son in 2005-06. Shamsid-Deen responded by
scoring five points and dishing out a team-best
four assists.

AUBURN IN THE AUBURN ARENA

Auburn is 11-4 at home this season and is 41-
28 (.594) all-time in games played at the Arena,
including a 29-9 (.763) record in non-confer-
ence games.

HARRELL SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Junior guard KT Harrell was named the SEC
Player of the Week on Monday, Dec. 23, after he
helped Auburn to a two-game sweep of ACC
foes Clemson and Boston College, averaging
21.5 ppg on .577 pct. shooting from the field and
.538 pct. shooting from beyond the arc.

Against Boston College he scored a ca-
reer-high 29 points on 10-for-17 shooting,
which include a career-high six 3-pointers,
which tied for the most-ever 3-pointers made by
an Auburn player under the direction of Coach
Tony Barbee. Harrell scored 16 points in 16 min-
utes of action in the first half against BC, hitting
6-of-7 from the field and 4-for-5 from 3-point
range.

Harrell scored in double-figures in each of
Auburn’s first nine games, the first Auburn play-
er to do that since Korvotney Barber scored in
double digits in the first 12 games of the 2006-
07 season and the first player in his first year at
Auburn to do it since Wesley Person scored 10-
plus in the first 14 games of his freshman year of
1990-91.

Harrell is Auburns first SEC Player of the
Week since Kenny Gabriel earned the honor on
March 7, 2011. He is also just the 19th Auburn
player to be named an SEC Player of the Week.

GRIFFIN LEAVES THE TEAM

Junior forward Chris Griffin decided to
withdraw from Auburn and immediately pursue
another educational and basketball opportunity,
the school announced on Jan. 18 prior to the
game against Florida.

The school ruled Griffin had administratively
withdrawn from classes on Jan. 17.

KT’S BIG DEBUT

Junior KT Harrell had a big debut for Au-
burn, scoring a then- career-high 21 points in
his first collegiate game since Dec. 21, 2011
when he was still at Virginia. Before his explo-
sive opener, his previous career high was 20
points against Oregon on Dec. 17,2010 when he
was 8-for-12 from the field and 4-for-6 from the
free throw line. In his Auburn debut he scored
Auburn’s first five points, hitting a 3-pointer 15
seconds into the game and a layup 40 seconds
later. He finished the game 7-for-13 from the
field, including 2-for-4 from 3-point range, and
was 5-for-7 from the free throw line.

Auburn’s roster includes seven newcomers
in junior guard KT Harrell, freshman guard
Dion Wade, freshman point guard Tahj Sham-
sid-Deen, freshman forward Alex Thompson,
junior point guard Malcolm Canada, freshman
center Benas Griciunas and freshman center
Matthew Atewe.

Harrell, a transfer from Virginia who sat out last sea-
son, scored 21 points on 7-for-13 shooting, hitting a pair of
3-pointers and five free throws. The junior from Montgomery
had 15 points at the half and scored Auburn’s first five points
of the game, hitting a 3-pointer just 15 seconds into the contest
and then a layup just 40 seconds later.

Chris Denson scored 19 points and KT Harrell added 14
points as Auburn defeated Clemson 66-64 on Thursday in Au-
burn Arena.

After a back and forth second half that included six ties
and four lead changes, Auburn took the lead for good on a
free throw by Denson with 43 seconds remaining 63-62. On
the subsequent possession, Asauhn Dixon-Tatum recorded a
critical block on Clemson’s Rod Hall that led to two more free
throws by Harrell with 14 seconds remaining.

Following a dunk by Landry Nnoko with only two seconds
left, Allen Payne iced the win with a final free throw with a sec-
ond remaining. Hall got away a desperation heave that went
the length of the court and off the rim, but it was after the final
buzzer.

Payne finished the game with eight points and seven re-
bounds. The Auburn bench totaled 16 points led by seven
from Malcolm Canada.

Auburn (5-3) opened the game with an 8-0 run and led
17-6 after seven minutes of play. The Tigers led 23-13 with
nine minutes left in the first half following a jumper by Jordon
Granger.

