“The way we were playing lately turning the ball over wasn’t going to get it done in the SEC, so that was the focus since we got back from Tennessee and since we got back from Rupp 
(Arena). It worked out for us tonight with eight (turnovers) for 21 (assists) ... if we keep playing like that, we are going to get a lot of wins.”
On the importance of getting the win:
“We all understand that if you take care of your home games and win a few on the road, you are going to be right there in the SEC. We are going to have to get some road wins here early 
in the season, but in the second half of the SEC schedule, we have a lot of games here in Memorial (Gym). We are upset about losing at Rupp (Arena) and in Knoxville, but we’ve just got 
to hold serve at home and win some on the road, and we’ll be fine and be in the race.”
Forward Shan Foster:
On if the team’s confidence was shaken after consecutive losses:
“Not at all. We thought it would be very important to come out and hold serve at home. I think our confidence is still good. We are 17-2. There is no reason for us not to have confidence in 
ourselves or our coaching staff.”

Historic Memorial Gymnasium In 56th Season
	 Storied Memorial Gymnasium is beginning its 56th season as the host venue of 
Vanderbilt basketball this season. The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host 
to more than 800 men’s contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and 40 
men’s and women’s NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s).
	 As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is reknown for its end zone 
benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952 as a memorial to 
all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was built by the late master 
architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a combination gymnasium/con-
cert hall.
	 “Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the nation’s 
No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last three home games against the top team 
in the country, most recently, an 83-70 victory over defending national champion Florida 
on Feb. 17. The Commodores also enter this season with a four-game home win streak 
over nationally ranked opponents. 
	 Last second shots also tend to fall in the Commodores’ favor at Memorial Gymnasium. 
Most recently, Shan Foster followed a Derrick Byars miss with a putback just before the 
buzzer as Vanderbilt topped then-No. 16 Tennessee 82-81 on Jan. 10, 2007, in Nashville. 
• The Commodores have posted a 663-184 (.783) all-time record at Memorial 
Gymnasium. 
• VU is 13-0 so far in 2007-08, marking the 21st time in the past 22 seasons the 
Commodores have won 10 or more home games.  
• Vanderbilt has won 100 of its last 106 home games against non-conference opponents. 
Since the 1990 season, Vanderbilt owns a 147-13 non-conference record at home (.919 
win percentage).
• The Commodores are 80-6 against non-conference opponents at home during the Kevin 
Stallings era.
• The Commodores have posted five undefeated seasons at home.
