Vanderbilt Communications reserves the right to confirm employment 
by a media outlet. Season credentials are issued jointly for men’s and 
women’s basketball.

CREDENTIAL PICK-UP
Credentials are available for pick-up at Media Will Call located near the 
playing floor at Memorial Gymnasium. Those media wishing to access 
Media Will Call should enter the service tunnel located at the end of Lot 
71 behind the outfield wall of Vanderbilt’s Hawkins Field baseball sta-
dium. Proceed through the tunnel until you arrive at the Media Will Call 
table. 

MEDIA PARKING
Media parking is located inside the 25th Avenue Garage located at the 
southeast corner of 25th Avenue and Jess Neely Drive. After parking, 
please enter Memorial Gymnasium through the service tunnel entrance 
located at the end of Lot 71 behind the outfield wall of Vanderbilt’s 
Hawkins Field baseball stadium. Vehicles parked in Lot 71 without the 
proper parking pass will be towed.  

MEDIA SEATING
Media covering Vanderbilt basketball games are seated at various loca-
tions inside Memorial Gymnasium. A select number of seats are available 
on the floor, usually reserved for Nashville beatwriters and radio crews 
from both schools. An additional 20 seats are available inside Suite C 
located on the northside concourse (above Section C), reserved for media 
following the visiting team and Nashville radio and television media. 

MEDIA WORKROOM
Memorial Gym’s media workroom is located in the northeast corner of the 
facility, nearest the opponents’ bench. This room will serve as a place for 
pregame meals as well as an area for the media to work after the game. 
The room is equipped with telephone and data lines, as well as wireless 
internet. 

INTERNET ACCESS
Wireless internet is available in all seating areas at Memorial Gym, in 
addition to a very limited number of data ports. For access to the wire-
less network, see a member of the communications staff. For data lines, 
it is recommended you request access in advance from Morgan Romans. 
Visiting radio stations are provided with the option of a phone line or 
ISDN line, in accordance with Southeastern Conference policy. Visiting 
radios in need of a data line should contact Jessica Poole at least 24 hours 
in advance of the game.

POSTGAME INTERVIEW FORMAT
For non-conference games, head coach Stephanie White and requested 
Vanderbilt student-athletes will be made available in the media inter-
view room, located down the hall from the work room. Media wishing 
to speak with coaches or players from the visiting team may coordinate 
with that institution’s communications representative. For SEC games, in 
accordance with league policy, the visiting coach will be made available 
first in the media interview room, followed by the Vanderbilt coach and 
student-athletes.

FM 95.9. Select games will also be carried on networks of affiliate 
stations across the mid-state area. Charlie Mattos returns again this 
season as the Voice of the Commodores.  All games will be streamed 
and archived on the internet at the Commodores’ official web site, 
vucommodores.com. You can also keep up with the Commodores on 
the internet through Gametracker live stats.

VANDERBILT CREDENTIAL GUIDELINES
ONLINE MEDIA REPRESENTATIVE  

The following is a set of guidelines that the Vanderbilt University 
Athletic Communications Office will use as a basis for issuing media 
credentials to independent online media representatives (bloggers). 
Overall, Vanderbilt University strives to work with individuals who adhere 
to professional standards, demonstrate transparency in their operations, 
and regularly produce quality content. While what follows shall serve as a 
guideline, they may be altered for certain events when necessary and are 
subject to regulations set forth by the Southeastern Conference and/or the 
NCAA. 
 
• Individuals associated with a web-only media outlet may apply for 
credentials on a game-by-game basis unless otherwise specified. Requests 
for credentials must be sent via e-mail or in writing to the requested 
Athletic Communications Director and be received at least three (3) 
business days prior to the event. Request should include applicant’s legal 
name, company or blog they are representing, a mailing address and 
website address. 
 
• The Athletic Communications Office requires that a requesting outlet 
possess its own domain name (.com, .net, etc.) and will not accept requests 
from sites based on free services (blogspot, wordpress, etc.).  
 
• First time applicants must submit traffic/subscriber data from an 
independent source in order to be considered. Sites with fewer than 25,000 
legitimate unique visitors per month are not eligible for football or men’s 
basketball credentialing. Sites with fewer than 7,500 legitimate unique 
visitors per month are not eligible for women’s basketball credentialing.  
 
