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FOREHAND FILE

Jeff Forehand begins his 15th season as the Lipscomb University baseball head coach in
2021.

After being named the 15th coach in the history of the storied Lipscomb program in 2007,
Forehand has racked up over 500 collegiate wins and sits as the winningest skipper in the
program’s NCAA era with a 369-391 record.

His overall record as a collegiate head coach is 580-533-1in 21 seasons. He earned his
500th career win on March 24, 2017 with a 4-1 decision over Evansville — which also hap-
pened to be the same team he recorded his first career win as skipper of the Bisons on Feb.
11, 2007.

During his tenure, Forehand has led the Bisons to two ASUN Championships and the only
two NCAA Tournament appearances in program history in 2008 and 2015.

He has mentored 28 All-ASUN selections, including nine First Team All-Conference selec-
tions, 18 Freshman All-ASUN selections, two ASUN Defensive Players of the Year, two ASUN
Tournament MVPs, two ASUN Scholar Athletes of the Year, one ASUN Pitcher of the Year and
one ASUN Freshman of the Year.

In addition, Forehand has coached one All-American, three Freshman All-Americans, one
All-South Region honoree and the program'’s first-ever ABCA/Rawlings Gold Glove recipient
in 2017 — one of only nine to be honored in Division |.

Having players drafted is nothing new for Forehand as 12 of his student-athletes have re-
ceived the call on draft day — including a program record three in 2017. There have been 30
total draftees in Lipscomb's history.

Prior to his arrival, Lipscomb had not posted a winning season since joining Division | as a full
member in 2004.

After finishing just two games shy of .500 in his first season (28-30) in 2007, the Bisons post-
ed a 33-30 overall mark and won a program-record 19 conference games en route to the
team’s first-ever ASUN title and NCAA postseason berth in 2008.

Prior to taking over the Lipscomb program in 07, Forehand had a highly successful stint
across town at Trevecca Nazarene where he led the Trojans to a 211-142-1 in six seasons. At
Trevecca, Forehand earned 2004 NAIA Region Xl Coach of the year and was twice named
TransSouth Conference Coach of the Year in 2004 and 2005. The Trojans also excelled in
the classroom as the team grade point average increased a half a point in his tenure.

While at Trevecca, Forehand saw three players have their names called on draft day as Mario
Campos (Red Sox, 2001), B.]. Jenkins (San Diego Padres,2004) and Brad Coon (Los Angeles
Angels of Anaheim, 2005) each were selected.

Before taking over the Trojan’s program, Forehand got his head-coaching start at Nashville’s
Goodpasture Christian School where in seven seasons he won three state titles (1995, 1997,
1999). Heis also a three-time Tennessee State Coach of the Year honoree winning the award
each of those three years. Prior to taking over the Goodpasture program, Forehand served
as an assistant coach from 1990-92 under his father, Fred, at Montgomery Bell Academy.

The 2020 season was a unique one for Forehand and his squad. This Bisons got outto a
quick start and set a program record by winning the first six games of the season. However,
due to the unforeseen circumstances brought on by the COVID-19 pandemic, the season
was brought to a halt and canceled with just 16 games being played out of the scheduled
53. Lipscomb went 11-5 in those 16 games.

A native of the “Music City”, the former second baseman played college ball at nearby
Belmont under coach Dave Whitten graduating in 1989. Forehand also holds a Masters of
Education degree from Tennessee State.

STRENGTH OF SCHEDULE
Lipscomb never shies away from a loaded non-conference schedule, and 2021 is no dif-
ferent. The Bisons will face six Power Firve opponents during the non-conference slate.
These opponents includ Kansas (cancelled), Georgia, Auburn, Vanderbilt, Pittsburgh
and Tennessee. In total, Lipscomb will face two ACC opponents, one Big 12 opponent
and four SEC opponents.

FRESH FACES
The Purple and Gold have plenty of new faces on the roster for the 2021 season. A
total of 14 newcomers joined the squad by way of transfers or freshmen starting their
collegiate careers. Robbie Merced and Carter Smith are two key transfers that will make
big contributions in 2021. Merced joing the Bisons as a JUCO product from Fort Scott
Community College while Smith transfers from ACC-member, Florida State.

PRESEASON POLL
The Bisons were selected to finish fourth in the 2021 ASUN Preseason Coaches Poll
with 55 total points. Liberty was voted as the preseason favorite with Stetson and FGCU
rounding out the top-three.

ASUN ACCOLADES
Senior infielder, Haddon Adams, sophomore catcher Chaz Bertolani, sophomore relief
pitcher Tyler Guilfoil and junior outfielder Maddux Houghton were named to the ASUN
Preseason All-Conference team. Lipsomb lead the ASUN with its four selections to the
preseason All-Conference team along with Liberty who also garnered four selections. In
addition to his preseason All-Conference team selection, Adams was also named ASUN
Preseason ASUN Player of the Year. The last time a Lipscomb player was named Presea-
son Player of the Year was Michael Gigliotti in 2017.

INSIDE THE MATCHUP
Lipscomb trails 4-21 in the overall matchup with Vanderbilt. Lipscomb’s last win over the
Commodores was in 2018, a 5-1 victory at First Tennessee Park. In 2015, the Bisons de-
feated No. 1 Vanderbilt 3-1, the only victory over a top-ranked team in program history.

BASHLOR BOMBS
Designated Hitter, Chris Bashlor, has done his job to start the 2021 season. Although
he is hitting just .229, he is tied for the team lead with two home runs. His last home run
came at home against Auburn. He also boasts 12 RBI and is slugging .375.

HITTING HADDON
Haddon Adams has been solid at the plate all season and is coming off a big week. Last
week he hit .500 with a 4-for-4 outing Sunday with a walk and six RBI. Five of his 12 hits
are for extra-bases for a .463 slugging percentage. He is currently riding a 4-game hitting
streak.

TURN TWO

Lipscomb is one of the best teams at the country at turning double plays. The Bisons have
turned 14 double plays this season and are averaging 1.00 a game, the 13th most in the
NCAA. The Bisons have turned multiple double plays in three different games.
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COVID PAUSE

The Bisons have played just 14 games this season due to a 12-day pause due to
CQOVID-19 Safe Play protocols. Lipscomb lost midweek games against Austin Peay and
Belmont and a four-game weekend series against Kansas.

BASE PATHS

Lipscomb is historically aggressive on the base paths and 2021 is no different. The Bisons
have attempted 33 stolen bases already and have been successful 26 times. The squad is

26th in the nation in total stolen bases and 21st in stolen bases per game (1.86).
