TRENDING: Vanderbilt is set to hit to continue a five-game
stretch on the road this weekend with a SEC road series at South
Carolina.

+ Vandy enters the weekend riding a 17-game winning
streak. The Commodores are averaging 9.3 runs per
contest across the span, while limiting opponents to
2.5 runs per game.

+ Vanderbilt has won its last four weekend series after
dropping two of three to No. 7 Oklahoma State on
Opening Weekend.

HITTING THE ROAD: The Commodores are hitting the road for
just the second time this season.

+ Vanderbilt's first road trip of the campaign came at
Hawaii earlier this month. The Commodores took all four
games against the Rainbow Warriors, outscoring them
36-5.

+ Vandy has played 15 of its 20 games this season at
Hawkins Field.

WEEKLY CONFERENCE HONORS: The Vanderbilt duo of Tate
Kolywck and Carter Holton recieved weekly conference honors
from the SEC on Monday.
+ Kolwyck was named SEC Player of the Week, while
Holton was tabbed SEC Co-Freshman of the Week.
+  The two become the second and third Commodores to
earn SEC weekly honors this year, joining Davis Diaz,
who was tabbed SEC Freshman of the Week on March 7.

THE LONG BALL: The Commodores have tapped into their
power recently after a slow start to the season.
+ Vanderbilt has homered in 13 consecutive games,
totaling 25 homers across the stretch.
+  Tate Kolwyck has hit five across the span, while
Dominic Keegan has hit four.
+ Vandy owns a 16-1 record this season when hitting at
least one home run.

EMERGENCE OF CASAS: Sophomore Gavin Casas has taken
advantage of his opportunities as of late and become a force in
the Vanderbilt lineup.
+ Casas has started eight of Vanderbilt's last nine games,
and owns nine total starts on the season.
+ He has reached base safely at least once in each of his
starts, while recording mult-hit outings in four games.
«  The Pembroke Pines, Florida, native has recorded 14 RBI
on the season.

MIDDLE INNINGS MATTER: The Commodores have done dam-
age across the middle innings of their contests this season,
which have proved to be a real difference.
+ Vanderbilt is outscoring its opponents 75-24 across the
fourth, fifth and sixth innings.

SERIES HISTORY: Thursday's series opener will mark the 98th
time that Vanderbilt and South Carolina have met in the all-time
history between the two programs.
+ The Commodores trail in the all-time series between the
two schools, as the Gamecocks own a 58-39 advantage.

FIRST-YEAR STARTERS: Vanderbilt fields a young pitching staff
this spring, after losing several key arms from the 2021 roster.

+ Junior Chris McElvain had made only one career start
prior to this season, and has started five games so far.

+Junior Nick Maldonado has made three starts on the
year after having not started any games in his career
prior to this season.

+ The Commodores have started true freshmen in nine
of their 20 games this season, with Carter Holton
earning five starts and Devin Futrell earning four.

+  The sophomore duo of Grayson Moore and Hunter
Owen have also made their first career starts this season
with one apiece.

+  The Commodore returners combined to start just 29 of
Vanderbilt's 67 contests last season -- a 43 percent mark.

SCHULTZ IN THE BACKEND: After serving as primarily a starter
last season, junior right-hander Thomas Schultz has embraced
a backend bullpen role in 2022.

+ Schultz has made a team-high eight appearances this
season, while notching fourl saves to tie for second in
the SEC.

+ Theright-hander has posted scoreless performances in
six of his seven appearances on the year.

+ He has worked 1.0 inning in six of his seven outings,
with a season-high 2.0 frames of work in the series finale
at Hawaii.

SHUTOUT SEASON: The Vanderbilt pitching staff has recorded
five shutouts this season, a total that ties them for first in the
SEC.
+  The Commodores shutout Oklahoma State on Opening
Day, and have also shut out Evansville, Army and Wagner.
+ Vanderbilt posted eight shutouts throughout last
season, which ranked first in the SEC and tied for third
in the country.

THE KOMMODORES: The Vanderbillt pitching staff has
totaled 201 strikeouts on the season, averaging 12.7
strikeouts per nine innings.
+  The Commodores rank third in the nation in
strikeouts per nine, while leading the SEC.
+The duo of Carter Holton and Chris McElvain are
both ranked in the top 10 of the SEC in strikeouts.
Holton ranks first with 45 and McElvain is tied for fifth
with 38.
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IMMEDIATE IMPACT: The Vanderbilt newcomers have had an
immediate impact this season.

+  Five freshman pitchers have made at least one
appearance this season: Carter Holton, Devin
Futrell, Bryce Cunningham, Ryan Ginther and
Greysen Carter.

+ The duo of Davis Diaz and Carter Holton have had
an immediate impact in their first year, and rank
high the SEC in several statistical categories.

+  The Commodore pitchers are also ranked second
in the conference in opposing batting average,
limiting opposing hitters to a.181 mark.

HOLTON STEPPING UP: Freshman Carter Holton has
stepped into a weekend starting role for the Vanderbilt
pitching staff and contributed in a major way.
+Holton has recorded quality starts in four of his five
starts this season, while owning a team-high four
wins on the year.
+ Therookie southpaw leads the SEC in strikeouts
with 45 on the campaign.

PRESEASON SEC HONORS: Vanderbilt was picked as favorites in
the SEC East, while three Commodores were recognized on the

coaches' preseason all-conference team.

+  The Vandy trio of Enrique Bradfield Jr., Dominic Keegan

and Nick Maldonado each received first-team honors.
«  The Commodores tied LSU for the most first-team
selections in the conference.

YEAR 20 ON DECK: Vanderbilt skipper Tim Corbin enters his

20th season at the helm of the Commodore baseball program.
«  Corbin's record of 820-379-1 (.684) is first all-time in
wins at Vanderbilt and first in winning percentage for
coaches with 100 games or more.

THE STREAK CONTINUES: Vanderbilt’s stretch of 15 consecu-
tive NCAA Tournament appearances (2006-21) under head coach
Tim Corbin is tied for the longest streak by a head coach in SEC

history.
