+ With the victory, the Commodores have won seven
consecutive midweek contests, dating to last season.
+ Vanderbilt dropped its second weekend series of the
year at South Carolina, fallling in the final two games of
the three-game set.

WORKING FROM HOME: The Commodores have been tough to
beat at Hawkins Field since the facility opened its gates in 2002.

« Vanderbilt is 522-174-1 (.750) all-time at Hawkins Field,
including a 414-115-1 (.782) mark since 2007.

+ Against nonconference opponents at the facility,
Vanderbilt is 311-55 (.850). Since 2007 at home vs.
nonconference teams, the Dores are 245-38 (.866).

+  The Commodores have won 20 of their last 22 regular
season home series. Vandy has won 67-of-81 three-game
sets at The Hawk since 2011.

WINNING WAYS: Vanderbilt had won 18 games in a row prior
to its two setbacks in the final two games of the series at South
Carolina.
+  The 18-game winning streak marked the second-longest
in program history, finishing one game shy of the
team's 19-game streak during the 2007 season.
+Vandy outscored its opponents by a margin of 169-51
across the 18-game stretch.
+ The Commodores have had four winning streaks of 12
games or more since 2013.

+ The rookie southpaw threw 106 pitches across 9.0
innings of one-run baseball, while limiting Lipscomb to
just one run on the night.

+  Futrell became the fourth Vanderbilt player in the last
four seasons to throw a nine-inning complete game.
