Weekend Preview: Vanderbilt hosts Texas A&M for a three-game
series beginning Thursday at Hawkins Field.

+ The Commodores and Aggies last played a series in Nashville in
2022 with Texas A&M taking two of three. Vandy is 10-16 all-time
against the Aggies.

+ Vandy is off to a 12-0 start at home this season, averaging more
than 10 runs a game at Hawkins Field.

+ The Dores have outscored their opponents 90-10 over the last
eight home games including six run-rule victories.

Last Time Out: Vandy recorded its fourth consecutive midweek
run-rule win, beating Belmont 13-2 in seven innings on Tuesday.

+ The Commodores tallied nine hits by eight different batters.
Vandy hit three home runs, a grand slam by Mike Mancini and
solo shots by Jacob Humphrey and David Mendez.

« Humphrey scored three times and stole four bases to surpass
100 career stolen bases. The senior leads all active NCAA D1
playersin career steals with 101.

+ Vandy won one of three games at Auburn last weekend to open
SEC play. RJ Austin and Brodie Johnston helped power the
Dores to a win against the Tigers on Saturday, tallying two
doubles and two RBI apiece.

« Cody Bowker was impressive on Sunday, holding Auburn to two
earned runs over 7.0 innings.

On the Mound: Vanderbilt’s pitching staff boasts a 3.57 ERA with
233 strikeouts while holding opposting hitters to a.188 average.
« Vandy’s pitchers have reached double-digit strikeouts 15 of 21
games this season.
« For the season, Vanderbilt’s K/9 rate of 12.1 ranks fifth in the SEC
and seventh nationally.
+ Vandy is holding opposing teams to 5.95 hits per nine innings,
second-best nationally.
+ The Dores’ three shutouts are ninth in D1.

RJ Doing RJ Things: Junior RJ Austin is tied for most stolen bases
in the SEC with 11.
+ Austin enters the weekend batting .341 with a home run, three
triples and seven doubles to go with 13 walks.
+ He hit two triples in the win over Saint Mary’s on Feb. 21, the first
Commodore since Tony Kemp in 2012 to do so.
+ Austin’s nine multi-hit games this season is tied for most on the
team.

Big Innings: Vandy has scored four or more runs in an inning 14
times this season.
+ The Dores have scored seven or more runs in an inning five times
including a nine-spot twice.

The Gauntlet: Of Vanderbilt’s 56 games this season, 30 are against
opponents who made it to the NCAA Tournament last season and
12 are against opponents who made it to Omaha.
+ Six of Vandy’s opponents were ranked in the D1Baseball
preseason poll including five in the top 10, three in the top five.
+ Seven of Vanderbilt’s remaining nine SEC series will be against
an opponent currently ranked by D1Baseball.
+ Among SEC teams, Vanderbilt had the second-toughest strength
of schedule entering SEC play according to NCAA RPI.
+ Entering the Texas A&M series, Vandy'’s five Quad 1 RPI wins are
second most in college baseball.

Immediate Impact: Newcomers on offense as well as on the
mound have been major contributors for the Commodores early in
the season.

« From the transfer ranks, Riley Nelson is second on the team in
average (.365) and third in RBI (19). Mike Mancini and Mac Rose
have also been impressive, combining for 20 RBI and 24 walks.

+ Freshmen Brodie Johnston and Rustan Rigdon are off to hot
starts as well. Johnston s hitting .354, slugging a team-high .631
and leads all Dores with 21 RBI. Rigdon is fourth on the team
with 12 walks and is 8-for-8 on steals.

« On the mound, transfer Cody Bowker has made five starts,
posting a 2.08 ERA with 32 strikeouts over 26.0 innings. He’s
holding opposing hitters to a.143 clip.

+ Intotal, nine newcomers have made appearances on the mound
for Vandy.

« Connor Fennell, a transfer from Dayton, has 13 strikeouts over
his first 5.2 innings in a Vandy uniform. He’s allowed no runs and
just two hits and one walk.

The 2025 VandyBoys: Vanderbilt’s 2025 roster features 22
returners and 21 newcomers.

+ Seventeen states are represented on the roster. Tennessee leads
the way with 10 Commodores followed by Texas with six and
California, Florida, Georgia and New Jersey with three each.

+ There is one graduate student, five seniors, eight juniors, 15
sophomores and 14 freshmen on the squad.

+ Among the 21 newcomers, seven transferred in during the
offseason.

« Jayson King and Ty Blankmeyer joined the coaching staff in
the offseason. King was most recently the head coach at Dayton
while Blankmeyer was an assistant coach at Duke.

Golden Spikes Award: RJ Austin was one of 55 players named to
the 2025 Golden Spikes Award Preseason Watch List.

