Much of Georgia’s production has come either in a hurry or while standing still.

The Bulldogs lead the country in fastbreak points (20.9 ppg) and are No. 25 free throws made
(18.4 ppg). That equates to roughly 43.6 percent (39.3 of 90.2 ppg) of Georgia’s offensive output.

Georgia’s scoring has been consistent. In 54 halves of hoops, the Bulldogs scored 40 or more
points 41 times, with 11 50-point periods and three segments of 60 or more points.

Georgia played 102 games in Mike White's first three seasons in Athens. The Bulldogs reached
90 points nine times and 100 points twice. In 27 games this season, Georgia has topped 90 points
in 13 outings and surpassed the century mark in a school-record seven contests.
