• SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK presented by Allstate: CoƟ e 
McMahon once again had a pair of excellent ouƟ ngs this 
week, leading Ole Miss to big wins over No. 5 Vanderbilt 
and Auburn in neutral site games in Birmingham. Against 
the Commodores, McMahon led the team with 27 points 
and three assists, along with four rebounds. 11 of her points 
came from the free throw line where she went nearly 
perfect on the night. With the win, McMahon has led the 
Rebels to a pair of victories against top fi ve opponents this 
season, the other being against No. 5 Oklahoma earlier in 
January. The Rebels have accomplished this team feat only 
twice before in program history, last Ɵ me being during 
the 1995-96 season. Against the Tigers, McMahon led the 
Rebels’ in scoring once again, contribuƟ ng 20 points to the 
cause. On the season, McMahon has 13 games north of 20 
points, which Ɵ es three Rebels for the 11th-most 20-plus 
point games in a single season by any Rebel. She’s one game 
away from tying her personal career high in single season 
20-plus point games, which she set at her previous school. 
She added seven rebounds and two steals. With McMa-
hon’s help, Ole Miss is now off  to the best start in the coach 
YoleƩ  McPhee-McCuin era at 19-4. 

• SEC FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK presented by Allstate: 
Madison Francis averaged 14.5 points, 9.5 rebounds, 2.5 
assists, 2.0 blocks and 1.5 steals last week for Mississippi 
State and helped guide Mississippi State to their fi rst ranked 
road win since 2020 against the Tennessee Lady Vols. In the 
midweek matchup against the Lady Vols, Francis fi nished 
with 12 points, 10 rebounds, three assists, three blocks and 
a steal. The contest marked Francis’ sixth double-double 
of the season, which Ɵ ed the most of any SEC freshman 
throughout the season, and was the third Ɵ me she re-
corded three blocks alongside a double-double, which also 
leads all SEC freshmen. Francis has now collected three or 
more blocks in 12 games, the second most of any player in 
the conference. Francis scored 17 points and fi nished a re-
bound shy of her second double-double of the week. She 
knocked down a career-high three three-pointers in the 
contest at a 50 percent clip. The contest marked her 16th 
Ɵ me in double-fi gures, the second-most of any freshman in 

the conference.

SEC Tournament 
Beginning with its incepƟ on and through 1986, the tournament was held at campus sites. 
The tournament was then sent to Albany, Ga., which served as the site for six years from 
1987-92. The tournament then moved to ChaƩ anooga, Tenn., where it was held from 
1993-2000, with the excepƟ on of 1998 when the tournament moved to Columbus, Ga.

Since 2001 the tournament has enjoyed many new sites, including Memphis (2001), 
Nashville (2002, 2004, 2008, 2011, 2012, 2018, 2022), LiƩ le Rock, Ark. (2003, 2006, 2009, 
2015), Greenville, S.C. (2005, 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020, 2021, 2023, 2024, 2025, 2026), 
Duluth, Ga. (2007, 2010, 2013, 2014) and Jacksonville, Fla. (2016). 

The conference announced a three-year extension with Greenville, S.C. to host the SEC 
Women’s Basketball Tournament in through 2028. 

The winner of the tournament receives the league’s automaƟ c bid to the NCAA Tourna-
ment. 

The event has helped set the stage for SEC teams in the NCAA Tournament, as 32 of the 
conference tournament champions have advanced to at least the Sweet 16. The SEC Tour-
nament Champion has failed to win at least one NCAA Tournament game only twice.

Tennessee leads the league with 17 SEC Tournament Ɵ tles. South Carolina is second with 
nine, Vanderbilt has six, while Auburn, Georgia, each have four. LSU has two with Ken-
tucky, Mississippi State and Texas A&M having each won one SEC Tournament champion-
ship.

Tie-Break Procedures
Teams will be seeded No. 1 through No. 16 in the SEC Women’s Basketball Tournament 
bracket based upon the final regular season Conference standings. 

Teams that finished No. 1 through No. 4 in the final regular season standings shall receive 
first and second-round byes and teams that finish No. 5 through No. 8 will receive first-
round byes. 

For the purpose of seeding, if an institution is precluded from participating in the tourna-
ment, such institution will automatically be seeded last. The No. 9 seed will then receive a 
bye. However, for the purpose of breaking ties, that team will remain where it finished in 
the regular-season standings BEFORE being seeded last.

1. Two-Team Tie: The following procedure will be used in the following order until the tie 
is broken:
 A. Won-lost results of head-to-head competition between the two teams.
 B. Won-lost percentage of the two teams versus the highest seed (and  proceeding   
  through the lowest seed, if necessary).
 C. Won-lost results in road Conference games.
 D. Head-to-head point differential (points scored minus points allowed) between the  
  two tied teams.
 E. Winning percentage against all Quad 1 Division I opponents.
 F. Winning percentage against all Quad 2 Division I opponents.
 G. NCAA NET ranking (most recent available NET ranking before the conference 
  tournament).

2. Three-Team Tie (or more): When three or more teams are tied, the following procedure 
will be used in the following order until the tie is broken. If two teams remain tied after a 
tiebreaker provision, the two-team tiebreaker formula will be used:
 A. Best winning percentage of games played among the tied teams (Example:  Team A  
  is 3-1, Team B is 2-2 and Team C is 1-3 – Team A would be seeded highest, Team B  
  second-highest and Team C lowest of the three).
 B. Best winning percentage of the tied teams versus the highest seed (and proceeding  
  through the lowest seed, if necessary).
 C. Won-lost results in road Conference games. 
 D. Head-to-head point differential (points scored minus points allowed) between the  
  two tied teams.
 E. Winning percentage against all Quad 1 Division I opponents.
 F. Winning percentage against all Quad 2 Division I opponents.
 G. NCAA NET ranking (most recent available NET ranking before the conference 
  tournament).
