>> Vandy enters the 2026 NCAA Tournament as 
the No. 2 seed and sports a 27-4 overall record 
and a 13-3 mark in SEC games. The Commo-
dores are ranked No. 6 in both the Associated 
Press top 25 and the USA Today/WBCA coaches 
poll. Vandy’s 27 wins set a school record for 
most regular-season wins, while the 13 SEC wins 
also set a school record for the most conference 
wins in a season.

>> The Commodores are the No. 2 seed in the 
Fort Worth 1 Region. It is the first time since 
the 2006-07 season that Vanderbilt has been a 
top-two seed in the NCAA Tournament. It is the 
fourth time Vandy has been a No. 2 seed in the 
NCAA Tournament, as the Commodores are 5-3 
in March Madness contests as a two seed.

>> The Dores are hosting NCAA Tournament 
games at Memorial Gym for the first time since 
the 2011-12 campaign. Vanderbilt is 14-2 all-
time in NCAA Tournament games played on its 
home court.

>> Vanderbilt is making its 30th NCAA Tourna-
ment appearance in program history. It is the 
12th-most March Madness appearances in NCAA 
history, while it is the fifth-most bids by an SEC 
team. It is the third-straight season Vandy has 
earned an at-large bid, which is the longest 
stretch for the program since earning 15-straight 
bids from 1999-2014.

>> It will be the second time that Vanderbilt 
and High Point have faced off on the hardwood, 
while it will be the school’s first March Madness 
meeting. The Commodores scored a 70-54 
victory over the Panthers at Memorial Gym on 
Dec. 4, 2011.

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BLAKES SEC PLAYER OF THE YEAR/GALVAN SEC FRESHMAN OF THE YEAR

The nation’s best backcourt was honored with a pair of individual SEC postseason awards 
on Tuesday, as the league office announced that Mikayla Blakes has been named SEC 
Player of the Year and Aubrey Galvan was selected as SEC Freshman of the Year.

Blakes becomes the school’s second SEC Player of the Year winner, joining Chantelle 
Anderson, who won the award in 2001-02. Galvan is the fourth Dore to be named SEC 
Freshman of the Year, as she is the second-straight Vandy player to win the award.

In addition to their individual awards, Blakes was named first-team All-SEC for the second 
consecutive season, while Galvan earned a spot on the All-SEC freshman team.

With head coach Shea Ralph’s selection as SEC Coach of the Year, Vanderbilt becomes 
just the fourth school to have an SEC Coach of the Year, SEC Player of the Year, and a SEC 
Freshman of the Year winner in the same season. as the Commodores join Tennessee 
(1997-98, 2010-11, 2012-13), Kentucky (2009-10) and South Carolina (2013-14). 

MIKAYLA BLAKES – SEC PLAYER OF THE YEAR
Sophomore Mikayla Blakes’ prolific 2025-26 season earned her the school’s second-ever 
SEC Player of the Year honor. She joins Chantelle Anderson, who won the award in 2001-
02, to earn the conference’s top individual honor for a player.

The guard averaged 27.1 points, 4.6 assists and 2.9 steals per game. Blakes shot 46.6 
percent from the floor and held a 36.1 percent success rate from behind the arc in 2025-
26. Her 27.1 points per game led NCAA Division I in scoring, as her 12 games with 30-plus 
points this season were the most by a player in the country.

In addition to her SEC Player of the Year selection, Blakes was named to the All-SEC first 
team for the second-straight season. She becomes just the second Vanderbilt player 
to begin their career with two consecutive All-SEC first team selections, joining Harriet 
Brumfield, who accomplished the feat in 1981-82 and 1982-83.

With her 2025-26 SEC Player of the Year selection, in addition to her 2024-25 SEC 
Freshman of the Year award, Blakes becomes the 13th player in conference history 
to earn both accolades during their career. The Vandy guard becomes the first player 
to accomplish the feat since South Carolina’s Aliyah Boston, while Blakes is the first 
sophomore to win SEC Player of the Year since A’ja Wilson of South Carolina in 2015-16.

Blakes set the SEC ablaze this season. The All-American averaged 30.5 points per game, 
while shooting 46.9 percent from the floor and 39.8 percent from behind the arc in league 
games. The guard had 10 of her 12 30-point efforts in the SEC, which includes a season-
high 38 points at Mississippi State on Jan. 15. Blakes scored double-digits in every game 
this season and is currently riding a 49-game double-digit scoring streak, which is the 
longest active streak in the SEC and third-longest in NCAA Division I.

The Somerset, New Jersey, native has been racking up the awards in 2025-26. Blake has 
been named the SEC Player of the Week a school-record six times this season, while she 
has been selected as the AP National Player of the Year on two occasions. She has been 
selected to the USBWA Ann Meyers Drysdale National Players of the Week team four times 
this season. Additionally, Blakes is a finalist for the Naismith Trophy Player of the Year, the 
Wooden Award, the Naismith Defensive Player of the Year, and the Ann Meyers Drysdale 
Shooting Guard of the Year Award.

AUBREY GALVAN – SEC FRESHMAN OF THE YEAR
Aubrey Galvan broke onto the scene in her first season at the collegiate level, as the point 
guard earned the school’s fourth SEC Freshman of the Year award. Galvan is the second-
straight Commodore to earn the honor, as Mikayla Blakes captured the accolade last 
season.

The freshman averaged 12.9 points, 5.9 assists and 2.7 steals per game and held a 2.6 
assist-to-turnover ratio. Galvan led all freshmen nationally in assists (178) and assists per 
game (5.9), while her 81 steals were the most by a Power 4 freshman and ranked fourth 
overall.

The point guard was the only SEC freshman to score 30 points in a game this season, as 
she dropped 30 points on No. 10/11 Oklahoma at Memorial Gymnasium on Feb. 9. Galvan 
brought her best against ranked teams, as she averaged 17.9 points and 3.8 assists and 2.3 
steals per game against top-25 foes.

Galvan had 5-plus assists in 20 games and recorded four games with 20-plus points this 
season. She handed out 10-plus assists in three games and had two double-doubles via 
points and assists. The Deerfield, Illinois, native got her collegiate career off to a historic 
start, as she became the first NCAA player this century to open her career with back-to-back 
games with 7-plus assists and 7-plus rebounds.

The point guard was named SEC Freshman of the Week five times this season. She 
averaged 14.8 points, 5.1 assists and 2.4 steals per game in SEC play. Galvan scored double-
digit points in 11 games, while three of her 20-plus point performances came in league 
play.

Galvan joins Blakes (2024-25), Donna Harris (1989-90) and Wendy Scholtens (1987-88) as 
the only Commodores to be voted as SEC Freshman of the Year by the league’s coaches.
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SHEA RALPH COACH OF THE YEAR

The 13 SEC wins set the school record for most conference victories in a season and earned 
the No. 2 seed in the 2026 SEC Tournament, as Vanderbilt posted its highest finish in the 
SEC standings since 2008-09.

Meanwhile, the 27 victories are the most in a regular season in school history, while it is the 
fifth-most overall for a Vanderbilt women’s basketball team. The 27 wins are the most for 
the Dores since the 2006-07 season, when Vandy won 28 games.

Ralph developed the nation’s best backcourt this season. Sophomore guard Mikayla Blakes 
was named the 2025-26 SEC Player of the Year, while first-year point guard Aubrey Galvan 
was selected as SEC Freshman of the Year. Additionally, Blakes has been named a first-team 
All-American by USBWA, ESPN, The Athletic and The Sporting News.

Vanderbilt went a perfect 16-0 at Memorial Gym this season, marking the first time in 
program history that the Commodores went undefeated at home in a regular season. The 
Commodores opened 2025-26 by winning a school-record 20-straight games. Vanderbilt 
posted seven wins against ranked foes this season, the most in a regular season since 
1995-96.

Shea Ralph was named the 2025-26 SEC Coach of the Year, the league office announced 
on March 3. Ralph becomes the first Vanderbilt head coach to win SEC Coach of the Year 
after guiding the Commodores to a school-record 27 regular-season wins and a program-
best 13 SEC wins.

Vanderbilt was well-represented in the 2025-26 SEC postseason awards, as in addition 
to Ralph’s SEC Coach of the Year award, Mikayla Blakes was selected as SEC Player of the 
Year and Aubrey Galvan earned SEC Freshman of the Year honors.

It is just the sixth time in SEC history that the same school won the league’s Coach of the 
Year, Player of the Year and Freshman of the Year awards in the same season. Vanderbilt 
becomes the fourth SEC to accomplish the feat, joining Tennessee (1997-98, 2010-11, 
2012-13), Kentucky (2009-10) and South Carolina (2013-14). 

Ralph is the first Commodore head coach to receive the USBWA National Coach of the Year 
award since 1992-93, when Jim Foster earned the award after leading the Commodores to 
the Final Four. It is the fourth National Coach of the Year award for Ralph this postseason, 
as she also earned the distinction from ESPN, The Athletic and The Sporting News.

In her fifth season at the helm in the Music City, Ralph took a Vanderbilt team that 
returned just one starter from a season ago and led the Commodores to their most 
successful regular season in school history in 2025-26. She guided Vandy to a 27-4 overall 
record and a 13-3 mark in SEC games. The Dores concluded the SEC regular season tied 
for second place, matching the best conference finish in program history.

Ralph guided Vanderbilt to a top-five ranking in both the AP top 25 and the USA Today/
WBCA coaches poll for the first time since the 2001-02 season. The Commodores spent 
five weeks inside the top five, while Vanderbilt has been ranked in the top 10 in both polls 
for 11 consecutive weeks heading into the 2026 NCAA Tournament.

Vanderbilt earned a No. 2 seed in the 2026 NCAA Tournament, as Memorial Gymnasium 
will host games in the first two rounds. It is the first time the Commodores have been a 
No. 2 seed in the NCAA Tournament since 2006-07, while Memorial Gym will be hosting 
March Madness contests for the first time since the 2011-12 campaign.
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GAME COVERAGE
Saturday’s contest airs live across the country on ESPNEWS at 6 p.m. CT with Jay Alter 
and Kim Adams on the call. Fans can listen to Jake Lyman locally on 94.9 The Fan and the 
Vanderbilt Commodores app outside of Nashville.

NATIONAL RANKINGS
The Commodores sit at No. 6 in both the Associated Press top 25 and the USA Today/
WBCA Coaches poll this week. Vandy has been in the top 10 in both polls each of the last 11 
weeks, which is the longest stretch since a 20-week streak between the 2000-01 and 2001-02 
seasons. This season marks the first time since the 2001-02 campaign that the Dores have 
been ranked in the top 10 in both major college women’s basketball polls.

BLAKES CLOSING IN ON SINGLE-SEASON SCORING RECORD
Sophomore guard Mikayla Blakes is 19 points away from breaking Wendy Scholtens’ 
Vanderbilt single-season scoring record of 855 points. Blakes enters Saturday’s NCAA 
Tournament first round contest with 837 points scored this season, which is the second-
most in a season in program history, and third-most by an SEC player in the NCAA era (post 
1981-82).

ROLLING IN THE NATIONAL AWARDS
Both sophomore guard Mikayla Blakes and head coach Shea Ralph have been racking up 
the postseason awards.

Blakes has been named a first-team All-American by the Associated Press, USBWA, USA 
Today, The Sporting News, ESPN and The Athletic. Blakes is on the Wooden Award National 
Ballot, while she is a Wade Trophy finalist and a Naismith Player of the Year Semifinalist.

Ralph has been named the National Coach of the Year from the USBWA, The Sporting News, 
ESPN and The Athletic. She is the second Vanderbilt women’s basketball head coach to earn 
National Coach of the Year honors, as she joins Jim Foster who earned the award in 1992-93.

VANDERBILT CLAIMS MULTIPLE SEC POSTSEASON AWARDS
Vanderbilt was well-represented in the SEC postseason awards on Tuesday, as head coach 
Shea Ralph was named SEC Coach of the Year, Mikayla Blakes earned SEC Player of the Year 
and Aubrey Galvan was selected as SEC Freshman of the Year. It is just the sixth time in SEC 
history that the same team won all three individual conference awards and the first since 
the 2013-14 campaign when South Carolina accomplished the feat.

Ralph’s selection marks the first time in program history that a Vanderbilt head coach was 
named SEC Coach of the Year, as she earned the distinction from both the league’s coaches 
and USA Today. Blakes becomes the second Commodore player to win SEC Player of the 
Year and the first since Chantelle Anderson in 2001-02. Galvan is the second-straight Vandy 
player to win SEC Freshman of the Year, while it is the school’s fourth overall winner.

ALL-AMERICAN STATUS ACHIEVED
Vanderbilt women’s basketball sophomore Mikayla Blakes has been named a first-team All-
American by the AP, USBWA, The Sporting News, ESPN, The Athletic and USA Today. Blakes 
becomes the first Commodore to earn a first-team All-American distinction in 23 seasons. 
The sophomore becomes just the 11th Vanderbilt women’s basketball player to be named 
a first-team All-American by a women’s basketball publication. Blakes is the first Vanderbilt 
women’s basketball player since Chantelle Anderson in 2002-03 to earn a first-team All-
American recognition.

WINNING AT HOME
Vanderbilt has won 17-straight games at Memorial Gym dating back to the 2024-25 season. 
The Commodores are 71-21 at home under head coach Shea Ralph, and 40-9 at home since 
the start of the 2023-24 season.

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PLAYER QUICK NOTES

BALANCED SCORING
Vanderbilt has had three or more players score double-digit points in 28 of its 31 games this season. The last occurrence came on March 6 when the 
Commodores had three players record double-figure points in the 78-89 loss vs. Ole Miss in the SEC Tournament quarterfinals.

COLLECTING TOP-25 WINS
Vandy has posted seven wins over a top-25-ranked team this season. It is the the first time since 2000-01, while it is the first time in accomplishing the 
feat in the regular season since 1995-96.

30-FOR-30-FOR-30-FOR-30-FOR-30
Sophomore Mikayla Blakes had five-straight 30-point performances against ranked teams from Feb. 5 to Feb. 26. The Vanderbilt guard is only the 
second NCAA Division I player this century to have five-straight 30-point games against ranked teams in the same season, joining Iowa's Megan 
Gustafson (6; 2018-19). Blakes has 12 total 30-point games this season, making her the first SEC player this century to accomplish the feat.

