A pair of 20-point games from Berry Wallace and Destiny
Jackson fueled the lllinois women's basketball team past
[15] Wisconsin, 82-70, at Gainbridge Fieldhouse in the
First Round of the Big Ten Tournament on March 4.

The Fighting lllini had four ﬁla ers score in double
figures, led by Wallace, who had 22 points and three
steals. Jackson added a career-high 21 points, six
rebounds, five assists and two steals. Cearah Parchment
posted 14 points and broke the program's freshman
season rebounding record. Lety Vasconcelos registered
a career-high 12 points while adding six boards.

RANKED WINS UNDER COACH GREEN

Illinois" first ranked win of 2025-26 came over No. 7/6
Maryland, the first top-10 win for lllinois since 2012-13.
The victory also marked the highest-ranked Big Ten win
in program history. The lllini added another ranked road
win at #25/24 Washington on Feb. 1 before tacking on
a neutral site win over No. 18/17 Michigan State in the
Big Ten Tournament.

In 2024-25, when lllinois went on the road and upset
No. 14 Maryland in College Park, Green's unit became
the first team since 1999-2000 to win three games vs.
AP Top-25 ranked teams. Green led the team to a 4th
ranked win in the NCAA Tournament First Round as
[llinois downed No. 23 Crei%hton, securing a ranked win
at home, away, and in a neutral setting. Four ranked wins
in a single season tied the program record (1999-00).

The latest win marked the ninth such triumph under
fourth-year head coach Shauna Green, who guided the
llini to'ranked wins six times in Big Ten league play.

Green's nine wins over ranked teams are the sec-
ond-most _in lllinois_program history behind Theresa
Grentz' 26. Overall, Green is 9-23 against top-25 foes.

FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK: DESTINY JACKSON

Desting Jackson was named the Big Ten Freshman of the
Week by the league office on Monday, Nov. 24. Jackson
continued her stellar rookie campaign in Week 3 as the
Illini went 2-0 with a pair of 20-point wins.

Jackson averaged 11.5 points, 3.0 rebounds, 5.0
assists, and 0.5 steals per game across a combined
56:25 minutes of action. The rookie shot 53.3% (8-for-
15) from the field, 60.0% (3-for-5) from 3-point range,
and 80.0% (4-for-5) from the free throw line across the
[llini's two wins.

In front of the third-largest attendance in lllinois wom-
en's basketball history on Field Trip Day, Jackson deliv-
ered a career-high 18 points to go along with five assists,
four rebounds, and a steal in 32 minutes of action.
Jackson shot 6-for-8 from the field (75%), 3-for-4 from
deep (75%), and 3-for-3 from the free throw line (100%)
in the 84-64 win over Murray State.

On Nov. 23, in lllinois' 23-point win at Florida State,
Jackson tallied five points, five assists, and two rebounds
in 24 minutes of work. Jackson's play helped the Illini to
their largest road non-conference win since 2018 with
Sunday's 86-63 win in Tallahassee over Florida State.

TAKING OVER TALLAHASSEE .

An all-around team effort led lllinois to a 86-63 win at
Florida State on Nov. 23. Four lllini scored double figures
led by Gretchen Dolan's 25. lllinois shot 52.9% from
3-point range and 50% from the field while committing
just eight turnovers.

Florida State got out to a 21-9 lead before lllinois closed
the first half on a 17-3 run for a 42-34 halftime lead. The
12-point comeback ties the largest deficit overcome by
a Shauna Green-coached team.

The lllini ultimately flipped the script with a 35-point

swing for a 23-point victory. The margin was the pro-

e same margin at Cal Poly in 2018.

LETY VASCONCELOS' BIG DAY

Lety Vasconcelos turned in a career day of her own at
Florida State.

2025 RETURN TO THE NCAA TOURNAMENT

The lllinois women's basketball team went dancing once
a%ain, earning a berth in the NCAA Tournament for the
10th time in program history in 2024-25. The Fighting
Illini made their first appearance in the First Round of the
NCAA Tournament since 2003 after playing in the First
Four of the 2022-23 event.

The Orange and Blue entered the NCAA Tournament
with a 21-9 record, with their 21 regular-season wins
tying the program record. The lllini won their first NCAA
ournament game since 2000 on March 22, while the
lllini made their second appearance in the national
competition under third-year head coach Shauna Green.

During the 2024-25 regular season, lllinois registered
three ranked wins, most in a single campaign since
1999-2000; equaled the program record with 10 non-
conference victories; and set a new program record with
an e|§ht-ﬁame Big Ten winning streak that Sfan_ned from
Jan. 23 through Feb. 16 en route to going 11-7 in league
play. The lllini finished tied for fifth place in the Big Ten
standings and recorded a single-digit seed for the third
consecutive conference tournament for the first time
since doing so in six straight seasons from 2005-10.

