Upgrades to The Hawk: Construction at Hawkins Field began in the fall to expand and 
upgrade spaces and amenities at the home of the two-time national champions.
•	 In total, the Hawkins Field footprint will encompass approximately 50,000 square feet 

of new or enhanced space, including student-athlete resources, additional capacity, 
premium seating and expanded food and beverage options.

•	 The project also prioritizes player development, with more than 10,000 square feet 
devoted to a new weight room and pitching lab.