From that point, Clemson rallied with an 11-1 run to tie
the game at 24 with less than five minutes to go before the half.
Clemson’s Hall connected on a pair of 3-pointers in the final
55 seconds and Tahj Shamsid-Deen hit a long two as the teams
went into the break tied at 34.

Clemson (8-3) scored the first nine points of the second
half and Auburn trailed 43-34 with 14:46 left.

Auburn came down with five offensive rebounds on one
possession that ultimately ended with a Canada layup to close
the gap to 48-46 with 9:36 remaining. Dion Wade, Payne, Mat-
thew Atewe and Canada all had offensive boards in the series.

On the next possession, Denson tied the game at 48 with
8:36 to go as the two teams would knot the score five more
times in the final eight-plus minutes.

K.J. McDaniels led Clemson with 18 points. Hall had 16
points, five rebounds and four assists. Jordan Roper was the
other double-figure scorer with 12 points.

KT Harrell scored a career-high 29 points to lead three
Auburn players in double figures as Auburn defeated Boston
College, 77-67, to claim its second straight win over an ACC
opponent and up its record to 6-3.

Auburn sank a season-high 10 3-pointers, including
eight in the first half, as it built a 13-point halftime lead and
stretched it to as many as 20 early in the second half.

Harrell, who had gone for 23 points against Illinois earlier
this month, went 10-for-17 from the floor and 6-for-10 from
3-point range, scoring 16 points in the first half and 13 after
intermission. The junior guard hit four 3’ in the first 20 min-
utes.

With his double-figure night, Harrell has now scored in
double figures in all nine games this season.

Chris Denson added 15 points and four assists while point
guard Tahj Shamsid-Deen went for 14, hitting 5-of-7 from the
floor.

Auburn jumped out to a 9-4 lead just 2:30 into the game as
Denson hit a 3 and then Harrell hit back-to-back 3’s. A tradi-
tional 3-point play out of Matthew Atewe made it 12-10 as Au-
burn hit 13 shots in the first half, eight of them from beyond
the arc, to lead 37-24 at the break. Auburn ended the halfon a
14-2 run over the final 4:41 and then stretched it to a 20-point
lead, 44-24, with 18:28 to go in the second half.

K.T. Harrell scored 19 points, Chris Denson chipped in
17 as the Auburn men’s basketball team cruised by Arkansas
Pine-Bluff 91-59 on Monday night.

Auburn (7-3) shot 65 percent from the field in the win,
the best performance by a team in the Tony Barbee era. The
Tigers' 91 points are its second-highest total this season and
Auburn hit 10 three-pointers for the second straight game.
Auburn’s 24 assists were also a season high.

The SEC’s top-scoring duo continued their hot shooting
from the field as Harrell scored in double figures for the tenth
straight game. The junior finished 7-of-9 from the field includ-
ing four treys, while adding four rebounds and three assists.

Denson was 7-of-10 from the free throw line to finish in
doubles figures for the third straight game. The senior pro-
vided the Tigers with a spark early on against Arkansas Pine-
Bluff (2-10), scoring eight straight points in the game’s first five
minutes.

Dion Wade added a career-high 15 points off the bench
and finished a perfect 4-for-4 from three. Tahj Shamsid-Dean
attacked the Lions’ defense and finished with nine points and
set a career high with eight assists in the victory. The freshman
added five points in the second half along with five assists.

The Tigers used a 19-5 run over the game’s first six min-
utes, hitting six straight shots from the field to jump out to
the early lead over UAPB and did not look back. Auburn shot
74 percent from the field in the first half and hit six three’s
from range. The Tigers' 53 points in the first half also set a
season-high.

Auburn’s defense held UAPB to just 25 points in the open-
ing frame, the second-fewest allowed by the Tigers this year
while recording 10 first-half turnovers and seven blocked
shots. The Tigers forced a season-high 20 turnovers and held
the Golden Lions to just 32 percent from the field.

In the second half, the Tigers continued their hot shooting
from the field to push their lead to 36 with 15:13 left in the
game. Down the stretch, Harrell and Denson traded out al-
ley-oop dunks to close out the night to extend Auburn’s lead.

Allen Payne recorded eight points with five boards for the
Tigers, while Chris Griffin scored seven points and Matthew
Atewe led Auburn with seven rebounds and chipped in a sea-
son-high six points.