• In the interest of protecting the Vanderbilt University fan base, we require 
that all applicants that give users ability to submit comments and/or place 
cookies on user’s computers supply a privacy policy that describes in full 
how the data collected through such activities is used or disseminated. 
 
• Athletic Communications seeks to perpetuate the program and sport 
being credentialed and therefore prefers to work with online media outlets 
with an established track record covering our school, our conference or the 
requested sport. In the request, please provide a short summary of previous 
relevant experience, if any.   
 
• As a general guideline, we would like to work with outlets that have been 
in continuous operation for at least 3-6 months. Additionally, an average 
of 3-5 substantive postings per week is expected in season from applicant 
web sites.   
 
• Obtaining media credentials is an opportunity to interview student-
athletes and team officials for legitimate media purposes only. Bloggers 
who are granted access to the press box and other areas inside the venue 
are expected to act professionally and adhere to all SEC and NCAA-
mandated media guidelines at all times.  
 
 • The standard of professionalism also extends to content posted on the 
requesting website, whether posted by the requester, user or other agent. 
Profanity, racial or sexual comments will not be tolerated from credentialed 
outlets.  
 
• No credentials will be issued to individuals under the age of 18.    
 
• Vanderbilt University reserves the right of its personnel to deny or revoke 
credentials without notice and an individual shall surrender their credential 
upon request for violating the policies and/or safety procedures of security 
personnel, Vanderbilt University, the Southeastern Conference, or the NCAA.

Stephanie White enters her third season at the helm of the 
Vanderbilt women’s basketball team in 2018-19. White was 
named the head coach of the Vanderbilt women’s basketball 
team in May of 2016, becoming just the fifth all-time head 
coach in the history of the Vanderbilt program. 

When she arrived in Nashville prior to the 2016-17 season, White inherited a young Vander-
bilt team that featured only two seniors and relied heavily on five freshmen. White guided the 
Commodores to a 14-16 overall record in her first season with the team, including a 4-12 mark 
in the SEC during the 2016-17 campaign. 

White and the Vanderbilt squad played one of the nation’s toughest schedules in 2017-18 
and with a team that featured 10 underclassmen struggled in White’s second season on West 
End. The 2017-18 season saw seniors Rachel Bell and Christa Reed join the 1,000-point club 
while freshman Chelsie Hall, who started each game of her rookie season, was named to the 
SEC All-Freshman team. Kaleigh Clemons-Green was also recognized on the SEC Community 
Service Team for her volunteer efforts. 

True to history, the Commodores were one of the top offensive teams in the country in 
White’s second year. Vanderbilt ranked in the top 30 nationally in 3-pt field goal percentage (No. 
17 -.365) and field goal percentage (No. 30-.450). Sophomore Cierra Walker also concluded her 
sophomore campaign ranked No. 17 nationally in #-PT field goal percentage (.425). 

Having enjoyed success at virtually every level of basketball as a player and coach, White 
arrived at Vanderbilt after spending two seasons as the head coach of  theWNBA’s Indiana Fever. 
She took the Fever to the playoffs in each of her two seasons, including a trip to the WNBA finals 
in 2015. 

“The opportunity to lead Vanderbilt’s women’s basketball program is an opportunity that I 
simply could not pass up,”  White said at her introductory press conference. “The combination 
of  Vanderbilt’s culture, where achievement -- both on and off the court - is so highly valued, 
together with the institution’s fan support, and a legacy of winning basketball to build upon, is 
incredibly exciting to me. I appreciate the support and understanding that I have received from 
the Indiana Fever, from management to the players, regarding my passion to coach college 
basketball at an elite institution.” 

White -- who played five seasons in the WNBA after a decorated playing career at Purdue 
-- was named head coach of the Fever in September 2014. In 2015, she guided the Fever to the 
WNBA finals, becoming the first rookie coach in league history to lead a team to the finals. As a 
collegiate player, White enjoyed a highly successful career at Purdue, where she earned national 
Player of the Year honors after helping lead the Boilermakers to the 1999 NCAA championship 
as a senior. That season, she also received the Wade Trophy (given to the nation’s top female 
player) and was named Big Ten Conference Player of the Year. 

“Stephanie White has been a winner in every phase of her career,”  Vanderbilt athletic director 
David Williams said. “She was the nation’s high school player of the year, she was the NCAA’s 
Player of the Year on a national championship team and she led her WNBA team into the finals 
in her first year. She was an outstanding scholar. She wants to coach at Vanderbilt and we 
believe she is just the person to lead our program back into national prominence.” 