+ Austin was also named to the 2025 second-team preseason
All-SEC and earned preseason All-America honors from Baseball
America.

+ The junior led the Commodores in batting average, runs, hits,
RBI and stolen bases as a sophomore in 2024.

+ He was named to the Golden Spikes Award Midseason Watch List
and the 2024 SEC Community Service Team.

+ The Atlanta native helped lead Vanderbilt to the SEC
Tournament championship as a freshman in 2023, earning
tournament MVP honors along with a selection to the all-
tournament team.



Johnny V: Vanderbilt shortstop Jonathan Vastine returns for his
senior season and was named the top senior in college baseball
by Perfect Game.

« Vastine led the team in doubles (18) last season and, after
leading Vandy with 18 doubles in 2023, became the first
Commodore since Danshy Swanson to lead the team in
doubles in back-to-back seasons.

+ InD1Baseball’s 2025 preseason position rankings, Vastine
came in at No. 10 among all shortstops.

+ According to D1Baseball’s Synergy stats, Vastine’s 11.27
defensive runs saved last season was good for eighth
nationally and ranked first among SEC shortstops.

Preseason Accolades: Vanderbilt will start the season ranked in
the top 25 in all five major preseason polls.

+ Three Commodores landed on the preseason All-SEC team.
Juniors RJ Austin and JD Thompson and sophomore
Miller Green were voted to the second team by the league’s
coaches.

+ Austin was honored by USA Baseball with a selection to
the 2024 Golden Spikes Award Watch List. Vandy has had a
student-athlete on the watch list 32 times under head coach
Tim Corbin.

+ Austin was named preseason All-America by Baseball
America while Green and Thompson were named preseason
All-America by D1Baseball. Mike Mancini was named
preseason All-America by the NCBWA.

+ Green was one of 77 relief pitchers named to the NCBWA
preseason Stopper of the Year Watch List.

Newcomers: Vanderbilt’s 2025 roster features 21 newcomers,
seven of which are transfers.

+ Mike Mancini played his first two season at James Madison,
helping lead the Dukes to the NCAA Tournament as a
sophomore. Mancini earned a spot on the Sun Belt and NCAA
Raleigh Regional all-tournament teams last season.

+ He was named to the 2025 first-team NCBWA preseason
All-America and is ranked by D1Baseball as the No. 19 second
baseman entering the season.

+ Freshman Brodie Johnston was named the No. 14 third baseman
by D1Baseball and the No. 10 overall freshman by Perfect Game
entering the season. He was also projected as the SEC Freshman
of the Year by Baseball America.

Johnston earned Appalachian League MVP honors at the all-star
game last summer.

« Junior Cody Bowker joined Vanderbilt after two seasons at
Georgetown. Bowker enjoyed an impressive summer in the Cape
Cod League after a breakout sophomore campaign for the Hoyas.
A pair of Dayton transfers joined the team in the offseason in
David Mendez and Connor Fennell. Mendez was a first-team
NCBWA Freshman All-America selection in 2024 and was the
Atlantic 10 Rookie of the Year. Fennell made 15 appearances
including 12 starts for the Flyers as a freshman.

Unrivaled Consistency: Since head coach Tim Corbin took charge
in 2003, no program has enjoyed more consistent success than the
Commodores.

+ Vanderbilt owns the nation’s longest active NCAA Tournament
streak at 18 consecutive appearances.

+ Vandy has been to the College World Series five times, the finals
four times and has won it all twice (2014, 2019).

+ More than 50 Commodores have been named All-America,
including 18 first-teamers.

+ Corbin has tutored more than 30 future MLB players.

« Corbin reached 1,000 career wins on March 5, 2024, vs. Eastern
Michigan. He recorded his 900th Vandy win on March 16, 2024, vs.
Auburn.

+ Among active D1 coaches, Corbin ranks eighth by most wins. He is
third in the SEC behind South Carolina’s Paul Mainieri (1,522) and
Arkansas’ Dave Van Horn (1,273).

Welcome to the Show: With the call-ups of Austin Martin (Twins),
Jack Leiter (Rangers) and Tyler Ferguson (Athletics), Kumar Rocker
(Rangers) and Jake Eder (White Sox), Vanderbilt led all schools with
18 alumni to appear on MLB rosters in 2024, including the IL.

« Martin made his debut with the Twins on March 30, Leiter with the
Rangers on April 18, Ferguson with the A's on May 7, Rocker with
the Rangers on Sept. 12 and Eder with the White Sox on Sept. 17.

« With Eder’s debut, 36 former Commodores have made their MLB
debuts since Tim Corbin’s first season at Vandy in 2003.