ROAD WARRIORS
The Commodores are 11-4 in road and neutral site games this season. Vanderbilt is 15-9 in SEC road games since the start of the 2023-24 season. Vandy 
won a program record six road games in 2023-24. Overall, Vanderbilt is 22-10 in true road games over the last three seasons. 

TOUGH STRETCH
Vanderbilt closed out the 2025-26 regular season playing a ranked team in eight of the final 11 games, while they played two teams receiving votes in 
that stretch. Vandy went 7-3 against top-25 teams this season, with three victories over top-10 teams. The seven wins over ranked teams this season 
are the most for the Dores since the 2000-01 campaign.

DORES PUTTING UP THE POINTS
Vanderbilt is putting up 84.7 points per game, which is the eighth-highest scoring average in the nation, and fifth-best in the SEC.  The Dores have 
scored 85-plus points in 17 games this season, while they’ve eclipsed the 80-point plateau in 22 games. 
On Dec. 28, Vandy posted a 109-50 win over Stonehill, as the 109 points are the most the Dores have scored in a game under head coach Shea Ralph. 
On Feb. 9, the Commodores posted a 102-86 win over No. 10/11 Oklahoma.

RALPH COACHING CAREER AT VANDERBILT
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DORE NOTES
TV READY
Vanderbilt has played in 13 nationally televised games during the 2025-26 
season. Vanderbilt plays on ESPN, ESPN2, or ESPNU a total of eight times 
and will have five games on SEC Network in 2025-26. The Dores played 
once on FOX for the Coretta Scott King Classic on Jan. 19.

MULTIPLE TOP-10 WINS
Vanderbilt collected four wins over top-10 teams this season. It marked 
the first time since 2008-09 that Vandy has knocked off multiple top-10 
teams, which also happened four times that season.

RECEIVING HIGH MARKS NATIONALLY
Vanderbilt ranks in the top 25 nationally in nine different categories. 
That includes 3-pointers per game (5th; 9.7), assists per game (7th; 19.2), 
assist-to-turnover ratio (6th; 1.47), scoring margin (11th; 19.2), turnover 
margin (11th; 7.35), scoring offense (8th; 84.7), field goal percentage 
(16th; 46.9), 3-point percentage (13th; 36.4) and 3-point attempts per 
game (16th; 26.6).

SACHA & MIKAYLA MOVING UP THE VANDY SCORING LIST
Graduate Sacha Washington and sophomore Mikayla Blakes are 
each climbing up the Vanderbilt all-time scoring list this season. The 
Commodore duo are just one of two sets of teammates in the SEC to have 
scored 1,000-plus career points, joining LSU who has three players.
Blakes, who became the fastest Commodore to score 1,000 career points 
earlier this season (42 gms), is 11th on Vandy’s all-time scoring list with 
1,582 points. She needs 12 points to move Heidi Gillingham (1,593; 1991-
94) 606 12th on the list and 13 points to move into 10th, which is held 
by Jasmine Lister (1,618; 2011-14). Blakes is 26 points away from ninth, 
which is held by Barbara Brackman (1,631; 1982-85).
Washington is currently 23rd on Vanderbilt’s all-time scoring list with 
1,327 points. She needs six points to move past to move past Merideth 
Marsh (1,332; 2007-10) for 22nd and 56 points to into 21st, which is held 
by assistant coach Ashley Earley (1,382; 2002-05).

STARTERS OUTPUT
Vandy's starters average 69.1 points per game. The Commodore starting 
five of Mikayla Blakes, Aubrey Galvan, Justine Pissott, Ndjakalenga 
Mwenentanda and Sacha Washington make up 81.6 percent of 
Vanderbilt's scoring this season.

On Jan. 8, all five Vanderbilt starters scored 15-plus points on the 
99-68 win over Missouri. It marks the first time this century that the 
Commodores have had all five starters register 15 or more points in 
a game. It is only the second occurrence in the SEC since 1999-00, as 
Arkansas also accomplished the feat against Florida on Jan. 5, 2023.

SHOWING RANGE
Vanderbilt ranks fifth in the nation and leads the SEC in made 3-pointers 
per game at 9.7, while its 36.4 percent 3-point field goal percentage is 
13th-best in the country.

TALL DORES
Vanderbilt has eight players who are 6-2 or taller on its 2025-25 season, 
with the tallest player being 6-6 center Aalyah Del Rosario. The 2025-26 
Commodores hold an average height of 6-1, a growth spurt of four inches 
compared to their team average height of 5-10 from a season ago.
The increase in height on the roster has allowed the Dores to rank 71st in 
the NCAA in blocks per game at 3.9.

PLAYER  NOTES - MIKAYLA BLAKES 
BLAKES’ SCORING STREAK
Sophomore Mikayla Blakes heads into the NCAA Tournament first round 
riding a 50-game double-digit scoring streak. It is the second-longest 
streak by a Commodore since 1999-00. Only Vanderbilt’s all-time leading 
scorer, Chantelle Anderson, has had a longer streak, as she registered 
52-straight games with 10-plus points during the 2001-02 and 2002-03 
seasons.
Blakes’ 50-game double-digit scoring streak is the third-longest active 
double-digit scoring streak in NCAA Division I, while it is the longest streak 
in the SEC.
ELITE SCORER
Sophomore Mikayla Blakes’ career scoring average of 25.1 points per 
game is not only tops among all active SEC players, but with Southern 
Cal’s JuJu Watkins missing this season due to injury, the Vanderbilt guard 
currently holds the highest career scoring average amongst all active 
NCAA Division I players.

ANOTHER TOP-10 PERFORMANCE FOR BLAKES
All-American Mikayla Blakes’ 37-point effort at Kentucky on Feb. 8 marked 
the 10th-most points scored in a contest in Vanderbilt history. It is the 
sophomore’s fourth top-10 scoring performance during her time at Vandy, 
as she holds the school record for most points scored in a game with 55 
at Auburn on Feb. 16, 2025, and her 53 points at Florida on Jan. 30, 2025, 
rank second-most in school history. Her 38 points at Mississippi State on 
Jan. 15 ranks ninth.

MIKAYLA’S RECORD-SETTING 1,000 POINTS
Sophomore Mikayla Blakes became the fastest Vanderbilt and SEC 
women’s basketball player in the NCAA era to score 1,000 career points 
with a 28-point outing against Virginia on Dec. 3. Blakes accomplished the 
feat in 42 games, breaking the previous school record of 57 games held by 
Chantelle Anderson.
The Vanderbilt All-American is the ninth NCAA women’s basketball player 
to score 1,000 career points in 42 games or fewer since the 1981-82 season. 
Overall, Blakes is the 13th women’s college basketball player to reach the 
1,000-point plateau in 42 games or less.

PLAYER  NOTES - AUBREY GALVAN 
AUBREY THE BALLER
Freshman Aubrey Galvan has made an immediate impact on Vanderbilt, 
as the 5-6 point guard leads all NCAA Division I freshmen in assists (182) 
and assist per game (5.9), and leads all Power 4 frosh in steals (82) and 
steals per game (2.6). The Deerfield, Illinois, native ranks in the top 40 
nationally in assists (17th), assists per game (16th) and steals (40th).
30-POINT OUTING
Freshman Aubrey Galvan scored career-high 30 points in the 102-86 win 
over No. 10/11 Oklahoma on Feb. 9. Galvan's 30 points vs. the Sooners are 
the most points a freshman has scored in an SEC contest this season. She 
is one of three SEC freshman to have a 30-point outing this season, while 
Galvan is one of 17 freshmen this season to score 30-plus points in a game.

INSTANT SUCCESS
Galvan is the first NCAA Division I women’s basketball player since at least 
1999-00 to register 7-plus assists and 7-plus rebounds in back-to-back 
games to begin her career. She dished out seven assists and pulled down 
nine rebounds vs. California in her collegiate debut in Paris, France, on 
Nov. 3, then had eight assists and seven rebounds vs. Furman on Nov. 10.
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DORE NOTES
RECORD-SETTING PERFORMANCE
Galvan dished out 15 assists vs. Tennessee State set the Vanderbilt 
freshman record for most assists in a game, while her nine steals tied the 
school's freshman single-game record. 
Galvan's 15 helpers against the Tigers are tied for second-most in a game in 
school history, matching Ashley Smith's 15 assists on Nov. 29, 1998, against 
Hampton. Galvan’s nine steals vs. TSU equaled Deborah Denton’s record set 
against New Mexico State on Jan. 4, 1987.

AUBREY IN PARIS
Freshman Aubrey Galvan flirted with a triple-double in her Vanderbilt 
debut, as the 5-6 guard collected nine rebounds, seven points and seven 
assists against California in Paris.
Galvan’s nine rebounds are the most by a Commodore freshman in their 
debut since Koi Love’s 10-carom effort against Jacksonville State on Nov. 5, 
2019. 
Her seven assists are the most by a Vanderbilt freshman in their debut since 
Minta Spears had seven assists against Mississippi Valley State on Nov. 15, 
2015. 

PLAYER  NOTES - JUSTINE PISSOTT 
SHARP SHOOTER
Senior Justine Pissott leads the SEC with 89 made 3-pointers, which also 
is 18th-most in the nation. Her 2.87 3-pointers per game is first in the SEC, 
while it ranks 17th in NCAA Division I. Pissott's 42.2 percent success rate 
from behind the arc is second-best in the SEC and ranks 19th in the nation
JUSTINE’S NOT JUST A SHOOTER
Though known for her sharp-shooting ability, senior Justine Pissott has 
shown that she is much more than that this season. The 6-4 guard is 
averaging career bests this season in rebounds (4.5), assists (2.4) and blocks 
(0.8).

GOING OUT ON A HIGH NOTE
Pissott is averaging career-highs this season in scoring (11.4 ppg), 
rebounding (4.6 rpg), assists (2.4 apg), 3-pointers made (89), 3-point field 
goal percentage (42.2%), field goal percentage (43.9%), blocks (24) and 
steals (13). The 6-4 guard has scored a career-high 25 points vs. Texas 
Southern on Dec. 20, while she has had three outings this season with 20-
plus points.

JUSTINE’S BIG THANKSGIVING WEEKEND
Senior Justine Pissott had a massive Thanksgiving weekend at the Paradise 
Jam, as the 6-4 guard was selected to the Island Division All-Tournament 
team after averaging 17.5 points, 8.0 rebounds and 3.0 assists in a pair of 
wins to help the Dores win the Paradise Jam Island Division. She hit nine 
3-pointers in total in the U.S. Virgin Islands and shot an even 50 percent 
from behind the arc.
Pissott recorded her first career double-double in Game 2 at the Paradise 
Jam, as she tallied 18 points to go along with a personal-best 10 rebounds in 
a victory over BYU.

PLAYER  NOTES - MISCELLANEOUS 
CAREER-BEST SEASON
A total of three Vandy upperclassmen are having career-best seasons 
in 2025-26. Senior Justine Pissott (11.4 ppg), graduate Ndjakalenga 
Mwenentanda (7.0 ppg) and junior Aiyana Mitchell (6.0 ppg) are all posting 
career-high scoring averages this season.

JADA BROWN FROM DOWNTOWN
Senior Jada Brown has been a spark plug in a reserve role for Vandy this 
season, as she has hit a team-best 21 3-point field goals off the bench. 

NDJAKALENGA LIGHTS UP FROM DEEP
Graduate Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda has found her stroke from behind 
the arc to begin her lone season as a Commodore, as the Texas has made 
18 3-pointers this season after only making seven during her entire 103-
game career at Texas. Mwenentanda hit a career-high three 3-point field 
goals at No. 2/2 South Carolina on Jan. 25.

WASHINGTON BREAKS INTO THE TOP 10
Graduate Sacha Washington recently broke into the top 10 in school 
history in both career rebound and blocks. Washington currently is fifth on 
Vanderbilt’s all-time rebounding (947) list and eighth in the career blocks 
(129) lists. 
The 6-2 forward leads all active SEC players in rebounds, while she is the 
only active SEC player to amass over 1,300 points, 900 rebounds and 100 
blocks in their career.

MITCH’S BREAKOUT
Junior Aiyana Mitchell has enjoy a breakout to open the 2025-26 season, 
as the 6-4 forward is averaging a career-best 6.3 points and 4.5 per game 
off the bench. Mitchell opened the season with three-straight double-digit 
scoring performances and scored a career-high 16 points vs. Stonehill on 
Dec. 28.

RETURNING TO THE GARDEN STATE
The Coretta Scott King Classic was a homecoming for a pair of 
Commodores, as senior Justine Pissott and sophomore Mikayla Blakes 
returned to their home state. Pissott is a Tom Rivers, New Jersey, native 
and had an illustrious prep career at Red Bank Catholic High School in Red 
Bank. Blakes is from Somerset, New Jersey, and had a standout career at 
Rutgers Prep in Franklin Township.
The Garden State talents earned McDonald’s All-American honors during
their prep careers. Both were five-star recruits and ranked inside the top-
12 in the ESPNW/HoopGurlz Top 100 in their respective classes.

DOUBLE TROUBLE AGAINST THE LADY TIGERS
Graduate Sacha Washington and freshman Aubrey Galvan each had 
a double-double in Sunday’s 99-43 victory over Tennessee State. 
Washington posted her second double-double of the season with a 
13-point, 10-rebound effort against the Lady Tigers, while Galvan flirted 
with a triple-double, as she scored 16 points to go along with 15 assists 
and nine steals. It marked the first time a pair of Commodores had a 
double-double in the same game since Dec. 14, 2024, against Evansville.
WASHINGTON’S DOUBLE-DOUBLE IN CLARKSVILLE
Graduate Sacha Washington recorded a double-double in the win at 
Austin Peay, as the 6-2 forward scored 10 points and pulled down 10 
rebounds. It is Washington’s 23rd career double-double at Vanderbilt, 
while it is her first since March 20, 2024, after she missed last season due to 
a medical condition.