Illinois Director of Athletics Josh Whitman announced
a two-year contract extension for women's basketball
head coach Shauna Green, which was approved by
the University of lllinois Board of Trustees at its Nov.
14, 2024 meeting. Initially, the new agreement will
keep Green on a six-year contract through at least the
2029-30 season. The agreement also provides Green
the opportunity to earn up to four additional one-year
extensions if certain performance thresholds are met.

Under Green, lllinois owns a 85-46 record, including a
39-33 mark in Big Ten pla¥. In her first two years, the
Illinois women's basketball team registered 41 wins, the
first-ever postseason championship in program history
(2024 WBIT), and three-straight top-five season atten-
dances in State Farm Center. Over the first three seasons
under Green, lllinois delivered six upsets of AP Top-25
ranked teams: No. 12 lowa (1/1/23), No. 14 Indiana

In three complete seasons under Green, the lllinois
women's basketball team registered 63 wins, the
first-ever postseason championship in program history
(2024 WBIT), and three consecutive top-5 season
attendances In State Farm Center. Additionally, the
lllini have racked up six AP Top 25-ranked wins,
secured double-digit home wctorles for three-straight
seasons for the first time in program history, won
lllinois” first NCAA Tournament game in 25 seasons,
and brought in the No. 7-ranked recruiting class by
espnW for the 2025-26 campaign.

Inyear three at lllinois, Green continued the program’s
upward tra djectory with another 22-win season (22-
10), athlr -straight postseason appearance, and the
?rogram s first NCAA Tournament win in 25 years.

he Fighting lllini tied the program record with four
wins over AP Top-25 ranked opponents. lllinois led
the Big Ten in team free throw percentage (79.3%)
and defensive 3-point percentage (28.1%), while
Genesis Bryant (free throw percentage) and Kendall
Bostic (double-doubles, minutes/game, rebounds, def.
rebounds/game, rebounds/game) combined to lead
the league In six individual categories.

lllinois’ 63 wins through Green's first three seasons
match the program record in that span while also
marking the most by a head coach in their first three
f'ears with the Orange and Blue. Across that period,
llinois is 38-11 at home under Green, and the program
has secured double-digit wins in three straight seasons
for the first time in program history. The Illini won 11
consecutive games from March 21-Nov. 26, 2024, a
new program record and the longest active win streak
in the country at the time. Additionally, lllinois strung
together a program-record eight- game Big Tenwinning
streak en route to an 11-7 record in league play.

Year two at lllinois under Green saw the Fighting lllini
make back-to-back Sostseason appearances for the
first time since the 2006-07 and 2007-08 campaigns
as lllinois earned an at-large bid into the inaugural
Women's Basketball Invitation Tournament (second
NCAA-sponsored postseason tournament behind the
NCAA Tournament). Green led the squad to a WBIT
championship with five straight wins to close the
season with a 19-15 overall record.

Green is the first coach in program history to lead
the lllini to winning seasons in their first two years at
lllinois. Ul's 19 Big Ten regular-season V|ct0r|es over
Green's first two seasons are the program's most over
a two-year span since the 1999-2000 and 2000-01
campaigns, when lllinois totaled 20 conference wins
under Hall of Fame coach Theresa Grentz.

Year one at lllinois saw Green lead the program to

new heights both on and off the court. The lllini
finished 22-10 (11-7 B1G) and returned to the NCAA
Tournament for the first time in 20 seasons. lllinois
found itself ranked in the AP Top 25 for the first time
since 2000 and would appear in four polls, ranking as
high as No. 21. Green is the only lllini head coach to
have a team ranked in their first season at UI.

With five returners from the 2021-22 lllinois squad
that posted a 7-20 record, Green delivered the largest
turnaround in program history and one of the top
all-time in Big Ten history. The 15-win improvement
from the previous season's 7-20 campaign set a new
best turnaround in program history and ranks third
best in Big Ten history. In Iea% e play, lllinois tallied
10 more wins than the 2021-22 mark (1-13), the best
turnaround in prog[am history, which tied for the best
all-time in the Big Te

Greenarrived at lllinois following six successful seasons
as the head coach at the University of Dayton, where
her teams captured five Atlantic 10 regular-season
championships and qualified each year of her tenure
for postseason play, including four appearances in the
NCAA Tournament.

A 2002 graduate of Canisius College, Green received
a degree In business marketing. While at Canisius, the
former Shauna Geronzin became one of the greatest
basketball players in Griffins’ history. A four-time
letterwinner from 1998-2002, Green was the Canisius
Female Athlete of the Year in 2002 and, in 2012, was
inducted into the Canisius College Sports Hall of Fame.