Allen Payne had his second career double-double and
was one of three Auburn players to finish in double figures in
points with 16 as Auburn cruised to an 81-50 win over Florida
A&M in its final non-conference game of the season on Satur-
day night.

Payne, who had one career double-double coming into the
night, reached his second by halftime, dropping in 12 of his
16 points and grabbing 11 of his career-best 13 boards before
intermission. He also finished with a career-best five assists,
three of which were in the first half, as Auburn ended the
non-conference season on a four-game winning streak to take
an 8-3 record into SEC play next week.

KT Harrell scored a game-high 22 points for his 11th con-
secutive double-digit scoring game. The junior finished the
game 7-for-12 from the floor, hitting the 20-point mark for
the fifth time this season.

Chris Denson was the third Auburn player in double fig-
ures, hitting his average with 19 points. Most of his damage
came in the second half as he was limited to just four minutes
of action in the first half due to a pair of quick fouls.

Auburn jumped out to a 38-27 halftime lead as it shot 45.9
(17-for-37) percent from the floor while holding Florida A&M
(4-11) to just 27.3 percent (9-for-33).

Auburn upped its scoring in the second half, dropping
in 43 points on 51.9 percent shooting (14-for-27), the fifth
straight game it shot at least 50 percent in a half.

The team also finished with double-digit blocks for the sec-
ond straight game, registering 10 as Asauhn Dixon-Tatum and
Matthew Atewe each had four and Chris Griffin had two. Grif-
fin added nine points and seven rebounds while Dixon-Tatum
also had seven boards.

Auburn’s 56 rebounds were a season-high and are the most
pulled down by an Tony Barbee team at Auburn.

Auburn basketball battled for 40 minutes on Saturday in
Auburn Arena, but came up just short, falling to No. 21 Mis-
souri 70-68 in the final seconds.

Chris Denson split a pair of free throws five seconds re-
maining to cut the deficit to two and Missouri’s Torren Jones
couldn’t corral the rebound following the missed second at-
tempt setting up a tying attempt for the Tigers.

Auburn (8-5, 0-2 SEC) was unable to get the ball inbounds
successfully and Jabari Brown came up with the steal as time
expired to hand the Tigers their second consecutive loss.

“I thought defensively we played a great game,” Auburn
head coach Tony Barbee said. “I thought offensively we ex-
ecuted fairly well, shooting almost 54 percent in the second
half. But when it matters the most, in those key moments, your
execution has got be at its highest, and in those key moments,
those last three or four possessions, our execution was at its
lowest in this game.”

The Tigers forced Mizzou into 15 turnovers and held it to
32.7 percent (17-0f-52) shooting for the game.

Missouri (13-2, 1-1 SEC) took a six-point lead with 7:26
remaining following a layup by Jordan Clarkson, but Auburn
rallied with an 8-3 run and took a 67-66 lead with less than
two minutes to go on a layup by Denson.

Auburn scored only the single Denson free throw in the
final 1:51 as Earnest Ross sank four free throws and blocked
an attempt by KT Harrell in the final 80 seconds.

Harrell scored 27 points on the night, including 14 after
halftime. He added five rebounds. Freshman Alex Thompson
entered Saturday’s game with one point on the season, but
scored eight points on the day, including a pair of 3-pointers.

Tahj Shamsid-Dean scored 13 points with six assists. He
now has 19 assists and two turnovers in his last four games.

Missouri was 31-of-41 at the foul line, while Auburn hit
just 14-of-26. The Tigers blocked eight shots on the night, in-
cluding three by Dion Wade, but were out-rebounded 44-to-
28, including 20 offensive boards for Mizzou.

Chris Denson went for a career-high 32 points and he com-
bined with fellow guard KT Harrell to equal the output of the
entire Alabama team as Auburn snapped a six-game losing
streak with a 74-55 win over rival Alabama on Thursday night.

Denson and Harrell came into the game averaging just shy
of 38 points per game and broke out for 55 as Harrell dropped
in 23. The 20-plus points from both parts of the duo marked
the first time since the second game of the season that both
had over 20 points in the same game. Denson was 10-for-16
from the field and 11-for-14 from the free throw line while
Harrell finished 9-for-18 from the floor.