White averaged double-figure scoring in all four seasons of her college career, including 20.2 
points per game as a senior, and amassed 2,182 points for her career. White was inducted into 
the Purdue Athletics Hall of Fame on April 21, 2006. 

She was also a star in the classroom at Purdue. She was a member of Phi Beta Kappa and was 
an Academic All-American.

Shereka Wright joins the Vanderbilt women’s basketball staff in 2018-19 
after spending five years on staff at Alabama. Wright was a critical part of 
Alabama’s resurgence in women’s basketball. Wright helped the Crimson Tide to 
back-to-back 20-win seasons as the Tide reached the quarterfinals of the 2018 
WNIT.

Under Wright’s tutelage,Alabama forward Ashley Williams finished her 
career ranked No. 9 in scoring (1,450) and No. 5 in rebounding (859) and 
notched 20 career double-doubles, six of which came in her last nine games. 
She was named Southeastern Conference Player of the Week and earned a spot 
on the ncaaW’s Starting Five after leading the Tide to wins over Tennessee and 
Auburn.

Additionally, under Wright’s direction, SEC All-Freshman selection Ashley 
Knight set the Alabama single-season record and led the league in blocks with 
90. She is the first student-athlete in program history to finish as the SEC’s leader 
in blocks.

Wright also was instrumental in constructing a signing class that ranked in 
the top 25 nationally, featuring both the Alabama and Mississippi high school 
players of the year.

Wright, a 12-year coaching veteran, began her coaching career at Texas Tech 
and was responsible for the perimeter players, recruiting, scouting, academics 
and equipment. She spent seven seasons in Lubbock with head coach Kristy 
Curry, helping the Lady Raiders advance to the postseason five times and win 
20 or more games in her final three seasons at Tech.

Prior to coaching, she spent two seasons in the WNBA, averaging 3.1 points 
and 1.6 rebounds for the Phoenix Mercury, but missed all of the 2006 season 
after suffering a torn Achilles tendon during training camp.

Wright was selected as the 13th overall pick in the 2004 WNBA Draft by 
the Detroit Shock after a stellar collegiate playing career under Kristy Curry at 
Purdue. She was the third player in program history to be named to the All-Big 
Ten First Team on three occasions and was also honorable mention Kodak All-
America as well as a finalist for the Wade Trophy, Naismith Award and Wooden 
Award. As a freshman in 2001, Wright was named to the NCAA Final Four All-
Tournament Team.

Throughout her four-year career, the Boilermakers appeared in four NCAA 
tournaments, advancing to the national championship game in 2001, the Elite 
Eight in 2003 and the Sweet 16 in 2004, and won two Big Ten regular season 
titles (2001, 02) and a pair of Big Ten Tournament crowns (2003, 04).

Wright graduated from Purdue in 2004 with a degree in health and fitness.

    Vanderbilt Chancellor Nicholas S. 
Zeppos is a proud supporter of the 
Commodores and is deeply committed 
to the continued success of Vanderbilt 
University student athletes and its ath-
letic program.
    Zeppos has taken a keen interest in 
athletics at Vanderbilt throughout his 
tenure at the university, which spans 
more than three decades. “I don’t call 
the plays or throw the passes,” Zeppos 
said. “I’m here simply trying to do what-
ever I can to support all of the talented 
people who do these things.”
     In the spring of 2016, Zeppos dis-
played that support yet again during 

the hiring of two of the nation’s most dynamic and sought after basketball 
coaches, Bryce Drew and Stephanie White, to lead the Commodores’ men’s 
and women’s respective basketball programs. 
     Prior to that, he worked hand-in-hand with Vice Chancellor for University 
Affairs and Athletics Director David Williams II to lure Derek Mason away from 
Stanford University to lead the Vanderbilt football program. That effort is 
yielding big dividends on West End, as Mason enters his fourth straight sea-
son seeking even more victories. 
    Zeppos also helped lead an athletics capital improvement plan that has 
surpassed $60 million, orchestrating efforts to improve the student experi-
ence for athletes and assist with recruiting.
    Zeppos previously served as president of the Southeastern Conference 
from 2014-2015, where he led the establishment of the SEC Academic 
Conference and played a key role in the extensive SEC commissioner search, 
which resulted in the appointment of Greg Sankey as league commissioner. 
He continues to be an important voice within the SEC where his legal exper-
tise and commitment to fairness, student-athlete welfare, and diversity have 
been on display for more than a decade..
    Zeppos was named Vanderbilt University’s eighth chancellor on March 1, 
2008.  A distinguished legal scholar, teacher and executive, he served from 
2002 to 2008 as Vanderbilt’s chief academic officer, overseeing the univer-
sity’s undergraduate, graduate and professional education programs as well 