MITCH’S DOUBLE-DOUBLE OFF THE BENCH IN PARIS
Junior Aiyana Mitchell collected her first career double-double in the 
2025-26 season-opening win over California. The 6-4 forward scored a 
personal-best 12 points pulled down 10 rebounds and had three assists, 
blocks and steals each in a career-high 25 minutes off the bench. Mitchell 
is the first Commodore to register a double-double in a reserve role since 
Leilani Kapinus had an 11-rebound, 10-point effort against Evansville on 
Dec. 14, 2024.
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DORE NOTES
TEAM  NOTES - MISCELLANEOUS  
WELL-TRAVELED COMMODORES
Vanderbilt opened the 2025-26 season with a long excursion, as the 
Commodores endured a 10-day stretch from Oct. 26 to Nov. 4 where they 
traveled roughly 9,458 miles.
The Commodores began the season playing in a pair of premier women’s
basketball events. Vandy defeated Memphis, 104-68, in an exhibition 
game at the FedExForum for the 2025 Hoops for St. Jude® Tip Off Classic. 
After making the 424-mile round-trip to Memphis, the Dores traveled 
roughly 9,000 miles round-trip to Paris, France for Oui-Play Paris 2025. 
The Dores spent Oct. 29-Nov. 4 in the City of Light, and knocked off 
California, 74-65, on Nov. 3. 

SECURING A TOP-FIVE WIN
Vanderbilt collected its first win over a consensus top-five team in 18 
seasons when the Dores knocked off then-No. 5/5 LSU, 65-61, at Memorial 
Gymnasium on Jan. 4.
The last time Vandy beat a team placed inside the top five in both major 
college women’s basketball polls came during the 2008-09 season, when 
Vandy beat No. 3/3 Auburn, 73-70, at Memorial Gym on Feb. 19, 2009.

A RANKED MATCHUP ON WEST END
The Jan. 4 contest between then  No. 12/11 Vanderbilt and then-No. 5/5 
LSU marked the first time a ranked Vanderbilt team has hosted a ranked 
opponent at Memorial Gym since the 2013-14 season. The last time took 
place on Feb. 2, 2014, when the No. 16/18 Commodores defeated No. 
17/15 Texas A&M, 71-59.
Additionally, it was the first top-15 women’s basketball matchup at 
Memorial Gym since 2006-07, when No. 12/12 Vanderbilt posted a 68-58 
victory over No. 7/7 LSU on Feb. 22, 2007. 

SEC HOME OPENERS
Vanderbilt is 18-5 all-time in SEC home openers. The Commodores are 
4-1 under Shea Ralph in the first conference home game of the season. 
Vanderbilt has won three-straight SEC home openers.

NONCONFERENCE DOMINATION
The Commodores are 63-19 against nonconference foes in the Ralph era. 
Vanderbilt has won 20 consecutive regular-season games against non-
SEC teams.

TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS AT HOME AGAINST NONCONFERENCE
The Dores have won 28-straight nonconference home games dating back 
to the 2022-23 season. Vanderbilt is 41-3 inside Memorial Gym against 
non-league teams under head coach Shea Ralph. Overall, Vandy is 55-21 
at home under Ralph’s direction. 

PRESEASON  NOTES 
ELITE SCORER RETURNS
Vanderbilt sophomore Mikayla Blakes returns the fourth-highest scoring 
average in all of NCAA Division I, as last year’s USBWA Tamika Catchings 
National Freshman of the Year returns 23.3 points per game from a 
season ago. Blakes is also the top returning scorer among all returning 
SEC players this season.

PRESEASON  NOTES  (CONT.)   
WELCOME BACK SACHA
Vanderbilt graduate Sacha Washington played in her first official game 
for the Commodores in 591 days in Paris after she redshirted the 2024-

25 campaign due to a medical condition. The 6-2 forward registered 10 
points, eight rebounds and a team-high four steals in 27 minutes of action. 
It was her 50th career game with 10 points or more.

SEC PROJECTIONS
Expectations are high for the Commodores coming into the 2025-26 
season, as the Commodores had their highest placement in the preseason 
SEC polls under Shea Ralph. Vanderbilt was selected to finish seventh in 
the preseason SEC media poll, while the league’s coaches projected an 
eighth-place finish for the Dores. Vanderbilt has posted back-to-back non-
losing campaigns in SEC play, winning a total of 17 conference games over 
the last two seasons.
Sophomore Mikayla Blakes earned preseason first-team All-SEC honors 
from both the coaches and media. The guard is the top returning scorer in 
the SEC this season, as she averaged 23.3 points per game as a freshman a 
season ago. 

ONE OF THE SEC’S BEST RETURNS
Graduate Sacha Washington returns to action after missing the 2024-25 
campaign with a medical issue. Now with a clean bill of health, the 6-2 
forward looks to pick up where she left off in 2022-23. Washington is the 
only active SEC player to collect over 1,000 points, 700 rebounds, and 100 
blocks in their career.
She became the 41st Commodore to score 1,000 career points during 
Vanderbilt’s 2024 NCAA Tournament run. She comes into the year having 
amassed 1,008 points, 720 rebounds, 108 blocks, and 105 assists in 99 
career games with 72 starts.

2025-26 ROSTER BREAKDOWN
Vanderbilt returns seven players from last season’s squad and rounded 
out the roster with five newcomers. The Commodores also welcomed 
back the return of graduate Sacha Washington after she redshirted last 
season due to a medical condition.
Sophomore Mikayla Blakes is the lone returning starter from last year’s 22-
win team, while Washington has started in 72 career games at Vanderbilt 
and has averaged double-digit points in each of her three seasons at 
Vandy. Along with Blakes, the Commodores bring back Jada Brown, 
Madison Greene, Justine Pissott, Aiyana Mitchell, Aga Makurat and Trinity 
Wilson. 
The Dores brought in a pair of NCAA Division I transfers and three high 
schoolers. Graduate Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda and junior Aalyah Del 
Rosario bring ample March Madness experience, playing in a combined 16 
NCAA Tournament games. Mwenentanda, a 6-2 guard, comes to the Music 
City after a three-year tenure at Texas, where she started for the Longhorns 
in the Sweet 16, Elite 8 and Final Four. Del Rosario, a 6-6 center, transferred 
in from LSU, where she was an All-SEC freshman team selection in 2023-
24.
Freshmen Ava Black, Aubrey Galvan and Monique Williams round out the 
roster. Williams enrolled at Vanderbilt for the 2025 Spring semester and 
practiced with the team. Black and Galvan come to the program with high 
profiles, with Black being ranked as one of New England’s top prospects 
and Galvan being the MaxPreps Illinois Player of the Year.

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MEMORIAL GYMNASIUM

Memorial Gymnasium, the Southeastern 
Conference’s most historic venue for college 
basketball, serves as the home court for the 
Vanderbilt Commodores. Dedicated in 1952 as 
a memorial to all Vanderbilt men and women 
who served in World War II, the arena was built 
as a combination gymnasium and concert hall 
by the late master architect Edwin Keeble.
Decades later, the unique style of Memorial 
Gym—with its benches on the baselines, a 
playing court that sits above portions of the 
crowd and deafening acoustics—continues to 
make the Commodores’ home a dreaded stop 
for opponents. 

“Memorial Magic,” with its capacity crowds, 
overflowing student section and lively pep 
band, have assisted in numerous Commodore 
victories. In the stands, fans across middle 
Tennessee have helped Memorial Gymnasium 
rank among the NCAA’s top 30 attendance 
leaders on numerous occasions.

In all, Memorial Gym has been expanded three 
times. Constructed with a seating capacity 
of 6,583, the University saw its first need to 
increase seating in 1965 with the addition of 
two north-side balconies. Two years later, a 
pair of balancing balconies were erected on 
the south side of the gym and dubbed “The 
Balconies That Clyde Lee Built.”

Capacity has fluctuated throughout the history 
of the building. It reached its highest number 
of 15,646 in 1969 when 4,000 seats were added 
in the east and west ends. When chairback 
seats in the end zones and suites on the north 
side were installed in the late 1990s capacity 
lowered to 14,168. Shortly thereafter, university 
officials removed portions of media press row 
on the south side in an effort to expand the 
student section by nearly 150 seats. Official 
capacity is now 14,326.

Vanderbilt has ranked among the top attendance draws in women’s basketball over the 
years. Here is a year-by-year look at VU’s home attendance figures, including where the 
team has ranked nationally in total attendance since the 1999-00 season:

Shea Ralph was named the sixth head coach in Vander-
bilt women’s basketball history on April 13, 2021. The 
2025-26 campaign marks her fifth season leading the 
Commodores.

Ralph has given the Vanderbilt women’s basketball 
program a resurgence in her short time in the Music 
City. Using her experience as a player and coach at one 
of the premier women’s basketball programs in the na-
tion, Ralph has brought the Commodores back into the 
forefront of the NCAA women’s basketball landscape.

The Fayetteville, North Carolina, native and UConn 
graduate has guided the Dores to the NCAA Tournament 
in 2023-24 and 2024-25. It marks the first time that Van-
derbilt made consecutive March Madness appearances 
since earning 15-straight bids from 1999-2014.

Ralph has gone 73-59 (.553) during her four seasons in the 
Music City, while she is  45-21 (.682) over her last two sea-
sons, which includes 17 victories over SEC teams. Ralph 
has collected four wins over ranked teams at Vanderbilt 
and she is the only Commodore women’s basketball head 
coach to defeat in-state rival Tennessee twice in the same 
season (2024-25).

Ralph recruited and developed Vanderbilt’s first National 
Freshman of the Year recipient, as Mikayla Blakes earned 
the USBWA Tamika Catchings National Freshman of the 
Year Award in 2024-25.

The fourth-year head coach has developed a pair of 
All-Americans at Vanderbilt, with both Mikayla Blakes 
and Khamil Pierre earning All-American status in 2024-25. 
She has coached a total of three All-SEC players (Mikayla 
Blakes (1st – 2024-25), Iyana Moore (2nd -2023-24) and 
Caja Harbison 2nd – 2022-23)) and has had four Commo-
dores named to the All-SEC Freshman Team. Additionally, 
she has had nine student-athletes selected to the SEC 
Academic Honor Roll.

In her fourth season in 2024-25, Ralph guided the   
Commodores to a 22-11 overall record and an 8-8 mark in 
SEC play. She led Vanderbilt to its second-straight NCAA 
Tournament, earning an at-large bid as the No. 7 seed in 
the Birmingham Region 2.

The 22 wins also marked the first time the Commodores 
posted back-to-back 20-win seasons since the 2011-12 
and 2012-13 campaigns. The Dores were ranked in the AP 
Top 25 and the WBCA Coaches Poll for two weeks during 
the 2024-25 regular season, marking the first time since 
2013-14 that the Commodores have been ranked in both 

major polls for multiple weeks. Vanderbilt topped out 
at No. 23 in both polls on Jan. 28.

The Commodores collected three wins over ranked 
teams in 2024-25, which include a pair of wins over 
Tennessee, as Vanderbilt defeated the Lady Vols twice 
in one season for the first time in program history.

Ralph orchestrated one of the biggest turnarounds 
in program history during the 2023-24 season, as the 
Commodores went from being projected last in the SEC 
preseason polls to earning the program’s first bid into 
the NCAA Tournament in 10 seasons.

Vanderbilt went 23-10 in Year 3 under Ralph’s direction, 
as the Commodores made their first appearance in the 
NCAA Tournament since the 2013-14 campaign. The 23 
wins marked an 11-win improvement from a season ago, 
which is the second-largest win improvement from one 
season to the next in program history.

Ralph orchestrated one of the biggest turnarounds 
in program history during the 2023-24 season, as the 
Commodores went from being projected last in the SEC 
preseason polls to earning the program’s first bid into 
the NCAA Tournament in 10 seasons.

Vanderbilt went 23-10 in Year 3 under Ralph’s direction, 
as the Commodores made their first appearance in the 
NCAA Tournament since the 2013-14 campaign. The 23 
wins marked an 11-win improvement from a season ago, 
which is the second-largest win improvement from one 
season to the next in program history.

The Commodores went out and proved the preseason 
prognosticators wrong in 2023-24, as Vandy finished 
sixth in the SEC after being picked 13th in the Presea-
son SEC Coaches Poll and 14th in the Preseason SEC 
Media Poll. The Dores went 9-7 in SEC play and won 
a program-record six road SEC games. The nine SEC 
wins were the most for Vanderbilt since the 2012-13 
campaign. The Commodores earned the No. 6 seed in 
the 2024 SEC Women’s Basketball Tournament, which 
was the program’s highest seed at the SEC Tournament 
since 2011.

Vanderbilt’s at-large bid into the 2024 NCAA Tourna-
ment marked the second time in her three seasons 
that Ralph has led the Commodores to the postseason.

A total of three Commodores earned All-SEC honors 
in Year 3 under Ralph. Iyana Moore made her first 
appearance on the All-SEC second team, while Jordyn 
Cambridge was named to the All-SEC defensive team for 
a school-record third time. Khamil Pierre was named 
to the All-SEC freshman team, making her the third 
Commodore to earn a spot on the team under Ralph, 
joining Moore and Sacha Washington. Pierre was also 
named SEC Freshman of the Week a program record five 
times during the season.

Vanderbilt’s hard-nosed and gritty approach helped the
Commodores become one of the elite defensive teams
in the SEC, as Vandy ranked third in steals per game at 
10.2 steals. The Dores’ 315 steals during the 2023-24 
campaign are the third-most in a season in program 
history.

BLAKES PUTS 40 POINTS ON MEMPHIS
MEMPHIS, Tenn. – Sophomore Mikayla Blakes dropped 40 points on the 
Memphis Tigers at the 2025 Hoops for St. Jude® Tip Off Classic, presented 
by Bad Boy Mowers, as the No. 19/21-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball 
team posted a 104-68 win at the FedExForum in exhibition action on 
Monday.