Harrell also added a career-best and a game-high 11 re-
bounds, giving him a second double-double on the season.

Chris Denson and KT Harrell combined for 50 points
Wednesday night, but Auburn coach Tony Barbee said it
would be best to look beyond the box score to find all who
helped the Tigers to their third straight SEC win, a 79-74 vic-
tory at South Carolina.

He credited some big plays, or at least quality minutes,
from Asauhn Dixon-Tatum, Allen Payne, Tahj Shamsid-Deen,
Alex Thompson and Jordon Granger to help Auburn to its first
road win of the year.

The team effort helped Auburn to continue to enjoy its
reversal of fortune. The Tigers three straight league wins fol-
lowed an 0-6 conference start. Auburn improved to 11-9 over-
all to go along with its 3-6 SEC record. The Gamecocks fell to
8-14 overall and 1-8 in the league.

Barbee was willing to spread his compliments, but it was
Denson and Harrell who, as usual, led the way. They each
scored 25 and as Denson became the 34th player in Auburn
history with 1,000 career points.

The Tigers opened the second half on a hot streak, stretch-
ing a modest halftime advantage to a 16-point lead with 13:20
remaining. But, even faster, South Carolina caught the Tigers.

“We kind of let our guard down,” Barbee said.

Finally, Auburn slowed the Gamecocks to hang on for the
win.

Denson said Auburn was ready for the challenge in the
closing minutes.

“Everybody was confident. I think last year, we would have
folded. Everybody was poised,” Denson said.

Barbee said almost everybody helped.

He said Dixon-Tatum “had moments late in the game that
helped us overcome.

“Allen Payne did the same thing. He came up late when we
needed to come up with some big rebounds. And how about
Tahj? They put a lot of pressure on you, and it didn’t bother
him at all”

Barbee said Alex Thompson helped Auburn build its big
second-half lead. “It was Alex who was in the game.” And of
Jordon Granger, “How about the first half he had?”

Denson and Harrell did leave many points for their team-
mates, but Shamsid-Deen scored 12 and Payne had 9 points
and 9 rebounds. Auburn hit a snappy 52.7 percent of its shots.
Brenton Williams had 29 points for South Carolina.

It was a crazy game, from Auburn not attempting a single
free throw in the first half but leading, to LSU jumping to a big
lead in the second half, to the Tigers trying to shoot their way
back into contention in the final minute.

LSU snapped Auburn’s three-game SEC winning streak
with an 87-80 victory in the Maravich Assembly Center on
Saturday in a game that made you look twice.

Only six fouls were called in the first half. Thirty-eight were
called in the second half. Only one point was scored from the
line in the first half. Forty-two were scored in the second half.

LSU led by 14 with 4% minutes remaining, but Auburn was
shooting to make it a 2-point game with 43 seconds left.

Auburn, which had consecutive wins against Alabama,
Georgia and South Carolina, fell to 11-10 overall and 3-7 in
the SEC. LSU improved to 15-7 overall and 6-4 in the league.
The Tigers will play host to Kentucky, at 7 p.m. Wednesday;
and Mississippi State at 12:30 p.m. next Saturday, in Auburn
Arena.

Auburn led 33-32 at the half here, but the tone of the game
changed early in the second half when the fouls quickly began
to take their fouls. By the time it was over, three Tigers had
fouled out and another had four fouls.

Barbee said Auburn’s 80 points should have been good
enough to win, especially with Denson scoring 29, KT Harrell
adding 19 and Tahj Shamsid-Deen scoring 16.

“Our defense wasn't as sharp as it has been,” he said. “You’re
not going to win on the road giving up 87 points.

“We did enough offensively, especially between KT, Chris
and Tahj, but you can’t win with just three guys being produc-
tive on the offensive end of the floor. You've got to have more
guys contributing. Like LSU did. Like we did against South
Carolina”

Denson did much of his good work in the first half driving
to the basket against LSU’s zone. “It was different in the second
half with their man-to-man,” Denson said.

Auburn was credited with 47 points scored in the paint, but
many of those came from the guards, Denson and occasional-
ly Harrell.

The oddity of the fouls? “They let us play in the first half
Denson said. “They were blowing the whistle in the second
half on both ends. We just came up on the short end”