as research efforts in liberal arts and sciences, engineering, music, educa-
tion, business, law and divinity.  As provost and vice chancellor, he chaired 
Vanderbilt’s budgeting and capital planning council and led all fundraising 
and alumni relations efforts across the institution, in addition to overseeing 
the dean of students and dean of admissions.
    Zeppos has led a number of important initiatives at Vanderbilt, including 
the planning processes for The Martha Rivers Ingram Commons, a landmark 
transformation of the first-year experience; Warren and Moore 
colleges for upperclassmen; and E. Bronson Ingram College, the next phase 
of the university’s unique living-learning residential college system.  In early 
2016, Zeppos was honored by Insight Into Diversity magazine for his 
commitment to diversity and inclusion with its national Giving Back award.
     In a bold move to strengthen Vanderbilt’s commitment to admitting 
undergraduates on the basis of accomplishment and achievement, rather 
than their ability to pay, Zeppos created an expanded financial aid program 
in 2009. By replacing undergraduate need-based loans with grant and schol-
arship assistance, this transformative initiative allowed Vanderbilt to open its 
doors to highly talented and qualified students of all economic, cultural and 
geographical backgrounds. The expanded aid program is a top university pri-
ority and is funded by a combination of strategic budget allocations and gifts 
from thousands of generous donors to Opportunity Vanderbilt, a campaign 
to increase undergraduate scholarship endowment.
    Zeppos joined the Vanderbilt community in 1987 as an assistant professor 
in the Law School, where he has been recognized with five teaching awards.  
He subsequently served as an associate dean, then as associate provost 
before being named provost and vice chancellor for academic affairs in 2002. 
He served as interim chancellor of the university from August 1, 2007, until 
March 1, 2008, when he was appointed chancellor.
    The Chancellor is a member of the Knight Commission on Intercollegiate 
Athletics and serves on a number of institutions’ Board of Directors: 
Association of American Universities, Foundation for Educational Exchange 
Between Canada and the United States of America (Fulbright Canada), Mary 
Parrish Center, Conexión Américas, and Vanderbilt University Medical Center. 
He also recently served as president of the Southeastern Conference and 
co-chair of the United States Senate-appointed Task Force on Government 
Regulation of Higher Education.
    He is married to Lydia A. Howarth, an accomplished editor. They have two 
sons, Benjamin and Nicholas.

Vice Chancellor, Director of Athletics David Williams  

     Vanderbilt Director of Athletics David Williams 
II ranks among the university’s most prominent 
leaders.
     Aside from his role in McGugin Center, 
Williams is Vice-Chancellor for University Affairs 
and Athletics as well as a tenured professor at 
the University’s nationally ranked law school. 
He continues to teach at the Law School 
where he conducts courses on Taxation and 
Education as well as Sports Law. He is also an 
active participant in the SEC and NCAA in mat-
ters of negotiations, reforms, enforcements and 
planning. Williams is a frequent speaker on col-
legiate athletics, including recent appearances 
at Harvard and Pennsylvania law schools and 
as keynote speaker at the Black Male Student 