Blakes, the reigning USBWA Tamika Catching National Freshman of the Year, 
picked up right where she left off in 2024-25. The guard shot a blistering 
60 percent from the field, going 12-of-20 from the floor, including a 5-of-10 
performance from behind the arc. Blakes filled up the stat sheet at the 
FedExForum, as she pulled down eight, had four assists and two steals. Her 
40-point performance on Monday marks the most points scored by a player 
inside the FedExForum since Steph Curry’s 52-point effort on April 1, 2025.

Vandy quickly jumped out to a double-digit lead against the Tigers, as the 
Dores opened the game on a 28-6 run. Vanderbilt held a double-figure 
advantage over the next two and a half quarters, before Memphis went on 
a 16-4 spurt to cut Vanderbilt’s lead to five points with 1:48 remaining in 
the third. The Dores pushed its lead back out to double figures early in the 
fourth quarter, as Vanderbilt scored 42 points in the final stanza to claim a 
36-point win.

Blakes was one of three double-digit scorers for the Commodores against 
the Tigers. She was joined by graduate Sacha Washington, who had a 
double-double with 22 points and 11 rebounds, and senior Justine Pissott, 
who also registered double-double with 11 points and 10 assists and 
connected on three shots from behind the arc. It was Washington’s first 
game action since March 22, 2023, after missing last season due to a medical 
condition.

Vandy shot an even 50 percent from the field on Monday, while holding 
Memphis to a 38.6 percent success rate from the floor. The Dores did not 
allow a 3-point field goal, as they held the Tigers to 0-of-17 from behind the 
arc.

INTERNATIONAL FLAIR
PARIS – The No. 19/21-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team used a 30-4 
spurt to run away from the California Golden Bears on Monday at the Oui-Play Paris 
2025, as the Commodores open the 2025-26 season with a 74-65 victory in the City 
of Lights.

After trading blows over the first 18-plus minutes of the contest, Vanderbilt used a 
30-4 run that went from the 1:47 mark of the second quarter to the 1:48 in the third 
quarter, turning a nine-point deficit into a 17-point lead for the Dores. Vandy scored 
19 consecutive points that spanned over seven minutes in the third to open up the 
game and take a 17-point advantage. California was able to cut into the Vanderbilt 
lead in the fourth, but the Dores were able to withstand the late charge to leave 
Paris with a nine-point win.

All-American Mikayla Blakes opened her sophomore campaign with a 27-point, 
3-steal performance. It is her 22nd career game with 20-plus points, while it was 
the 11th time she has scored 25 or more in a game at Vanderbilt. Tonight’s effort 
extends her double-digit scoring streak to 20-straight games dating back to last 
season, while it is her fifth-consecutive contest with 20-plus points.

With the victory, the No. 19/21-ranked Commodores move to 1-0 on the year to 
begin the 2025-26 campaign. It is Vanderbilt’s first win on international soil, as the 
Dores were previously 0-4 all-time in official NCAA contests outside of the United 
States.

Blakes was one of three Vanderbilt players to register double-digit points in the 
season-opening win over Cal. Forward Aiyana Mitchell began her junior season by 
collecting the first double-double of her collegiate career, as the Colorado Springs, 
Colorado, native registered 12 points and grabbed a personal-best 10 rebounds in 
25 minutes off the bench.

Graduate student Sacha Washington collected 10 points and pulled down eight 
rebounds in her first official game back on the court since March 22, 2023, after 
missing last season due to a medical condition. The 6-2 forward added a team-high 
four steals to her stat line.

Freshman Aubrey Galvan filled up the stat sheet in her Vanderbilt debut. The 
Deerfield, Illinois, native pulled down nine rebounds while adding seven points, 
seven assists and three steals to her line.

The Commodores shot 38.7 percent from the field, while outrebounding the Golden 
Bears, 49-41. Vanderbilt held a 25-15 edge in second-chance points, while scoring 
40 total points in the paint on Monday.

DORES ROLL PALADINS
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The No. 19/21-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team 
cruised to a 96-48 victory over Furman in its 2025-26 home opener on Monday 
night.

The Commodores used a balanced offensive attack to run past the Paladins, 
as Vandy had seven players score eight or more points in the victory. The 
Commodores shot a season-best 56.1 percent from the floor and made 10 3-point 
field goals on Monday. Vandy was just as rock solid on defense, as the Dores forced 
28 turnovers and held Furman to a 33.3 percent shooting percentage.

With the win, Vanderbilt improves to 2-0 overall on the year. The Dores have now 
opened four-straight seasons with back-to-back wins for the first time since a nine-
year stretch between 2006-07 to 2014-15.

A total of six Vandy players tallied double-digit points in the victory. Graduate 
Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda led the way for the Dores with a team-high 16-point 
performance against Furman. It is her first double-figure scoring performance with 
the Dores, while it is her 19th career collegiate game scoring 10-plus points. The 6-2 
transfer from Texas matched her career high in assists with four and pulled down 
five rebounds.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes had a 15-point performance in the win. It is the guard’s 
21st-straight performance with 10-plus points dating back to last season. Blakes 
has scored double figures in 34 of 35 games played at Vanderbilt.

Senior Justine Pissott registered 13 points and hit a team-best three 3-pointers. 
Junior Aiyana Mitchell scored 12 points off the bench, as the 6-4 post player 
recorded double-digit points in back-to-back games for the first time in her career.

Freshman Aubrey Galvan had her first career double-digit scoring performance 
with the Dores, as the point guard had 11 points to go along with a career-high 
eight assists. Galvan once again filled up the stat sheet, as she pulled down seven 
rebounds to go with three steals.

Senior Jada Brown scored double-figure points for the first time since her freshman 
season, as the Bentonville, Arkansas, native tallied 10 points and hit a pair of three-
pointers off the bench.

Vanderbilt improves to 45-4 all-time in home openers at Memorial Gymnasium, 
while Vandy is now 5-0 in its first home game of the season under head coach 
Shea Ralph. The Commodores have now won 21-straight home games against 
non-conference foes.

Vandy outscored Furman, 50-14, in points in the paint, while the Commodores 
registered 33 points off the bench. Vanderbilt was just as strong defensively on 
Monday night, as the Dores forced Furman into 28 miscues, which turned into 41 
points off turnovers.

Though the Commodores never trailed in the game, they still had to fend 
off a feisty Austin Peay team that forced Vanderbilt into 20 turnovers on the 
night. The Dores had four players score double figures, while Vanderbilt 
held a 40-28 edge in rebounding to overcome its miscues.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes recorded her second 20-plus point performance 
of the season, as the guard registered a game-high 26 points in the victory.

– Sophomore Mikayla Blakes scored a season-high 
28 points on Wednesday night at Western Kentucky, as the No. 17-ranked 
Vanderbilt women’s basketball team cruised to an 87-49 victory over the 
Lady Toppers inside E.A. Diddle Arena.

The All-American was efficient in her third 25-plus point scoring performance 
of the season. Blakes shot 62.5 percent, going 10-of-16 from the floor, while 
hitting a season-best five 3-pointers. The 5-8 guard flirted with her first 
collegiate double-double, as Blakes matched her career-high effort on the 
glass with nine rebounds. The guard also collected a season-best six steals, 
five of which came during the first two quarters of play.

With the victory, Vanderbilt improves to 4-0 on the year. It also marks the 
first time in program history that the Dores have begun four-straight seasons 
going undefeated through their first four contests.

Blakes was one of four Dores to score double figures on Wednesday. 
Graduate Sacha Washington tallied 15 points and pulled down six rebounds, 
while senior Justine Picot registered 12 points with the help of four 3-point 
field goals. Graduate Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda rounded out the group with 
an 11-point effort, while she led the team with two blocks.

The Commodores opened the game on a 14-3 run and never looked back. 
The only time Vandy trailed in the contest game came before the contest, 
as the Dores were given an administrative technical foul that gave Western 
Kentucky a 1-0 advantage before the opening tip. Vanderbilt’s lead was cut 
to nine points in the early stages of the second quarter, but a 17-4 spurt 
gave the Commodores a 22-point advantage. They would maintain a 20-plus 
point lead for the remainder of the contest.

Vanderbilt shot 49.3 percent from the floor and held Western Kentucky to 
32.7 percent. The Dores had a 43-27 edge in rebounds, which led to a 24-9 
edge in second-chance points. Vandy also forced WKU into 24 turnovers, 
which led to a 24-9 edge in points off turnovers for the Commodores.

The victory at Western Kentucky on Wednesday, coupled with last week’s 
win at Austin Peay, marks the first time since the 2013-14 season that the 
Commodores have picked up back-to-back true nonconference road wins.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The No. 17-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball 
team pushed its season-opening winning streak to five games, as the 
Commodores collected a 92-38 victory over Alabama State on Friday 
afternoon.

The Commodores used a balanced offensive attack to outpace the Lady 
Hornets, as 10 of the 11 Vandy players who played scored in Friday’s victory. 
Vandy led from beginning to end in the victory. The Dores led by as many as 
58 points before securing the 54-point win.

Vanderbilt improves to 5-0 overall on the year, as the Commodores have now 
opened five-straight seasons at 5-0 for the first time in program history.

Junior Aga Makurat registered a career-high 21 points on Friday, as the guard 
recorded her first 20-point performance as a Commodore. Makurat shot 53.3 
percent from the field, going 8-of-15, while she drilled five 3-point field goals 
to match her career-best performance from behind the arc.

Makurat was one of five Commodores to score double figures in the win over 
Alabama State. Sophomore Mikayla Blakes registered 19 points to extend 
her double-digit scoring streak to a career high 24 games. Graduate Sacha 
Washington and freshman Ava Black tallied 11 points each, as Black set a 
new career high in points. Junior Aiyana Mitchell rounded out the group with 
a 10-point effort.

The Commodores scored a season high 50 points off the bench, led by 
Makurat’s 21 points. It is the first time since a 106-55 win at Tennessee 
State on Nov. 25, 2019, that Vandy has scored 50-plus points off the bench. 
Vanderbilt also forced ASU into 25 turnovers, which led to a 38-4 edge in 
points off turnovers.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. – Point guard Aubrey Galvan put on a spectacular show 
against Tennessee State on Sunday afternoon at Memorial Gymnasium, as 
she matched the Vanderbilt women’s basketball freshman record for most 
assists and steals in a game to lead the No. 17-ranked Commodores to a 99-
43 victory over the Lady Tigers.

Vanderbilt’s victory over Tennessee State improves its overall record to 6-0. 
Vanderbilt has now won 23-straight nonconference home games dating back 
to the 2022-23 campaign.

Galvan dished out 15 assists and had nine steals to equal the Vandy 
freshman single-game record. Her 15 helpers matched Ashley Smith’s 
freshman program record, which she set on Nov. 29, 1998, against Hampton. 
Galvan’s nine steals equaled Deborah Denton’s record set against New 
Mexico State on Jan. 4, 1987.

The freshman added 16 points to her stat line to give her first career double-
double at the collegiate level. Galvan is the first Dore to record a double-
double via points and assists since Jordyn Cambridge had 12 points and 12 
assists at Kentucky on Jan. 11, 2024.

Galvan was one of two Commodores who had a double-double against TSU, 
as graduate Sacha Washington tallied 13 points and 10 rebounds to post her 
second double-double of the season. The last time two Vanderbilt players 
had a double-double in the same contest happened on Dec. 14, 2024, when 
Khamil Pierre (42 points, 18 rebounds) and Leilani Kapinus (11 rebounds, 10 
points) each recorded one against Evansville.

The Commodores had four players score double figures in the victory 
over the Lady Tigers. Sophomore Mikayla Blakes registered 24 points in 
21 minutes of action to lead Vanderbilt. Senior Justine Pissott tallied 12 
points and was one of three Dores to hit a team-high two 3-point field goals. 
Galvan’s 16 points and Washington’s 13 points round out the group.

Vanderbilt shot 56.6 percent from the floor, while limiting Tennessee State 
to a 26.8 shooting percentage. The Dores dished out a season-high 33 
assists, which is tied for seventh-most in a game in program history. The 
Commodores forced TSU into 29 turnovers, which led to a 38-9 edge in 
points off turnovers.

DORES FEAST ON THANKSGIVING
ST. THOMAS, U.S. Virgin Islands – Sophomore Mikayla Blakes feasted on 
Thanksgiving, as the All-American dropped a season-high 35 points to help 
the No. 17-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team defeat Oregon State, 
88-66, to open the 2025 U.S. Virgin Islands Paradise Jam.

The guard was efficient throughout the evening for the Commodores, 
as Blake shot 54.5 percent from the field, going 12-of-22. Her 35-point 
performance against the Beavers marks the seventh time Blakes has 
registered 30-plus points in her collegiate career, while it is her second 
30-point game of this season. All 35 points Blakes scored came in the first 
three quarters of play, as the Dores maintained a 20-plus-point lead in the 
final frame.

Vanderbilt improves to 7-0 on the year. It is the third-straight season the 
Commodores have won seven-straight games to begin the year, which marks 
a program first.

The Dores now advance to the title game of the Island Division at the 2025 
Paradise Jam. No. 17 Vanderbilt will take on BYU on Saturday at 11 a.m. CT 
on ESPN+.

Blakes was one of three double-digit scorers for the Dores on Thanksgiving 
night, as senior Justine Pissott matched her career high with 17 points, while 
matching her career-best performance behind the arc with five 3-pointers 
against the Beavers. Freshman Aubrey Galvan tallied 12 points and had a 
game-high six steals.

The Dores held a 13-point lead at the end of the first quarter at 26-13. 
Oregon State was able to punch back and take a brief lead in the late second 
quarter, but Vanderbilt ended the frame, making its last four shots to take a 
43-38 lead into the locker room. Vandy dropped the hammer on OSU in the 
third, as the Commodores outscored the Beavers, 30-9, in the stanza to take 
a commanding 26-point lead at 73-47. The Dores maintained a 20-plus-
point advantage throughout the fourth to score their seventh victory of the 
season.

Vanderbilt shot 47.1 percent on the night and matched a season-high in 
3-pointers made with 12. The Commodores forced Oregon State into 21 
turnovers, which Vandy turned into 27 points. The Dores had a total of 12 
steals, six of which came from Galvan.