Athlete Summit.
     Since adding athletics to his multiple titles and responsibilities in 2002, Vanderbilt 
has seen its athletic department and individual programs recognized as being 
among the nation’s most innovative and successful. Once again, the 2017-18 aca-
demic year marked another remarkable campaign under Williams’ leadership.
     Seven Vanderbilt teams reached NCAA postseason competition, including an 
NCAA Championship by the Commodores’ bowling team, the fourth national title in 
Vanderbilt athletics history. Vanderbilt women’s tennis, winners of the 2015 NCAA 
Championship, also took home the SEC regular season and tournament champi-
onships for the second straight season and finished the year as NCAA runner-up. 
Vanderbilt baseball reached the NCAA tournament for the 13th straight season – 
the longest active streak in the SEC – and reached an NCAA Super Regional for the 
seventh time in nine years. The Commodore soccer, men’s golf and women’s golf 
teams also advanced to NCAA postseason play. Vanderbilt women’s tennis coach 
Geoff Macdonald earned SEC Coach of the Year honors for the fifth time in his 
career, while Commodores’ men’s golf senior Theo Humphrey was named SEC Player 
of the Year.
     In the most recent Academic Progress Rate scores released by the NCAA, 11 
Vanderbilt teams received perfect 1000 APR scores: baseball, men’s basketball, men’s 
golf, men’s tennis, women’s basketball, women’s cross country, bowling, women’s 
golf, lacrosse, soccer and women’s track & field. Moreover, seven Commodore 
squads earned the prestigious Public Recognition Award, which honors programs 
ranking in the top 10 percent nationally in multiyear APR scores in each sport.
     In 2016, Williams again demonstrated his hiring prowess. Williams 
orchestrated two successful searches resulting in the hiring of two of the nation’s 
top basketball coaches, Bryce Drew and Stephanie White, to led the respective 
Vanderbilt men’s and women’s programs. 
     Drew and White join a growing list of highly regarded head coaches hired by 
Williams, including head football coach Derek Mason in 2013. The next year, Williams 
attracted Darren Ambrose from the University of Pennsylvania to direct the women’s 
soccer program. In 2012, Williams directed the search for men’s golf coach Scott 
Limbaugh, who has since led the team in three straight NCAA Final Eight appear-
ances and just earned men’s golf National Coach of the Year recognition. In addition, 
Williams has hired Greg Allen (women’s golf coach), Ian Duvenhage (men’s tennis 
coach) and Steven Keith (cross 
country/track coach), all who have taken their teams to NCAA postseason. Allen 
and Keith also have guided their teams to SEC team titles. Williams has also retained 
top coaches and staffs by orchestrating extensions for Mason, baseball coach Tim 
Corbin, women’s tennis coach Geoff MacDonald and 
women’s bowling coach John Williamson.
    Williams has addressed numerous facility upgrades, including a state-of-the-art 
training center which opened February 2016 in McGugin Center. The new train-
ing center provides top-notch medical care for Vanderbilt student-athletes.  Crews 
recently finished replacing the football practice field, on the John Rich Practice 
Facility, with highly sought after Shaw Sports synthetic turf. Ground was broken 
immediately after this past baseball season for a new expansion of our wonder-
ful baseball complex, Hawkins Field. Other improvements in recent years include 
refurbishing of Vanderbilt Stadium and its football locker rooms, an addition of 
new tennis courts and amenities at Brownlee O. Currey Tennis Center, renovations 
in Memorial Gym and McGugin Center, a new multipurpose facility for athletic and 
general university use, a new four-lane bowling center and a clubhouse with hitting 