VIRGIN ISLANDS VICTORY
ST. THOMAS, U.S. Virgin Islands – No. 17-ranked Vanderbilt posted its 
largest comeback under head coach Shea Ralph, as the Commodores erased 
a 16-point deficit to collect an 84-71 come-from-behind victory against BYU 
to win the Island Division at the 2025 U.S. Virgin Islands Paradise Jam.

Vanderbilt had to withstand a hot start from BYU, as the Cougars made eight 
of their first 10 shots from behind the arc in the opening stanza and led by 16 
points at 32-16 in the opening stages of the second quarter.

Vandy went on a 13-0 run midway through the second frame to make it 
a one-possession game at 32-29 after a 3-pointer from freshman Aubrey 
Galvan with 5:08 remaining before halftime. The Dores ended the opening 
half on an 11-5 run to take a one-point lead into the locker room at 40-39.

Vanderbilt never trailed in the second half, as the Commodores held BYU 
to only three more 3-point field goals over the last two quarters. The Dores 
outscored the Cougars 44-32 over the final two frames, as Vanderbilt shot 
46.9 percent and limited BYU to a 37.5 percent success rate from the floor in 
the second half.

With the victory, Vanderbilt claims the Island Division title at the 2025 U.S. 
Virgin Islands Paradise Jam. The Commodores improve to 8-0 on the season, 
as they go undefeated in the month of November.

Vandy erased a 16-point deficit to post the largest come-from-behind win 
in the Ralph era. It is the tied for the second-largest comeback win since 
2013-14 and the third-largest since 1999-00.  It is the first time Vandy erased 
a 16-plus-point deficit since the 16-point come-from-behind win against Ole 
Miss on Feb. 5, 2015.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes was named the Island Division MVP and to the 
All-Tournament team at the Paradise  Jam after she scored a game-high 27 
points and dished out six assists in the championship game against BYU. 
Blakes averaged 31.0 points in two games in the Virgin Islands.

Senior Justine Pissott was named to the Island Division All-Tournament 
team after she averaged 17.5 points and 4.5 3-pointers per game this week. 
Pissott capped off her week in the U.S. Virgin Islands by recording her first 
career double-double. The 6-4 guard scored a career-high 18 points and 
pulled down a personal-best 10 rebounds.

Vanderbilt shot 41.1 percent in the game and made 11 3-point field goals. 
The Dores outscored BYU 30-22 in points in the paint, while forcing the 
Cougars into 19 turnovers that turned into 30 points.

ANOTHER HISTORIC NIGHT FOR BLAKES
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – Sophomore Mikayla Blakes once again made history at 
Memorial Gymnasium on Wednesday, as she became the fastest Vanderbilt 
women’s basketball player to score 1,000 career points to lead the No. 
15/14-ranked Commodores past Virginia, 81-68, in the ACC/SEC Challenge.

Blakes needed 28 points to record her 1,000th career point, rose to the 
challenge in front of the home fans and hit the target right on the mark, 
registering exactly 28 points in the victory over Virginia. Blakes reaches the 
1,000-point plateau in 42 career games, as she becomes the 43rd Vanderbilt 
player to enter the school’s 1,000-point club. The Somerset, New Jersey, 
native, is the fastest Commodore to score 1,000 points, surpassing Chantel 
Anderson’s previous record of 57 games.

The All-American is the ninth NCAA women’s basketball player to score 1,000 
career points in 42 games or fewer since the 1981-82 season. Overall, Blakes 
is the 13th women’s college basketball player to reach the 1,000-point 
plateau in 42 games or less.

No. 15/14-ranked Vanderbilt used a 12-0 run that was sandwiched between 
halftime to turn a two-point deficit into a double-digit advantage in the early 
stages of the third quarter. Vanderbilt outscored Virginia 29-11 in the third 
stanza, as the Commodores held a 22-point lead going into the final frame. 
The Dores led by as many as 28 points in the fourth before securing the 
13-point victory in the ACC/SEC Challenge.

Blakes was one of three Commodores to score double-digit points in 
the ACC/SEC Challenge win. She was joined by graduate Ndjakalenga 
Mwenentanda, who scored 16 points to match her Vanderbilt career high 
in scoring, and graduate Sacha Washington, who registered 13 points. 
Blakes, Mwenentanda and Washington each pulled down a team-best seven 
rebounds.

Vanderbilt shot 45.8 percent from the floor and made eight 3-point field 
goals. The Dores shot 90.5 percent from the free throw line, going 19-of-21 
from the charity stripe. Vandy forced Virginia into 18 turnovers, which the 
Commodores turned into 28 points.

DORES RUN PAST BULLS
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The No. 13/14-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball 
team remained perfect through 10 games to open the 2025-26 season, as the 
Commodores posted an 87-58 victory over South Florida on Monday night at 
Memorial Gymnasium.

The Dores improve to 10-0 for the first time since the 2011-12 campaign. It 
is the sixth time in program history that Vandy has begun a season with 10 
or more consecutive wins. Vanderbilt also collected its 25th-straight home 
win over a nonconference opponent, a streak that dates back to the 2022-23 
season.

It was a total team effort in the win over South Florida, as No. 13 Vanderbilt 
had all five starters register double-digit points. In total, nine of the 11 Dores 
that played against the Bulls scored. It is also the second time this season 
that Vandy has had all five starters record 10-plus points in a game.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes paced Vanderbilt’s quintet of double-figure 
scorers. The All-American had 19 points to extend her double-digit scoring 
streak to 29 games, which is currently the fifth-longest scoring streak in the 
nation.

Graduate Sacha Washington scored a season-high 16 points. The 6-2 forward 
was one of three Vanderbilt players to pull down a team-high six rebounds 
against USF, as Blakes and senior Justine Pissott matched Washington’s 
efforts on the glass.

Pissott and freshman Aubrey Galvan each recorded double-digit points for 
the fourth time in the last five games. Pissott scored 13 points and drilled 
three 3-point field goals, while Galvan had an 11-point effort against the 
Bull, The first-year point guard also dished out a team-high eight assists. 
Graduate Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda rounded out the Vandy’s group of 
double-digit scorers with a 10-point effort.

Dores trailed the Bulls 7-2 to open the game, but ended the first quarter on a 
9-0 run to take an 11-7 lead into the second quarter. The Commodores used 
a 13-0 spurt midway through the second stanza to take a double-digit lead 
they would never relinquish. Vandy led by as many as 30 points in the fourth 
quarter before settling for the 29-point win.

The Commodores shot 42.3 percent from the field, while equaling their 
season-high in made 3-pointers with 12 against South Florida. Vanderbilt 
also went a perfect 15-of-15 from the free throw line. Vandy forced USF into 
20 turnovers, which led the Dores to a 28-8 edge in points off turnovers.

DORES BOARD GREAT DANES
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The No. 13/11-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball 
team outlasted UAlbany in a defensive battle on Thursday night at Memorial 
Gymnasium, as the Commodores posted a 64-35 victory over the Great 
Danes to move to 11-0 for the first time in 30 years.

The Dores put on a stellar defensive effort in the victory over UAlbany. 
Vanderbilt held the Great Danes to a 22.9 percent success rate from the 
floor. The Dores allowed UAlbany to just 11 made field goals on the night, 
while forcing the Great Danes into 21 turnovers. The Commodores scored 25 
points off turnovers in the 28-point nonconference win.

The 35 points allowed by the Dores tonight mark the lowest point total that 
Vanderbilt has held a team to since an 86-29 victory over UT Martin on Dec. 
21, 2008.

With the victory, the Commodores have now opened the 2025-26 season 
a perfect 11-0. It marks the first time since the 1995-96 campaign that 
Vanderbilt has opened a season with 11-straight wins. It is just the fourth 
time in program history that the Dores have opened a campaign with 11 
consecutive victories, as the previous occurrences took place during the 
1991-92, 1992-93 and 1995-96 seasons.

Vandy was paced by a trio of double-digit scorers in the win over the Great 
Danes, led by sophomore Mikayla Blakes’ 17-point performance. It extends 
the All-American’s double-figure scoring streak to 30 games, while she has 
now recorded double-digit points in 42 of her career 43 games played at 
Vanderbilt.

Freshman Aubrey Galvan registered 15 points, while junior Aiyana Mitchell 
tallied a career-high 14 points. Both Galvan and Mitchell pulled down a 
team-high six rebounds in the victory over the Great Danes.

Vanderbilt shot 45.5 percent against UAlbany and held a 25-6 edge in points 
off turnovers. The Commodores outscored the Great Danes 30-4 in points 
in the paint and 21-3 in bench points. Vandy held one of the best 3-point 
shooting programs over the last few seasons to just 19 percent from behind 
the arc.

DORES SET 3-POINT RECORD IN ROUT
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – Senior Justine Pissott led Vanderbilt to a 96-46 victory 
over Texas Southern in a three-point barrage on Saturday at Memorial 
Gymnasium, as the No. 13/11 Commodores drilled a program record 18 
threes en route to a 12-0 start for just the third time in program history.

In total, Vanderbilt shot 47.8 percent from the floor, including 43.9 percent 
from deep, while limiting Texas Southern to a season-low 26.3 shooting 
percentage. The Dores have now won 27-straight nonconference home 
games dating back to the 2022-23 campaign. They are 40-3 at Memorial Gym 
against non-SEC teams under head coach Shea Ralph. Vanderbilt moves to 
2-0 all-time versus Texas Southern, with both wins coming by 50 points or 
more.

Pissott posted a career day for the black and gold, finish with career-bests 
in points with 25 and threes made with seven. She joins sophomore Mikayla 
Blakes and junior Aga Makurat as the only Commodores to score 20 or more 
this season. Pissott went 7-for-10 from behind the arc, marking the first 
time this season she has shot 70-percent from deep on a minimum of five 
attempts.

Blakes dropped 23 points in her 10th game with 20 or more in the scoring 
column. The performance extends her double-digit scoring streak to 31. 
Entering Saturday, it was the fourth-longest active stretch in NCAA Division 
I and the longest in the SEC. She has produced eight games with at least 20 
points this season and is up to 29 such games throughout her career.

Pissott and Blakes are the first Commodore duo to each score 20 or more in 
the same game since Vandy’s 84-76 win over Tennessee in the second round 
of the 2025 SEC Tournament. All 12 players that entered the contest scored 
for the Dores.

The Commodores posted their seventh game with 40 or more rebounds, 
led by junior Aiyana Mitchell’s 10 boards, tying her career high. She also 
matched her career-best in steals with three, as Vanderbilt snatched 13 total 
while forcing 23 turnovers. It is the ninth game this season the team has 
generated double-digit steals.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The No. 12/11-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball 
team turned up the pressure on Stonehill in a 109-50 victory on Sunday 
afternoon at Memorial Gymnasium.

The Commodores forced a season-high 35 turnovers in the 59-point win 
over the Skyhawks. Vanderbilt held a 46-13 edge in points off turnovers, as 
seven Dores had two or more steals on Sunday. In total, the Commodores 
posted 26 steals as a team, which is the second most collected in a game in 
school history.

Vanderbilt was just as effective on the offensive end, as the Dores scored 
the most points in a game in the Shea Ralph era and shot a season-best 69.8 
percent from the floor. It marks the first time Vandy has shot 60 percent or 
better in a game since Nov. 11, 2015, when the Dores posted a 69.2 percent 
success rate from the floor against Air Force. The Commodores did most 
of their damage inside the arc, as Vandy held a 64-18 edge in points in the 
paint.

A total of six Dores registered 10-plus points in the rout led by sophomore 
Mikayla Blakes’ game-high 21 points. Blakes’ efforts against Stonehill 
extended her double-digit scoring streak to 32 games, which is the fourth-
longest active streak in the nation. The guard shot 53.8 percent from the 
field, matched her season-high in assists with seven, and collected five 
steals.

Junior Aiyana Mitchell registered a career-high 16 points in 15 minutes of 
action. The 6-4 forward went 7-of-8 from the field and equaled her career 
best in assists with three. Graduate Sacha Washington registered 14 points, 
while graduate Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda and seniors Jada Brown and 
Justine Pissott each scored 12 points in the win.

Dores used a 16-0 run in the first quarter to open the game up. Vanderbilt 
led by as many as 64 points before settling for the 59-point win, which is the 
largest margin of victory this season.

DORES CALL THE HOGS HOME
FAYETTEVILLE, Ark. – The No. 12/11-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball 
team remained unbeaten to open SEC play, as the Commodores posted an 
88-71 victory at Arkansas on Thursday in Bud Walton Arena.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes continued her strong start to the 2024-25 season 
into conference play, as the guard equaled her season-high in scoring with 
35 points. Blakes extends her double-digit scoring streak to 33 games, as 
she is now tied with assistant coach Ashley Earley for the second-longest 
double-digit scoring streak by a Commodore since the 1999-00 season. 
Blakes added a game-best eight assists and three steals to her stat line and 
shot 50 percent from the field on Thursday.

With the win, Vanderbilt improves to 14-0 on the year, matching the 1994-95 
team for the second-best start in program history. The Dores have now 
posted a victory in the SEC season opener in four of the last five seasons.

Blakes was one of three Dores to record double-figure points against the 
Razorbacks. Freshman Aubrey Galvan registered 14 points and six assists in 
her first SEC contest. Graduate Sacha Washington posted her third double-
double of the season with a 13-point, 13-rebound effort.

The Razorbacks opened the game holding a brief 11-5 lead, but a 15-1 run by 
the Commodores gave Vanderbilt an eight-point advantage at 20-12 late in 
the first quarter. The Dores expanded its lead in the second stanza, as Vandy 
scored the first six points in the frame to take a double-digit advantage at 28-
17. Arkansas shaved the Vanderbilt lead to five points, but the Commodores 
closed the quarter on an 18-5 run to take a 16-point advantage into the 
locker room at 46-30.

Vanderbilt pushed its lead as high as 26 points in the third quarter. The 
Commodores maintained a double-digit advantage for the entirety of the 
fourth quarter to claim the 2026 SEC season-opening contest.