bays for our men’s and women’s golf programs.
    An initiative to allow more overseas travel and study abroad for Vanderbilt 
student-athletes also has become reality during Williams’ tenure. In 2013, 15 athletes 
ventured to Tanzania during the summer for a service trip to bring shoes to under-
privileged communities in Africa in conjunction with Soles4Souls. The partnership 
continued in 2014 with another community service effort to Costa Rica. In 2015, 
Williams led the summer service trip to Cuba, and this past summer a group of 
Commodores ventured to Jamaica on a service trip in 
partnership with Soles4Souls.
    More students within Vanderbilt’s athletic community were able to study abroad, 
including current football players Josh Smith, LaDarius Wiley, Jared Southers, Andre 
Mintze and Jaire George. In 2016, the Athletic Department began a newly created 
Internship Program for student-athletes matching them with employers who pro-
vide real life training for life after college. The program continued in 2017 and has 
received rave reviews from the student athletes, the employers, the NCAA as well as 
other colleges and universities.
    In association with Vanderbilt Athletics, Williams has served as a member of the 
SEC team that negotiated past ESPN and CBS television partner contracts. Williams 
also served as Chair of the NCAA Infraction Appeals Committee and was a member 
of the NCAA Enforcement Working Group.
    Williams came to Vanderbilt in 2000 to serve as Vice Chancellor, General Counsel 
and University Secretary, after a 14-year tenure at The Ohio State University, where 
he served in numerous administrative roles including Vice Provost for Minority 
Affairs, Vice President of Student and Urban/Community Affairs and Professor of 
Law.
    A native of Detroit, Williams received a Bachelor of Science in Social Sciences 
and Master of Arts in Education from Northern Michigan University, where he was 
a member of the university track team and has been selected as a distinguished 
alumni. He also earned a Master of Business Administration (MBA) and a Doctor of 
Jurisprudence (JD) from the University of Detroit, where Williams presently serves on 
the University’s Board of Trust.  Williams also earned an LL.M., in Taxation from New 
York University. Before entering law school, Williams spent 10 years as a teacher and 
coach in the Detroit public school system.
    Williams has taught at the law schools of the University of Detroit, Capital 
University, Ohio State and Vanderbilt.  He also twice directed The Ohio State 
University’s Law program in Oxford, England. Williams was elected outstanding law 
professor at both the University of Detroit and at The Ohio State University. 
    Williams is active in the greater Nashville area community, serving as a board 
member with several organizations. He serves on the boards of the Middle 
Tennessee Community Foundation, the Nashville Sports Council, the Tennessee 
Sports Hall of Fame and the Nashville Public Education Foundation. Williams served 
two terms on former Nashville Mayor Karl Dean’s Procurement Standards Board 
and two terms as a Nashville branch member on the Atlanta Federal Reserve Board. 
He also served as chair of the Nashville United Way Board and treasurer and board 
member for the Nashville Symphony.
    In December 2017, Williams was selected by the Tennessee Tribune as Tennessean 
of the Year.
    Williams and his wife, Gail met in law school and have four children: Erika, a 
grade school teacher in Detroit and graduate of Eastern Michigan; David III, a high 
school counselor in Detroit, two-time graduate of Bowling Green (Ohio) State and 
doctorate recipient from Michigan State; Samantha (Sam), a graduate of Brown 
University and Vanderbilt Law School who has practiced corporate law in Houston; 
and Nicholas (Nick), a graduate of and former student-athlete at High Point (N.C.) 
University who recently earned his master’s degree from Vanderbilt’s Peabody 
College of Education. Sam and Nick both attended high school in Nashville where 
Sam was an All-State swimmer at Harpeth Hall and Nick was an All-State athlete 
in soccer and track and a four-year basketball member at the University School of 
Nashville. 
    Gail is a graduate of the University of Michigan and the University of Detroit Law 
School. She serves as Associate Director of Community Relations for Vanderbilt and 
is past president and former board member of the University School of Nashville 
Board of Trustees. In addition, she is Board Chair of the Metro Transit Authority.  
Gail also serves on the boards of many non-profit organizations including the Frist 
Center, the Women’s Fund Advisory Board, the Tennessee Performance Arts Center 
and the Baptist Healing Trust.  She was also recently re-elected President of the 
Nashville Chapter of The Links, Inc.

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HOME SWEET HOME
Memorial Gymnasium, the Southeastern Conference’s most 
historic venue for college basketball, serves as the home 
court for the Vanderbilt Commodores. Dedicated in 1952 as 
a memorial to all Vanderbilt men and women who served 
in World War II, the arena was built as a combination 
gymnasium and concert hall by the late master architect 
Edwin Keeble.

Six decades later, the unique style of Memorial Gym — with 
its benches on the baselines, a playing court that sits above 
portions of the crowd and deafening acoustics — continues 
to make the Commodores’ home a dreaded stop for oppo-
nents. “Memorial Magic,” with its capacity crowds, overflow-
ing student section and lively pep band, have assisted in 
numerous Commodore victories. In the stands, fans across 
Middle Tennessee have helped Memorial Gymnasium rank 
among the NCAA’s Top 30 attendance leaders on numerous 
occassions.

On the floor, Vanderbilt has compiled a 467-118 record at 
home, and has only had two losing seasos at Memorial Gym 
(1982-83, 2017-18). 

When the 2012-13 season tipped off, Memorial Gym fea-
tured a new video board, installed during the summer of 
2012. The display, manufactured by Utah’s Young Electric 
Sign Company, features four screens that measure 16 feet by 
nine feet and includes a two-foot tall LED display that wraps 
around the bottom of the board.

Before the 2008-09 season, Vanderbilt’s locker rooms, 
the video room, the training room and media room were 
renovated and are now state-of-the-art. The floor was also 
replaced before the 08-09 season. During the 2009-10 sea-
son, the building received new championship banners.

In 2002, a $25 million renovation of Memorial Gymnasium 
was completed. Connected to the facility sits a practice 
gym that includes three cross-court playing floors, coaching 
offices, a donor room and a Hall of Champions. Other aspects 
of the renovation included upgrades of the seating areas, 
private suites, a new lighting and sound system and a new 
court design.