The Dores shot 45.8 percent from the floor in the win. Vandy held a 32-14 
edge in points off turnovers, as the Commodores had 11 steals as a team and 
forced Arkansas into 22 turnovers.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The No. 12/11-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team scored its 
biggest victory of the Shea Ralph era on Sunday, as the Commodores knocked off No. 5/5 
LSU, 65-61, in a defensive battle at Memorial Gymnasium.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes took over in the fourth quarter to help Vanderbilt collect the 
come-from-behind victory over the No. 5-ranked team in the nation. The All-American 
scored 15 of her game-high 32 points in the game’s last stanza, shooting 55.6 percent in the 
frame (5-of-9) with a pair of 3-point field goals over the final 10 minutes.

LSU led 54-52 with 2:20 left to play in the game after a 3-point possession. Blakes went to 
work from that point, as the Somerset, New Jersey, registered 10 of Vanderbilt’s final 13 
points to close out the game. Blakes also assisted on the go-ahead 3-pointer from freshman 
Aubrey Galvan with 2:05 remaining gave the Dores a lead they would never relinquish.

With the victory, the Commodores score their first win over a top-five team under Ralph. 
The Dores now stand at 15-0 overall and 2-0 in SEC play. It is the first time since the 2008-09 
season that Vanderbilt has defeated a team ranked inside the top five in both major college 
women’s basketball polls. The last time it happened was on Feb. 19, 2009, when the Dores 
posted a 73-70 win over No. 3/3-ranked Auburn at Memorial Gym.

Vanderbilt extends its season-opening winning streak to 15 games, as the 2025-26 team now 
stands alone for the second-best start in school history. The win over LSU breaks a tie with 
the 1995-96 team. Only the 1992-93 Final Four team has gotten off to a better start in school 
history, as that team won its first 17 games of the season.

Blakes scored a game-high 32 points against LSU, as the guard recorded her second-straight 
30-point performance to open SEC play. The sophomore played all 40 minutes on Sunday 
and added a team-best four assists to go along with three steals. It is the third time in her 
short but illustrious career that Blakes has registered back-to-back games with 30 points; it 
is the first time this season she has accomplished the feat. Blakes also extends her double-
digit scoring streak to 34 games, breaking a tie with assistant coach Ashley Earley for the 
second-longest streak by a Dore since 1999-00.

Freshman Aubrey Galvan also scored double-digits in the win, as the point guard tallied 14 
points and added three steals to her stat line. The Deerfield, Illinois, native hit a career-best 
four 3-pointers, which included the go-ahead trifecta late in the fourth quarter.

The Commodore defense put on its best performance of the season, as Vandy held the 
highest-scoring team in the nation to a season-low in points. The Dores held the Tigers 
to 45 points lower than their season scoring average coming into Sunday. The black and 
gold forced the No. 5-ranked team in the nation to a season-high 22 turnovers and held the 
Tigers to their lowest field goal percentage of the season at 43.1 percent.

DORES STAY HOT
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The No. No. 7/6 Vanderbilt women’s basketball team had all five 
starters score in double figures, as the Commodores caged the Missouri Tigers, 99-68, at 
Memorial Gymnasium on Thursday in SEC action.

All five Vandy starters scored 15-plus points in the win over Missouri. It is the first time since 
at least the 1999-00 season that the Dores have had all five starters score 15-plus points. It 
is only the second time over the last 26-plus seasons that an SEC team has accomplished 
the feat, as Arkansas also had all five starters score 15-plus points against Florida on Jan. 
5, 2023.

With the victory, Vanderbilt continues its second-best start in program history, as the 
Commodores are now 16-0 to open the 2025-26 season. Vandy is 3-0 in SEC play for the first 
time since the 2023-24 campaign. Only the 1992-93 Final Four team has gotten off to a better 
start to a season in school history, as that squad won its first 17 contests.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes led all scorers on Thursday, as the All-American dropped a 
game-high 20 points in the win. It marks the guard’s fifth-straight game with 20-plus points. 
Blakes also extends her double-digit scoring streak to 35 games, which extends the second-
longest streak by a Commodore since 1999-00. The Somerset, New Jersey, native dished out 
a game-best six assists and had a pair of steals.

Freshman Aubrey Galvan registered a career-high 19 points against the Tigers. The first-year 
point guard handed out four assists and collected a game-high five steals. The trio of 
Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda, Justine Pissott and Sacha Washington each had 15 points in the 
win.  Washington also collected her fourth double-double of the season with a 16-rebound, 
15-point effort.

Tonight’s victory marks the program’s first win as a top-10 ranked team since the 2006-07 
season. The last time Vandy posted a victory while being ranked in the top 10 came in the 
2007 SEC Tournament Championship game, when the then No. 9 Dores posted a 51-45 
victory over LSU in Duluth, Georgia, to win the program’s fifth SEC Tournament title.

It’s Vanderbilt’s first win as a top-10 team at Memorial Gym in over 18 years. The last time 
the Dores posted a victory as a top-10 team came on Dec. 15, 2007, when Vandy knocked 
off Austin Peay, 84-50.

Both teams traded blows over the first quarter and a half, as Missouri clung to a 35-34 lead 
after a 3-point field goal at the 3:34 mark of the second stanza. Vanderbilt closed the frame 
on a 14-2 run to take a double-digit lead into the half at 48-37. Vandy extended its lead 
throughout the final two quarters, as the Dores led by as many as 36 points before securing 
the 31-point victory over Missouri.

The Commodores shot 50.6 percent from the floor in the victory. Vanderbilt held a 54-22 
edge in points in the paint and won the rebounding battle 43-32. The Dores forced Missouri 
into 24 turnovers, which Vandy turned into 37 points off turnovers.

COLLEGE STATION, Texas – The No. 7/6 Vanderbilt women’s basketball team had equaled 
the best start in program history, as the Commodores knocked off Texas A&M, 91-51, at Reed 
Arena to post their 17-straight win to open the 2025-26 season.

The 17-0 start to the 2025-26 season matches the 1992-92 Final Four team for the best start 
in school history. The 17-consecutive victories also equal the longest winning streak in 
program history.

The victory over the Aggies also pushes Vandy’s SEC record to 4-0 for the first time since the 
2008-09 campaign. The 40-point margin of victory marks the third-largest margin of victory 
for Vanderbilt in an SEC road game since 1999-00.

All-American Mikayla Blakes paced the Commodores in a win at Texas A&M, as the guard 
registered a game-high 25 points. It marks her sixth-straight game with 20 or more points. 
Blakes also extends her double-digit scoring streak to 36 games, which is the longest streak 
by a Commodore since the 1999-00 campaign.

Senior Justine Pissott scored the most points of her career in an SEC contest on Sunday. The 
Toms River, New Jersey, native registered 22 points and a game-high six 3-point field goals 
against the Aggies. It is Pissott’s second career game with 20 or more points.

Freshman Aubrey Galvan rounded out Vanderbilt’s trio of double-digit scorers with a 
12-point outing. It extends Galvan’s double-digit scoring streak to a career-best four games. 
The first-year point guard dished out a game-best seven assists.

Vanderbilt dropped the hammer on Texas A&M in the second quarter, as a 25-8 run by the 
Dores to close the second stanza turned a two-point Vandy advantage into a 19-point lead 
for the Commodores going into halftime. Vanderbilt expanded on its lead over the final two 
quarters of play, as the Dores led by as many as 43 points before settling for the 40-point 
road win.

Vandy shot a blistering 56.6 percent from the field and hit 12 3-point field goals. The Dores 
forced Texas A&M into 23 turnovers, as Vanderbilt has collected 20 or more turnovers in each 
of its last six contests. The Dores held a 34-9 edge over the Aggies in points off turnovers.

STARKVILLE, Miss. – The No. 5-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team made history 
on Thursday night, as the Commodores collected an 89-84 victory at Mississippi State to set 
the school record for the best start to a season, as Vandy is now a perfect 18-0 to open the 
2025-26 campaign.

The 18-consecutive victories also mark the longest winning streak at any point in a season 
in school history. Vanderbilt’s 18-straight wins mark the longest active winning streak in the 
SEC, while it is the third-longest active streak in NCAA Division I.

Vanderbilt now stands at 5-0 in SEC play. The Commodores are off to their first 5-0 start in 
league play since the 1992-93 campaign.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes scored a season-high 38 points to lead Vanderbilt to its second-
straight win over Mississippi State at Humphrey Coliseum. The guard shot 47.8 percent from 
the floor (11-of-23) and hit a game-best five 3-pointers. Blakes went a perfect 11-of-11 from 
the free throw line and dished out a game-best seven assists. The guard extends her SEC-
leading double-digit scoring streak to 37 games.

Senior Justine Pissott extended her double-digit scoring streak to three games, as the Toms 
River, New Jersey, native tallied 12 points by sinking a quartet of 3-point field goals. Junior 
Aiyana Mitchell had her best performance in an SEC game, as the 6-4 forward scored 10 
points and pulled down eight rebounds off the bench. Both establish new personal bests for 
Mitchell in SEC games.

Vanderbilt broke the game open in the third quarter, as a 21-6 run by the Dores turned 
a 4-point deficit into an 11-point advantage going into the fourth quarter. Vandy had to 
withstand a late charge from MSU, as the Commodores held on to post a five-point victory.

The Dores shot an even 50 percent from the floor, making 30 of their 60 shots. Vandy made 
11 3-pointers and went 18-of-20 from the charity stripe. Vandy forced MSU into 12 turnovers 
and scored 15 points off Bulldog turnovers.

NEWARK, N.J. – The No. 5-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team collected its second 
win over a top-10-ranked opponent of the season on Monday, as the Dores knocked off No. 
7-ranked Michigan, 72-69, at the 2026 Coretta Scott King Classic at the Prudential Center in 
Newark, New Jersey.

Freshman Aubrey Galvan stole the show at the Coretta Scott King Classic, as the point guard 
scored a game-high 20 points. The Deerfield, Illinois, native’s 3-pointer late in the fourth 
quarter pushed a four-point Vanderbilt lead into a seven-point advantage with 3:03 left to 
play in the contest. The first-year guard sealed the victory for the Commodores with a clutch 
free throw with 2.5 seconds remaining that extended the Vandy lead to three. Galvan’s 20 
points establish a new career-high in scoring for the freshman, while she dished out three 
assists and had a pair of steals in the win.

The victory pushes Vanderbilt’s school-record winning streak to 19 games to open the 2025-
26 season. The 19-game winning streak is the second-longest active streak in NCAA Division 
I. Vandy has now collected multiple wins over top-10 ranked teams in a season for the first 
time since 2008-09, when the Commodores picked up four victories over top-10 teams.

A pair of Jersey girls played a huge role for the No. 5 Commodores in the three-point victory 
over the Wolverines. Senior Justine Pissott and sophomore Mikayla Blakes combined 
to score a combined 28 points in their homecoming, while both battled foul trouble 
throughout the contest.

Pissott tallied 14 points, pulled down a team-best eight rebounds and had a game-high 
five assists. The Toms River, New Jersey, native also hit a game-high four 3-point field goals 
against the Wolverines. Blakes had 14 points in the victory, as the Somerset, New Jersey, 
native extended her double-digit scoring streak to 38 games, which is the third-longest 
active streak in the nation.

The Commodores broke the game open in the second quarter, as Vandy started the stanza 
by scoring 10-straight points that turned a six-point advantage into a 16-point lead. 
Michigan pulled within single digits late in the second frame, but the Dores used an 11-2 run 
before the half to take a 17-point lead into the break.

Michigan once again cut the Vanderbilt lead to single digits late in the third quarter, as a 
10-2 run by the Wolverines made it a 61-53 contest going into the final frame. Michigan 
scored eight of the first 10 points in the fourth quarter to make it a one-possession game 
at 63-61 with 4:45 remaining. With Vandy clinging to a four-point victory, Galvan sank 
a 3-pointer from the corner to give the Dores a 70-63 lead with 3:03 remaining in the contest.

HOT STREAK CONTINUES
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The No. 5/4-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team moved to 6-0 
in SEC play for the first time in school history, as the Commodores posted an 81-53 victory 
over Auburn on Thursday at Memorial Gymnasium.

Vanderbilt’s 28-point win over the Tigers extends its school-record winning streak to 20 
games, as the Dores stand a perfect 20-0 to open the 2025-26 season. Vandy becomes the 
sixth SEC program since 1999-00 to have a winning streak of 20 games or more. It is the first 
time an SEC school has won 20-straight games since LSU won its first 20 games to open the 
2024-25 season.

A quartet of Commodores registered double-digit points against Auburn. It marked the 19th 
time in 20 games this season that Vanderbilt has had three or more players score 10-plus 
points. Graduate Sacha Washington and freshman Aubrey Galvan each recorded a double-
double in the victory. It is the second time this season that a pair of Dores have posted a 
double-double in the same game, as Galvan (16 pts, 15 ast) and Washington (13 pts, 10 reb) 
also accomplished the feat against Tennessee State on Nov. 23.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes extended her double-digit scoring streak to an SEC-leading 39 
games with a team-best 20-point effort against Auburn. It is the 14th game with 20 or more 
points for the All-American this season. The Somerset, New Jersey, native also dished out 
five assists.

Washington collected her team-leading fifth double-double of the season with an 18-point, 
12-rebound effort. It is the forward’s 27th career double-double, while her 12 rebounds 
moved the Lawrenceville, Georgia, native into fifth place on Vanderbilt’s all-time rebound 
list with 879 career caroms.

Galvan posted her second career double-double, as the first-year point guard tallied 15 
points to go along with 10 assists. It was Galvan’s third outing of the season with 10 or more 
helpers.

Senior Justine Pissott rounded out Vanderbilt’s group of double-digit scorers, as the 6-4 
guard scored 10 points to push her double-figure scoring streak to a career-high five games.

The Commodores ran away from the Tigers in the third quarter, as Vanderbilt used an 18-2 
run to turn a two-point lead into a 51-33 advantage midway through the stanza. Vandy 
extended its lead to a game-high 31 points in the fourth quarter before settling for the 
28-point victory to post its sixth-straight SEC win.

No. 5/4 Vanderbilt shot an even 50 percent from the floor against Auburn, making 32-of-64 
of its shots from the floor. The Dores outrebounded the Tigers, 44-25, which led to a 15-2 
edge in second chance points. The Commodores forced Auburn into 19 miscues, which 
turned into 22 points off turnovers.