In all, Memorial Gym has been expanded three times. 
Constructed with a seating capacity of 6,583, the University 
saw its first need to increase seating in 1965 with the addi-
tion of two north-side balconies. Two years later, a pair of 
balancing balconies were erected on the south side of the 
gym and dubbed “The Balconies That Clyde Lee Built.”

Capacity has fluctuated throughout the history of the build-
ing. It reached its highest number of 15,646 in 1969 when 
4,000 seats were added in the east and west ends. When 
chairback seats in the end zones and suites on the north side 
were installed in the late 1990s capacity lowered to 14,168. 
Shortly thereafter, university officials removed portions of 
media press row on the south side in an effort to expand 
the student section by nearly 150 seats. Official capacity is 
now 14,326.

ATTENDANCE

• Jenni Benningfield was named a team captain for the 2003 USA Basketball Pan 
American Games squad that won a silver medal. 
• Chantelle Anderson and Ashley McElhiney were teammates on the 2001 World University 
Games team that won a gold medal. Also working with the US team were Vanderbilt 
managers Kristen Carter and Chanell Sutton. Carter and Sutton worked the training camps 
in Colorado Springs while Sutton traveled with the team to China.  
• Zuzi Klimesova competed in the 2001 World University Games for her native Czech 
Republic and won a bronze medal. Her complete statistics were not available, but she did 
total 19 rebounds and nine points in a 91-71 win over Lithuania for the bronze medal.
• Sheri Sam was selected to the 10-member senior College All-Star team which played 
an exhibition game against the USA Basketball Women’s National Team on April 6, 1996.  
Sam led the All-Stars with 18 points, second only to USA’s Lisa Leslie with 28, and was the 
second-leading rebounder with four.
• Karen Booker played on the 1991 US World University Games team and won a gold 
medal. She averaged 5.3 points and 4.8 rebounds a game. She also totaled 11 steals.
• Vanderbilt players have earned seven gold, three bronze and one silver medal in 
International competition.

Wendy Scholtens • 1990
Wendy Scholtens, a 6-4 center from Ft. Smith Arkansas, holds the Vanderbilt 
record for most rebounds in a career. She holds a total of 15 Commodore records, 
including all of the free throw categories. She was the SEC Freshman of the Year 
and earned All-SEC honors three times, while earning All-SEC Academic Honors 
twice. She was also selected SEC Player of the Week eight times. She is the 
only woman at Vanderbilt to have her jersey retired. She was inducted into the 
Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame in 1999 and Vanderbilt Hall of Fame in 2009.

Heidi Gillingham • 1993
Heidi Gillingham, a 6-8 center from Floresville, Texas, holds six Vanderbilt 
records, including an SEC record 131 blocks in a season.  Gillingham is the tallest 
player in Vanderbilt history. She was a three-time All-SEC first team selection 
and was chosen SEC Player of the Week once. She was selected to the 1993 NCAA 
Final Four All-Tournament Team and was named Sports Illustrated National 
Player of the Week. She was also named Homecoming Queen at Vanderbilt. She 
was inducted into the Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame in 2000 and Vanderbilt Hall 
of Fame in 2010.

Sheri Sam • 1996
Sheri Sam, a 6-1 forward from Duson, La., is the third Kodak All-American from 
Vanderbilt.  Sam ranks in five statistical categories and totaled double digits 
in scoring in 77 games and in rebounding in 22 games.  She was selected SEC 
Player of the Week once and was a two-time All-SEC team selection.  She was 
also named to the SEC Academic Honor Roll.  Sam was a Naismith Finalist in 
1996 and was named to the 1996 NCAA Tournament All-Regional Team.

Chantelle Anderson • 2002, 2003
Chantelle Anderson is Vanderbilt’s first two-time Kodak All-American earning 
the honor her junior and senior seasons.  She was the first Commodore to earn 
SEC Player of the Year honors (2002) and was also named ESPN The Magazine 
Center of the Year. She was named MVP of the NCAA Midwest Regional and was 
a Naismith Finalist in 2001, 2002 and 2003. As a sophomore, the 6-6 center from 
Vancouver, Wash., set the NCAA record for field goal percentage connecting on 
292-404 from the field for a 72.3 percentage.  She is also the VU career leader in 
points with 2,604 points. She was inducted into the Vanderbilt Hall of Fame in 
2008.