NO. 5/4 DORES FALL AT NO. 2 SOUTH CAROLINA
COLUMBIA, S.C. – The No. 5/4-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team was handed 
its first loss of the 2025-26 season, as the Commodores had their school-record 20-game 
winning streak came to an end with a 103-74 defeat at No. 2/2-ranked South Carolina on 
Sunday afternoon.

The loss drops the Commodores to 20-1 overall and 6-1 in SEC play this season. Though 
Vandy’s school-record 20-game winning streak to begin the season comes to an end, the 
Dores are still off to their best start in program history through 21 games, equaling the 20-1 
mark set by the 1992-93 Final Four team.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes led a pair of double-digit scorers for the Dores, as the All-
American registered a game-high 23 points. The Somerset, New Jersey, native pulled down 
a team-best seven rebounds and dished out a team-high five assists. Blakes extended her 
double-digit scoring streak to 40 games, which is the longest active streak in the SEC and 
third-longest in the nation.

Graduate Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda scored double-digits with a 13-point performance 
against South Carolina. The 6-2 guard hit a career-high three 3-pointers. It is just the third 
time Mwenentanda has hit multiple 3-point field goals in a contest during her 124-game 
career.

All nine Commodores who played on Sunday scored. It marks the first time since the win 
over Texas Southern on Dec. 20 (12 Dores) that every Vanderbilt player who played in the 
contest scored.

No. 2/2 South Carolina came out swinging and built a 17-point lead at the end of the first 
quarter at 33-16. The Commodores fell behind by 21 points midway through the second 
stanza, but Vandy used a 15-5 run at the end of the frame to cut its deficit to 11 points at 
55-44 going into halftime.

Vanderbilt opened the third quarter with back-to-back buckets to make it a single-digit 
contest at 55-48. The Gamecocks scored 15 of the game’s next 17 points to push their lead 
back out to double figures, 70-50. USC maintained a double-digit advantage over the Dores 
for the remainder of the contest.

The Commodores shot 45.9 percent from the floor in the loss and committed a season-high 
20 turnovers, 16 of which came in the first two quarters of play. South Carolina shot 61.5 
percent from the floor and outscored Vanderbilt 56-24 in the points in the paint.

DORES DROP HARD-FOUGHT CONTEST TO REBS
BIRMINGHAM, Ala. – The No. 5/6-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team dropped a 
top-25 contest to No. 18/18-ranked Ole Miss, as the Commodores fell 83-75 at Legacy Arena 
in Birmingham, Alabama.

The Commodores stormed back from a 19-point halftime deficit but ultimately were handed 
an eight-point defeat to the Rebels, dropping their second-straight contest. Vandy now 
stands at 20-2 overall on the year and 6-2 in SEC play.

All-American Mikayla Blakes tallied 29 points in the loss, as the sophomore extends her 
double-digit scoring streak to 41 games, which is the third-longest active scoring streak in 
NCAA Division I. It is Blakes’ 11th contest this season with 25-plus points, while it’s her 17th 
outing with 20 or more points.

Blakes was one of three Commodores to score double figures against the Rebels. Freshman 
Aubrey Galvan had 18 points, and graduate Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda registered 11 points. 
It is the 20th time this season that Vanderbilt has had three or more players score double 
figures in a game.

After trading blows in the opening minutes of the contest, Ole Miss used a 14-2 run to take 
a 23-15 lead at the end of the first quarter. Vanderbilt closed the gap to four points at 25-21 
at the 7:15 mark of the second frame, but the Rebels ended the half on a 17-4 spurt to take a 
44-25 advantage over the Dores going into the half.

Vanderbilt cut into the Ole Miss lead in the third quarter, as the Commodores outscored the 
Rebels, 26-16, in the frame to make it a single-digit contest at 60-51 going into the fourth. 
Vandy turned up the heat in the fourth quarter, as the Dores opened the frame on a 19-3 run 
to take a 67-64 lead with 5:56 to play. Mississippi ended the contest on a 19-8 spurt to claim 
the eight-point victory over the Commodores.

The Commodores shot 46.7 percent from the floor and forced 20 turnovers, which 
Vanderbilt turned into 29 points. The Rebels shot 51.7 percent on the day and held a 16-0 
edge in bench scoring.

DORES' COMEBACK COMPLETE
NASHVILLE, Tenn.. – All-American Mikayla Blakes posted her sixth 30-point performance 
of the season, scoring exactly 30 points on Sunday afternoon to help the No. 5/6-ranked 
Vanderbilt women’s basketball team post an 82-66 come-from-behind win against Florida 
at Memorial Gymnasium.

The Dores stormed back from a 15-point deficit against the Gators to improve to 21-2 overall 
on the year and 7-2 in SEC play.

It is the second time this season that Vandy has collected a double-digit comeback victory. 
The Commodores also erased a 16-point deficit in the first quarter to BYU at the U.S. Virgin 
Islands Paradise Jam on Nov. 29. The 15-point come-from-behind win over Florida is tied for 
the fourth-largest comeback victory for the Dores since 2013-14.

Blakes’ 30-point performance extends her double-digit scoring streak to 42 games, the 
longest active streak in the SEC and the third-longest in NCAA Division I. It is the 18th time 
this year that the Somerset, New Jersey, native registered 20 or more points in a game. 
Blakes has now scored 20-plus points in each of her last four outings.

Vandy found itself down 25-10 in the early stages of the second quarter. The Dores chipped 
away at the deficit and pulled to within two points of the Gators with three minutes 
remaining before halftime, but Florida went on a 7-0 run at the end of the stanza to take a 
34-25 lead over the Commodores into the break.

After the Gators opened the third quarter with a basket to take an 11-point lead, Vanderbilt 
used a 15-3 run to claim its first lead of the contest after a layup from freshman Aubrey 
Galvan at the 4:21 mark of the third. After trading baskets, Vanderbilt scored 11-straight 
points late in the third to take a double-digit lead at 54-44. Galvan capped off the frame with 
a 3-point field goal just feet in front of the half-court line to give the Dores an 11-point lead 
going into the final frame.

Vandy maintained a double-digit advantage for the remainder of the contest, as the Dores 
led by as many as 22 points in the fourth quarter before claiming the 16-point victory.

Blakes was one of three Commodores to score double figures on Sunday, as graduate Sacha 
Washington and senior Justine Pissott each tallied 14 points each. Washington also paced 
the Dores with a six-rebound effort while Pissott had a game-high four 3-pointers.

Vanderbilt shot 50.8 percent from the field on Sunday, while the Commodores made 11 
3-pointers. The forced Florida into 23 turnovers, which Vandy turned into 33 points. The 
Dores also held a 15-4 edge in points off the bench, as junior Aga Makurat tallied nine points 
in a reserve role.

TOP 25 ROAD WIN
LEXINGTON, Ky. –– The Vanderbilt women’s basketball backcourt duo of sophomore 
Mikayla Blakes and freshman Aubrey Galvan led the No. 7/8-ranked Commodores to a 
thrilling 84-83 come-from-behind victory at No. 16/16 Kentucky on Thursday night in SEC 
action.

The pair of underclassmen scored a combined 38 points over the final two quarters of play 
at Memorial Coliseum to help No. 7/8 Vandy erase a nine-point deficit in the third quarter 
against the No. 16 Wildcats and score its third win over a top-25 team this season. Blakes 
was sensational over the final 20 minutes, as the guard scored 26 of her game-high 37 
points in the second half. Galvan tallied 12 of her 16 points over the final two frames, which 
included going 4-for-4 at the free throw line in the closing seconds to allow Vanderbilt to 
keep the Wildcats at arm’s length.

With the win, Vanderbilt improves to 22-2 on the year and 8-2 in SEC games. The 
Commodores’ 22-2 start ties the 1992-93 Final Four team for the best start in school history 
through 24 games. It is also the first time Vandy has been 8-2 in SEC play since the 2008-09 
season.

Blakes’ 37-point performance at Kentucky marks her second-straight game with 30-plus 
points, while it is the sixth time this season the All-American has registered 30 points in 
a contest. Her 37 points are tied for the 10th-most scored in a game by a Commodore, 
equaling the 37-point performance by Jackie Cowan vs. Cheyney State on Feb. 9, 1986.

The Somerset, New Jersey, native shot 52.0 percent from the floor, making 13-of-25 from 
the field and hitting a season-best six 3-pointers. Blakes went a perfect 5-of-5 from behind 
the arc in the second half to help her score 26 points over the final 20 minutes on Thursday.

Galvan collected 16 points and had a team-best seven assists in the come-from-behind 
victory. The freshman went 7-of-7 from the free throw line against the Wildcats. The point 
guard sank four-straight free throws over the final 19 seconds to keep the Commodore lead 
to three points.

Graduate Sacha Washington went a perfect 7-of-7 from the field en route to a 15-point 
performance. Senior Justine Pissott and junior Aga Makurat each had eight points and sank 
a pair of 3-point field goals in the win.

Vanderbilt fought its way back from a nine-point deficit late in the third quarter, as a 
14-4 run by the Dores gave Vandy a 59-58 advantage at the 9:02 mark of the fourth. The 
Commodores extended their lead to 10 points at 72-62 with 6:15 left to play, but Kentucky 
made it a one-point game at 80-79 with 25 seconds remaining. Galvan’s clutch performance 
at the charity stripe allowed the Dores the room they needed to escape the Bluegrass State 
with an 84-83 win over the No. 16-ranked Wildcats.

The Commodores shot 13-of-15 from the free throw line and posted a 20-6 advantage in 
turnovers forced against Kentucky. Vandy held a 25-5 edge in points off turnovers in the 
one-point, come-from-behind victory.

DORES SEND SOONERS PACKING
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – Vanderbilt women’s basketball’s backcourt duo of sophomore Mikayla 
Blakes and freshman Aubrey Galvan became the first set of Commodores this century to score 
30-plus points in the same game, as they led the No. 5/8-ranked Dores to a 102-86 victory over 
No. 10/11 Oklahoma on Monday night at Memorial Gymnasium.

Vandy’s underclass backcourt tandem combined to score 64 of their team’s 102 points in 
the 16-point victory over the Sooners. Blakes tallied a game-high 34 points, while Galvan 
registered a career-best 30 points. The guards were efficient throughout the contest, as 
Galvan shot 66.7 percent (10-of-15) from the floor and Blakes held a 56.5 percent (13-of-23) 
success rate from the field. They are only the third set of SEC teammates to score 30-plus 
points in the same game this century, and the first to do so since Dec. 13, 2017. Blakes and 
Galvan are also the first set of NCAA Division I teammates to have a 30-point performance in 
the same game since Nov. 29, 2024.

The win pushes Vanderbilt’s overall record to 23-2 and 9-2 in SEC play. The Commodores 
match the best start in program history through 25 games, equaling the 1992-93 Final 
Four team. The Dores are also 9-2 in conference action for the first time since the 2008-09 
campaign.

Blakes’ 34-point effort marks her third-straight game with 30-plus points. She is the first 
Commodore since 1999-00 to record three consecutive games with 30 or more points, while 
she is the fourth SEC player this century to accomplish the feat. Blakes joins Iowa State’s Audi 
Crooks as the only two NCAA players this season who have posted three-straight 30-point 
performances, as Crooks had a five-game stretch from Nov. 30 to Dec. 31. Blakes’ 34 points 
vs. Oklahoma extends her double-digit scoring streak to 44 games, which is the third-longest 
active streak in the nation and longest in the SEC.

Galvan’s 30-point performance established a new career-high in scoring for the freshman 
point guard. The Deerfield, Illinois, native’s 30 points vs. Oklahoma are the most scored by 
a freshman in an SEC game this season, while it is the second-most points registered in any 
game by an SEC freshman.

Vanderbilt had four starters tally double-digit points in the victory. Senior Justine Pissott 
collected 16 points, and graduate Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda had 13 points and pulled down 
a season-best nine rebounds.

The 16-point victory over No. 10/11-ranked Oklahoma is the largest margin of victory over an 
AP top-10 team for the Dores since defeating No. 6 Georgia, 66-44, on Jan. 14, 2010. Overall, it 
is the program’s sixth-widest victory margin over an AP top-10 team since 1999-00.

Vanderbilt shot 45.2 percent from the floor and made 11 3-pointers on the night. The Dores 
made a season-best 25 free throws and forced 22 turnovers, which turned into 26 points off 
turnovers.

DORES DOMINATE AGAIN 
NASHVILLE, Tenn. –The No. 5/5-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team put on a 
dominating performance over a top-10 team for the second time this week at Memorial 
Gymnasium, as the Commodores posted an 86-70 victory over No. 4/4 Texas on Thursday 
night.

Vanderbilt got off to another fast start on Thursday, as the Dores led for nearly the entire 
contest after jumping out to a 27-15 lead at the end of the first quarter. The Commodores 
took a 17-point lead into halftime and led by as many as 26 points in the third. Vandy had to 
withstand a late charge by the Longhorns in the fourth quarter before claiming their second 
16-point victory over a top-10 team this week.

Vandy’s backcourt duo of Mikayla Blakes and Aubrey Galvan led the Dores to their fifth 
victory over a ranked foe this season, as the underclassmen scored a combined 52 points. 
Blakes recorded her fourth-straight 30-point outing, as the sophomore registered a game-
high 34 points against the Longhorns. Galvan tallied 18 points and handed out a team-high 
five assists.

The win over No. 4 Texas pushes No. 5 Vanderbilt’s overall record to 24-2, while the 
Commodores are now 10-2 in the SEC for the first time since the 2008-09 campaign.

Vandy collected its second-straight 16-point win over a top-10 team this week, as the 
Dores knocked off No. 10 Oklahoma, 102-86, at Memorial Gymnasium on Monday night. 
Vanderbilt now has five wins over a ranked team this season, which is the most victories 
over top-25 teams in a season since the 2013-14 campaign. The win over No. 4/4 Texas 
marks the highest-ranked opponent Vanderbilt has defeated since Feb. 19, 2009, when the 
Commodores knocked off No. 3/3-ranked Auburn, 73-70, at Memorial Gym

Blakes is the first SEC player this century to have four consecutive 30-point outings, while 
she is the 21st NCAA Division I player to accomplish the feat since 1999-00. The Somerset, 
New Jersey, native also extended her double-digit scoring streak to 45 games, which is 
the third-longest active streak in the NCAA. Blakes joins Paige Bueckers as the only NCAA 
Division I players to score 30-plus points in three-straight games against ranked opponents.

Galvan extended her double-digit scoring streak to three games. The freshman point guard 
has now registered 10-plus points in six of her last eight contests. The 5-6 guard pulled 
down eight rebounds to go along with her five steals.

Graduates Ndjakalenga Mwenentanda and Sacha Washington also scored double-digit 
points in the victory over Texas. Mwenentanda had 11 points and six rebounds against her 
alma mater, while Washington just missed out on a double-double with 10 points and a 
team-best nine rebounds. Vanderbilt has now had at least three players score double figures 
in 24 of its 26 games this season.

The Dores shot 50.9 percent from the floor in the victory over No. 4 Texas, while holding the 
Longhorns to 38.5 percent from the field. Vanderbilt held a 40-37 edge on the boards and 
forced Texas into 12 turnovers, which turned into 13 points for the Commodores. Vandy 
made nine 3-pointers on the night and went 21-of-25 from the free throw line.

ATHENS, Ga. – The No. 5/5-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team fought back from a 
double-digit deficit in the first half, but the Commodores couldn’t get their last shot to fall to 
extend the game, as Vandy dropped a 76-74 decision at Stegeman Coliseum on Sunday.

The Commodores trailed Georgia by as many as 14 points in the first half. Vanderbilt cut 
its deficit to 39-36 at halftime and pulled even with the Lady Bulldogs going into the fourth 
quarter, as the game was knotted up at 56-all. Vandy opened the fourth quarter with 
five-straight points to take a 61-56 advantage with 8:47 left to play. Georgia closed the gap 
and used a 10-4 run to close out the game. The Dores had a chance to send the game to 
overtime, but their shot as time expired hit the back rim to give UGA a two-point victory.

The loss breaks Vanderbilt’s four-game winning streak, as the No. 5/5-ranked Dores fall to 
24-3 overall this season and 10-3 in SEC games.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes recorded her fifth-straight game with 25-plus points, as the 
guard registered 27 points on only eight shots taken. The Somerset, New Jersey, went 19-
of-20 from the charity stripe, as her 19 made free throws are the second-most in a game in 
school history. Blakes also extends her double-digit scoring streak to 46 games, which is the 
longest active streak in the SEC, and third-longest in NCAA Division I.

Senior Justine Pissott registered 23 points at Georgia on Sunday. It marks the most points 
that Pissott has scored in an SEC contest in her career. The 6-4 guard went 5-of-8 from 
behind the free throw line. Blakes and Pissott’s 20-point performance at Georgia marks the 
fourth time this season that Vanderbilt had two player scored 20-plus in a game.

Vanderbilt shot 37.1 percent from the floor, while Georgia held a 56.0 percent success rate 
from the field on Sunday. The Dores forced UGA into 19 turnovers, which turned into an 18-7 
advantage in points off turnovers.

DORES SEAL THE VICTORY
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The Vanderbilt women’s basketball freshman Aubrey Galvan played the 
role of hero on Senior Day at Memorial Gymnasium, as the first-year guard’s jumper with 
7.9 seconds remaining lifted the Commodores past No. 16/18-ranked Kentucky, 81-79, on 
Sunday afternoon.

Galvan hit a 20-foot jump shot two steps inside the top of the key that gave the Dores an 
80-79 lead with 7.9 seconds remaining. After Kentucky called a timeout to advance the ball 
on its side of the court, senior Justine Pissott knocked the basketball loose, and sophomore 
Mikayla Blakes corralled it in with 0.7 seconds left to seal the victory for the Commodores.

With the win, Vanderbilt improves to 25-3 overall on the year and 11-3 in SEC play. The 
11 conference victories tie the 2007-08 squad for the most SEC wins in a single season in 
program history. Vandy also clinches one of the four double byes at the 2026 SEC Women’s 
Basketball Tournament in Greenville, South Carolina.

The Dores collected their 25th victory on the season, tying them for the seventh-most wins 
in program history with the 2007-08 team. It is the first 25-win season for Vanderbilt since 
2008-09, when the Dores posted 26 victories. It is also Vandy’s sixth win over a ranked team 
this season, as the Dores are now 6-2 against top-25 foes.

Blakes and Galvan were outstanding in the victory over the Wildcats, as the Commodore 
backcourt duo scored a combined 55 points.

Blakes had her second 30-point performance against Kentucky in a matter of 17 days, as 
the Somerset, New Jersey, native registered a game-high 35 points, while shooting an even 
50 percent from the floor, hitting 11 of her 22 shots on Sunday. It is Blakes’ fourth-straight 
30-point effort against a ranked team, while it is the fifth time over the last six games that 
the guard has scored 30 or more points. It is Blakes’ 10th game with 30-plus points this 
season, making her the first SEC player this century to have 10 or more games with 30-plus 
points in a season.

Galvan, who came off the bench to allow the seniors to start on Sunday, tallied 20 points 
in a reserve role. It is the freshman point guard’s third game with 20 or more points at the 
collegiate level. The Deerfield, Illinois, native dished out five assists and had a pair of steals 
against the Wildcats.

Junior Aiyana Mitchell made the most of her first start since Dec. 1, 2024, as the 6-4 forward 
turned in a 12-point, 9-rebound effort in 26 minutes of action. It is Mitchell’s first career 
double-digit scoring performance in an SEC game.

The Dores only led for 3:38 in Sunday’s victory. Vanderbilt did not hold its first lead of the 
game until the 7:24 mark of the third quarter, when a Galvan jumper put the Dores up 52-51. 
Neither team led by more than six points over the final 26 minutes of the contest. Trailing by 
three, Vanderbilt closed the game on a 7-2 run to secure its second one-possession victory 
over Kentucky this season.

Vanderbilt shot 47.7 percent from the floor and outrebounded Kentucky, 38-33. The 
Commodores outscored the Wildcats 30-26 in points in the paint and held a 26-14 edge in 
points off the bench.

RECORD-SETTING NIGHT
NASHVILLE, Tenn. – The The No. 5/5-ranked Vanderbilt women’s basketball team capped 
off the 2025-26 regular season home slate by setting a pair of school records in an 85-60 win 
over No. 24/23 Alabama on Thursday night.

The victory over the Crimson Tide marks Vandy’s 12th SEC victory of the 2025-26 campaign 
to establish a new program record for most conference wins in a season. The 15-point 
victory also gives Vanderbilt its first undefeated record at home during the regular season, 
as the Dores improve to 16-0 at Memorial Gymnasium.

With the win, Vandy improves to 26-3 overall and 12-3 in SEC play. The Commodores’ 26 
wins are tied for sixth-most in a single season in school history, equaling the 2003-04 and 
2008-09 squads’ win totals. The victory also secures no worse than the No. 3 seed at next 
week’s SEC Tournament.

The Commodores collected their seventh victory over a top-25 team this season. It marks 
the first time since the 2000-01 campaign that the Dores have had seven victories over 
ranked foes in the same season. It is also the first regular season since 1995-96 that the 
Commodores have had 7-plus victories over ranked opponents, as they beat seven that 
season.

Vanderbilt’s All-American Mikayla Blakes extended her 30-point streak against ranked 
teams to five games, as the sophomore had 35 points against the Crimson Tide. The guard 
matched her season-best performance from behind the arc, going 6-of-13. Blakes is just the 
second NCAA player this century to have five-straight games with 30 or more points against 
top-25 foes, as she joins Iowa’s Megan Gustafson, who had a six-game streak during the 
2018-19 campaign. The Vandy All-American is the first player this century to accomplish the 
feat in the regular season.

Overall, it is Blakes’ NCAA-leading 11th game with 30-plus points this season. The Somerset, 
New Jersey, native is the first SEC player this century to score 30 or more points 11 times in 
the same season.

Vandy had three or more players score double digits for the 26th time in 29 games this 
season, as graduate Sacha Washington and senior Justine Pissott joined Blakes.

Washington nearly had her first career triple-double with a 17-point, 10-rebound, 7-assist 
night against the Crimson Tide. Her seven assists tied Washington’s career high, while she 
also recorded her team-leading sixth double-double of the season. Pissott, the SEC’s leader 
in made 3-point field goals, added a pair of 3-pointers to her season total, as she registered 
11 points and pulled down six rebounds.

Vanderbilt used a 10-run to turn a two-point lead into a double-digit advantage at 28-16 
at the end of the first stanza. Vandy held a 36-32 lead at the half, then broke the game 
open in the third quarter by scoring the frame’s first 12 points to take a 16-point lead. The 
Commodore lead grew to as high as 27 points in the fourth quarter before claiming the 
85-60 victory.

The Dores shot 42.9 percent from the floor, while limiting Alabama to 32.8 percent. 
Vanderbilt forced the Crimson Tide into 23 turnovers, which led to a 22-10 edge in points 
off turnovers.

TOP 25 ROAD WIN
LEXINGTON, Ky. –– The Vanderbilt women’s basketball backcourt duo of sophomore 
Mikayla Blakes and freshman Aubrey Galvan led the No. 7/8-ranked Commodores to a 
thrilling 84-83 come-from-behind victory at No. 16/16 Kentucky on Thursday night in SEC 
action.

The pair of underclassmen scored a combined 38 points over the final two quarters of play 
at Memorial Coliseum to help No. 7/8 Vandy erase a nine-point deficit in the third quarter 
against the No. 16 Wildcats and score its third win over a top-25 team this season. Blakes 
was sensational over the final 20 minutes, as the guard scored 26 of her game-high 37 
points in the second half. Galvan tallied 12 of her 16 points over the final two frames, which 
included going 4-for-4 at the free throw line in the closing seconds to allow Vanderbilt to 
keep the Wildcats at arm’s length.

With the win, Vanderbilt improves to 22-2 on the year and 8-2 in SEC games. The 
Commodores’ 22-2 start ties the 1992-93 Final Four team for the best start in school history 
through 24 games. It is also the first time Vandy has been 8-2 in SEC play since the 2008-09 
season.

Blakes’ 37-point performance at Kentucky marks her second-straight game with 30-plus 
points, while it is the sixth time this season the All-American has registered 30 points in 
a contest. Her 37 points are tied for the 10th-most scored in a game by a Commodore, 
equaling the 37-point performance by Jackie Cowan vs. Cheyney State on Feb. 9, 1986.

The Somerset, New Jersey, native shot 52.0 percent from the floor, making 13-of-25 from 
the field and hitting a season-best six 3-pointers. Blakes went a perfect 5-of-5 from behind 
the arc in the second half to help her score 26 points over the final 20 minutes on Thursday.

Galvan collected 16 points and had a team-best seven assists in the come-from-behind 
victory. The freshman went 7-of-7 from the free throw line against the Wildcats. The point 
guard sank four-straight free throws over the final 19 seconds to keep the Commodore lead 
to three points.

Graduate Sacha Washington went a perfect 7-of-7 from the field en route to a 15-point 
performance. Senior Justine Pissott and junior Aga Makurat each had eight points and sank 
a pair of 3-point field goals in the win.

Vanderbilt fought its way back from a nine-point deficit late in the third quarter, as a 
14-4 run by the Dores gave Vandy a 59-58 advantage at the 9:02 mark of the fourth. The 
Commodores extended their lead to 10 points at 72-62 with 6:15 left to play, but Kentucky 
made it a one-point game at 80-79 with 25 seconds remaining. Galvan’s clutch performance 
at the charity stripe allowed the Dores the room they needed to escape the Bluegrass State 
with an 84-83 win over the No. 16-ranked Wildcats.

The Commodores shot 13-of-15 from the free throw line and posted a 20-6 advantage in 
turnovers forced against Kentucky. Vandy held a 25-5 edge in points off turnovers in the 
one-point, come-from-behind victory.

DORES SEC TOURNAMENT RUN COMES TO AN END
GREENVILLE, S.C. –– The No. 2-seeded Vanderbilt women’s basketball team could not 
overcome a slow start in the quarterfinals at the 2026 SEC Tournament, as the Commodores fell 
to No. 7-seed Ole Miss, 89-78, Friday night at Bon Secours Wellness Arena.

With the loss, the No. 5/5-ranked Dores move to 27-4 overall on the year. Vanderbilt now waits 
to find out its draw for the 2026 NCAA Tournament. Selection Sunday is set for March 15 and airs 
live on ESPN at 7 p.m. CT.

For the 27th time this season, Vanderbilt had three or more players score 10 or more points in 
a contest.

Sophomore Mikayla Blakes extended her double-digit scoring streak to 50 games. The 2025-26 
SEC Player of the Year scored a team-high 24 points, as she battled foul trouble throughout the 
contest. The 24-point performance for Blakes gives the guard her 12th-straight game with 20 
or more points.

Point guard Aubrey Galvin tallied 18 points in her first SEC Tournament game. The 2025-26 
SEC Freshman of the Year went 7-of-16 from the field and dished out a team-best four assists. 
Graduate Sacha Washington tallied 16 points and a team-high eight rebounds on the night.

Vandy opened the SEC Tournament quarterfinals shooting 1-of-16 from the floor, which 
allowed the Rebels to take a 23-2 lead approaching the final minute of the first quarter. The 
Commodores couldn’t find much rhythm on offense on the night until the night’s final frame, as 
Vanderbilt shot 37.5 percent from the floor. Ole Miss led by as many as 32 points in the contest, 
but Vandy continued to battle throughout the night and chipped away at its deficit.

Trailing by 22 points at the 9:25 mark of the fourth quarter, Vanderbilt head coach Shea Ralph 
received two technical fouls and was ejected from the game. The Commodores responded to 
their head coach’s ejection by going on a 27-10 run to make it an 11-point contest with 3:17 
remaining in the game. Vandy ultimately was unable to make up its early deficit to Ole Miss, as 
the Dores dropped an 89-78 decision, bringing their 2026 SEC Tournament run to an end.
